Visakhapatnam: The Natio-

Buoyed by the increasing
online penetration and the bo-
urse'soutreach and educational
initiatives, NSE isalso targeting
doubling the number of trans-
actions, said Varanasi, who was
in the city for NSE's awareness
fair.

“NSE currently has a capa-
city to handle 2 lakh transac-
tions per second.
