Pradesh.

The Joint Venture, PAPL stands on the pillars of world —
class technology which works with, a hardworking team
and stringent quality controls at every step to deliver the
best of everything. These pillars together ensure to meet
with the international standards for grain spirits and provide
with the finest quality ENA which is made using broken
rice, maize, bajra and jowar. The distillery is strategically
located in Himachal Pradesh which is at close proximity
from major cities and states like Delhi, Chandigarh, Punjab
and Jammu & Kashmir. The Company currently producing
Grain ENA,IMFL, High Protein DDGS, SDS and have its
own brands for rum and whisky.

The production capacity of distilleries is 45,000 litres per
day. The latest process and equipment for the production are
adopted to produce alcohol as per standards and benchmarks
set by all major buyers like USL, Seagram etc. It has eco
friendly equipments like Air Scrubber Systems, Integrated
evaporator for spent lease treatment and Decanter.

The DDGS dryer as well as effluent treatment plant is for
the effluent and waste water treatment to ensure complete
recycling of treated water. The plant aims to generate its
power requirement of 2 mw/day. The plant has an Ecofine
Multi- Pressure Distillation system and MPR system to
meet high quality ENA norms and for efficient energy
utilization. The technology and processes used have a
zero discharge of effluents which enables us to meet the
standards set by the Ministry of Environment and Forest
Guidelines.

The distillery is set up with the founding Principals of
minimum down time, ease of operation, optimisation of
resources without any breakdowns. Spread over 10 acres
in the green arms of Himachal Pradesh, the distillery has
a production capacity of 45,000 litres per day. The plant
has been supplied by PRAJ INDIST based on their latest
technology ecosmart grain and high fermentation process.
The bottling plant is automated right from washing of
bottles to filling of liquor so as to prevent any contamination
of bottles due to human intervention. The plant has most
modern technology in the country and makes use of the
latest process and equipments for the production. The
technology and processes used have a zero discharge of
effluents which enables us to meet the standards set by
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the Ministry of Environment and Forest Guidelines. The
technology and processes used has a zero discharge of
effluents which enables us to meet the standards set by the
Ministry of Environment and Forest Guidelines.

(A) ECONOMY, INDUSTRY STRUCTURE & DEVELOPMENT

The Indian economy registered a growth of 4.2% in Financial
Year (‘FY’) 2019-20, much lower than the 6.1% in FY 2018-
19(Source: IMF). Wage stagnation, job losses, rising rural
unemployment rates, stressed non-banking financial
companies and decline in credit growth caused a sharp
drop in domestic demand. On the supply side, excess idle
production capacity and lower private investments further
dragged down economic activity. The Government of India
undertook initiatives such as liberalising sectors to attract
foreign direct investments, up front capital infusion in public
sector banks to alleviate liquidity concerns and reducing
corporate tax rates to revive private investments.

Following the Covid-19 outbreak, India implemented one of
the strictest nationwide lock downs in the world early on, in
order to keep the infection numbers under control. This has
resulted in mass unemployment in the lower income segment
and staff downsizing across sectors. The restriction on free
movement of goods and people disrupted supply chains and
nearly wiped out the demand for non-essential goods and
services.

The Government of India announced Rs. 1.7 lakh cross-
refer package to help India’s marginalised population tackle
the challenges caused by the Covid-19 pandemic. This
included direct cash transfer benefits to more than 8.7 crore
Indian farmer families, free food and gas distribution, social
and security measures for the organised sector and medical
covers for health workers.

The Reserve Bank of India (‘RBI’) provided a monetary
stimulus by slashing the repo rate to 5.15%, a cut of 135
basis points in FY 2019-20, to boost demand and private
consumption.

Industry overview

The equity markets in India can be appraised with those of
the developing nations, in terms of market capitalization,
regulatory framework, turnover and risk management. In
2010, Flls have invested a significant $19.9 billion in Indian
equity, while overseas funds have bought $9.9 billion worth
of Indian bonds. However, as emerging nations face a
persistent challenge of volatile capital flows with massive
global de-leveraging, reversal of capital flows lingers as
a potential threat for the Indian financial markets. The
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banking sector continues to be one of the prime drivers
of economic growth. Strong fundamentals in the banking
sector, supported by increased credit and growth of assets
have resulted in increased profitability. Banks today, have
increasingly realised the need to outgrow plain vanilla
offerings, and deliver products which are cost effective,
flexible and tailored to the needs of the rural customer.
Moreover, a focus on inclusive growth has taken centre-
stage involving huge investments in technology.

Infrastructure financing has been identified as a growth
engine of the financial markets. The rapid pace of economic
growth has led to an even higher unfulfilled demand for
infrastructure development. Long term funding for building
infrastructure is a big challenge considering the dormant
corporate bond market and poorly developed debt market
which needs to be scaled up to a great extent to match its
steps to the economic growth momentum.

OPPORTUNITIES & THREATS

Development of financial markets cannot be complete
without a robust regulatory environment attempting to keep
pace with innovation in the market. Regulatory measures
mandated by the central authorities act as a safeguard
for financial institutions, shielding them from vulnerability.
Increased volatility and constant upheavals in financial
markets has made it necessary to pre-empt systemic
risks in order to effectively manage them effectively. Good
governance and a well designed macro prudential framework
are essential components to ensure financial stability, going
forward. A huge challenge for financial institutions today is
functioning and retaining their efficiency in such uncertain
times. Business models are undergoing a structural change
to accommodate the changing regulations and foster growth.
In conclusion, we can say that there needs to be a well-
defined framework which will withstand disruptions and lead
the financial markets towards growth and progression. Core
elements like efficiency, stability, transparency, inclusion and
sustainability will play a vital role in determining the growth
trajectory of India. Standardising and harmonising the
regulatory norms will help India position itself prominently on
the global pedestal.

One of the underlying challenges that the financial services
sector is dealing with is the issue of increasing the out-
reach& enhancing financial inclusion. The huge scale of the
drive towards inclusive growth is intimidating, as various
stakeholders like banks, insurance companies and asset
management companies struggle to move a step closer
to the untapped areas and newer target consumers. The
challenge lies in devising a cost effective delivery model
to reach out to the low income group of society, penetrating
the remote areas. A debate on new banking licenses, banks
developing and formulating strategies for inclusive banking
and an increasing thrust on infrastructure financing, have
been some of the initiatives which have been taken to give
an added impetus to financial inclusion.

OUTLOOK

The IMF on June 24 projected a sharp contraction of 4.5%
for the Indian economy in 2020, a “historic low,” citing the
unprecedented coronavirus pandemic that has nearly stalled
all economic activities, but said the country is expected to
bounce back in 2021 with a robust 6% growth rate.

Given the unprecedented nature of this crisis, as is the case
for almost all countries, this projected contraction is a historic
low. The COVID-19 pandemic has had a more negative
impact on activity in the first half of 2020 than anticipated,
and the recovery is projected to be more gradual than
previously forecast. In 2021, global growth is projected at
5.4%, the report said. However, India’s economy is expected
to bounce back in 2021 with a robust six% growth, it said.

RISKS & CONCERNS

The
management also periodically reviews the policies and
procedures and formulates plans for control of identified risks
and improvements in the systems. A risk/compliance update
report is regularly placed before the Board of Directors of the
Company. The Directors review the risk/compliance update
reports and the course of action taken or to be taken, to
mitigate and manage the risks. The internal audit carried out
by external firms of auditors also provides a review of the
risks attendant in various businesses and the effectiveness
of processes on a periodical basis. These reports are placed
before the Audit Committees of the Company.

We manage the following categories of risks:

> Market conditions and market risk — The domestic
and global economic conditions and markets will
always be a major factor in the business of financial
intermediation and adverse change in conditions
invariably leaves a larger than normal impact. However,
beyond the universality of this risk, the Company’s
business is exposed to Market Risk only to the extent
of its investments in its proprietary debt portfolio. This
Market Risk is contained to appropriate levels through
well defined and Board laid down policies and is
monitored on a daily basis.

> Financial risks

° Liquidity Risks: The Company requires funds
for its operations, growth and expansion projects.
It has sufficient committed lines of credit from
various banks in India to fund the operations as
well as expansion projects. The Company has a
strong continued focus and review mechanism for
cash flow management and control on borrowings
from the banks. This ensures that while liquidity is
maintained for the Company, it does not borrow
above generally accepted financials norms and is
able to meet the obligations to the banks without
any default. For organic growth plans, the primary
source is internal accruals of cash.

° Interest Risk: The Company is exposed to the
interest rate risks on its borrowings. It evaluates
the various sources of short term funding to have
a lower blended rate of interest.

»  Credit risk: This risk manifests when debtors do
not perform their obligations. Both Credit Risk and
Counter-Party Risk have been elaborately defined
in our Company’s Investment Policy that governs all
investment decisions, and its stipulations are strictly
adhered.

»  Operational risk: The Company’s operations under
each of its business verticals are the subject of
elaborate and well defined Policies so as to cover all
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internal processes. The Company also has a system of
internal audit that encompasses all operational areas.

> Legal & regulatory risk: The Company is in the
business of financial intermediation and is committed
to adhere to very high compliance standards. This is
imperative in any regulated business as the business’
continuance is otherwise at risk. Substantial legal
liability or a significant regulatory action against the
Company could have material adverse financial effects
or cause significant reputational harm.

> Internal controls review: The Company has strong
internal controls and review mechanism. A detailed
audit process and audit plan by external agencies cover
the key risks identified through the risk management
program, wherein existence and effectiveness of
the control measures indicated against the risks are
verified. The review of the process and findings is done
by the senior management on a monthly basis and is
an integral part of the performance management of the
organisation.

» Economic and Political risks: The Company is
fairly exposed to the domestic and global political and
economic risks. The risks arising out of any downturn
in the economic conditions of the global markets, as
felt in the last year, could have an adverse impact on
the performance of the company. Performance and
growth is also dependent upon the health of the overall
Indian economy and political.

ADEQUACY OF INTERNAL CONTROLS

The Company has invested in building a system of internal
controls to achieve operational efficiency, optimum resource
utilization, effective monitoring, and adherence to strict
compliance standards.

Basis of preparation

Financial and non-financial classification

Functional and presentation currency

These financial statements are presented in Indian Rupees
(%), which is also the Company’s functional currency. All
amounts have been rounded-off to the nearest lacs, unless
otherwise indicated.

Basis of measurement

The financial statements have been prepared on the
historical cost basis except for the following items:

Use of estimates and judgements

The preparation of the Company’s financial statements
requires management to make judgements, estimates and
assumptions that affect the reported amounts of revenues,
expenses, assets and liabilities, and the related disclosures.
Actual results may differ from these estimates.

Significant management judgements

Recognition of deferred tax assets — The extent to which
deferred tax assets can be recognised is based on an
assessment of the probability of the future taxable income
against which the deferred tax assets can be utilised.

Business model assessment - The Company determines
the business model at a level that reflects how groups of
financial assets are managed together to achieve a business
objective. This assessment includes judgement reflecting
all relevant evidence including how the performance of the
assets is evaluated and their performance measured, the
risks that affect the performance of the assets and how
these are managed and how the managers of the assets
are compensated. The Company monitors financial assets
measured at amortised cost that are derecognised prior to
their maturity to understand the reason for their disposal
and whether the reasons are consistent with the objective of
the business for which the asset was held. Monitoring is part
of the Company’s continuous assessment of whether the
business model for which the remaining financial assets are
held continues to be appropriate and if it is not appropriate
whether there has been a change in business model and
accordingly prospective change to the classification of those
assets are made.

Evaluation of indicators for impairment of assets — The
evaluation of applicability of indicators of impairment of
assets requires assessment of several external and internal
factors which could result in deterioration of recoverable
amount of the assets.

Classification of leases — Ind AS 116 requires lessees
to determine the lease term as the non-cancellable period
of a lease adjusted with any option to extend or terminate
the lease, if the use of such option is reasonably certain.
The Company makes an assessment on the expected
lease term on a lease-by-lease basis and thereby assesses
whether it is reasonably certain that any options to extend

or terminate the contract will be exercised. In evaluating the
lease term, the Company considers factors such as any
significant leasehold improvements undertaken over the
lease term, costs relating to the termination of the lease and
the importance of the underlying asset to the Company’s
operations taking into account the location of the underlying
asset and the availability of suitable alternatives. The lease
term in future periods is reassessed to ensure that the lease
term reflects the current economic circumstances. After
considering current and future economic conditions, the
Company has concluded that no changes are required to
lease period relating to the existing lease contract.

Expected credit loss (ECL) — The measurement of
expected credit loss allowance for financial assets measured
at amortised cost requires use of complex models and
significant assumptions about future economic conditions
and credit behaviour (e.g. likelihood of customers defaulting
and resulting losses). The Company makes significant
judgements regarding the following while assessing
expected credit loss:

. Determining criteria for significant increase in credit
risk;

. Establishing the number and relative weightings of
forward-looking scenarios for each type of product/
market and the associated ECL; and

. Establishing groups of similar financial assets for the
purposes of measuring ECL.

Provisions — At each balance sheet date, based on the
management judgment, changes in facts and legal aspects,
the Company assesses the requirement of provisions against
the outstanding contingent liabilities. However, the actual
future outcome may be different from this judgement.

Significant estimates

Useful lives of depreciable/amortisable assets -
Management reviews its estimate of useful lives, residual
values and method of depreciation of depreciable/
amortisable assets at each reporting date, based on
the expected utility of the assets. Uncertainties in these
estimates relate to technical and economic obsolescence
that may change the utility of assets.

Defined benefit obligation (DBO) - Management’s
estimate of the DBO is based on several underlying
assumptions such as standard rates of inflation, mortality,
discount rate and anticipation of future salary increases.
Variation in these assumptions may significantly impact the
DBO amount and the annual defined benefit expenses.

Fair value measurements — Management applies valuation
techniques to determine the fair value of financial instruments
(where active market quotes are not available). This involves
developing estimates and assumptions consistent with how
market participants would price the instrument.

Summary of significant accounting policies
Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents consist of cash, bank balances
in current and short term highly liquid investments that are

Provisions, contingent liabilities and contingent assets

Provisions are recognised only when there is a present
obligation, as a result of past events, and when a reliable
estimate of the amount of obligation can be made at the
reporting date. These estimates are reviewed at each
reporting date and adjusted to reflect the current best
estimates. Provisions are discounted to their present values,
where the time value of money is material.

Contingent liability is disclosed for:

. Possible obligations which will be confirmed only
by future events not wholly within the control of the
Company or

. Present obligations arising from past events where
it is not probable that an outflow of resources will be
required to settle the obligation or a reliable estimate
of the amount of the obligation cannot be made.

Contingent assets are neither recognised nor disclosed
except when realisation of income is virtually certain, related
asset is disclosed.

Property, plant and equipment
Recognition and initial measurement

Property, plant and equipment are stated at their cost of
acquisition. The cost comprises purchase price, borrowing
cost if capitalisation criteria are met and directly attributable
cost of bringing the asset to its working condition for the
intended use. Any trade discount and rebates are deducted
in arriving at the purchase price.

Subsequent costs are included in the asset’s carrying
amount or recognised as a separate asset, as appropriate,
only when it is probable that future economic benefits
associated with the item will flow to the Company and the
cost of the item can be measured reliably. All other repair
and maintenance costs are recognised in statement of profit
and loss.

Subsequent measurement (depreciation method, useful
lives and residual value)

Property, plant and equipment are subsequently measured
at cost less accumulated depreciation and impairment
losses. Depreciation on property, plant and equipment is
provided on the written-down method over the useful life of
the assets as prescribed under Part ‘C’ of Schedule Il of the
Companies Act, 2013.

De-recognition

An item of property, plant and equipment and any significant
part initially recognised is de-recognised upon disposal or
when no future economic benefits are expected from its
use or disposal. Any gain or loss arising on de-recognition
of the asset (calculated as the difference between the net
disposal proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset)
is recognised in the statement of profit and loss, when the
asset is de-recognised.

Capital work-in-progress

Capital work-in-progress are carried at cost, comprising direct
cost and related incidental expenses to acquire property,
plant and equipment. Assets which are not ready for intended
use are also shown under capital work-in-progress.

Transition to Ind AS

The Company has elected to measure all its property, plant
and equipment at the previous GAAP carrying amount as its
deemed cost on the date of transition of Ind AS i.e. April 1,
2018.

Intangible assets
Recognition and initial measurement

Intangible assets are stated at their cost of acquisition. The
cost comprises purchase price including license fees paid,
import duties and other taxes (other than those subsequently
recoverable from taxation authorities), borrowing cost if
capitalisation criteria are met and directly attributable cost
of bringing the asset to its working condition for the intended
use.

Subsequent measurement (amortisation method, useful
lives and residual value)

Intangible assets are amortised over a period of 3 years
from the date when the assets are available for use. The
estimated useful life (amortisation period) of the intangible
assets is arrived basis the expected pattern of consumption
of economic benefits and is reviewed at the end of each
financial year and the amortisation period is revised to
reflect the changed pattern, if any.

Transition to Ind AS

The Company has elected to measure all its intangible
assets at the previous GAAP carrying amount as its deemed
cost on the date of transition of Ind AS i.e. April 1, 2018.

Revenue from Operations

Revenue is recognised upon transfer of control of promised
product or services to customer in an amount that reflect
the consideration which the company expects to receive in
exchange for those product or services at the fair value of the
consideration received or receivable, which is generally the
transaction price, net of any taxes/duties and discounts.

The Company disaggregates revenue from contracts with
customers by industry verticals, geography and nature of
services.

Revenue includes the following:

i)  Brokerage fee income
Revenue from contract with customer is recognized
point in time when performance obligation is satisfied
(when the trade is executed i.e., trade date). These

include brokerage fees which is charged per transaction
executed on behalf of the clients.

a) Income from investment banking activities and
other fees.

Income from investment banking activities and
other fees is recognized as and when such
services are completed / performed and as per
terms of agreement with the client (i.e. when the
performance obligation is completed).

b) Income from depository operations.

Income from depository operations is accounted
when the performance obligation is completed.

c) Income from wealth management services

Commission (net of taxes and other statutory
charges) income from distribution of financial
products is recognized based on mobilization and
intimation received from clients/ intermediaries
or over the period of service after deducting claw
back as per the agreed terms.

iii) Interest Income

Under Ind AS 109 interest income is recognized by
applying the Effective Interest Rate (EIR) to the gross
carrying amount of financial assets other than credit-
impaired assets and financial assets classified as
measured at FVTPL.

The EIR in case of a financial asset is computed

a. As the rate that exactly discounts estimated
future cash receipts through the expected life of
the financial asset to the gross carrying amount
of a financial asset.

b. By considering all the contractual terms of the
financial instrument in estimating the cash flows.

c. Including all fees received between parties to the
contract that are an integral part of the effective
interest rate, transaction costs, and all other
premiums or discounts.

Any subsequent changes in the estimation of the
future cash flows is recognized in the statement of
profit and loss with the corresponding adjustment
to the carrying amount of the assets.

Interest income on credit impaired assets is
recognized by applying the effective interest rate
to the net amortized cost (net of provision) of the
financial asset.

Dividend Income

Dividend income is recognised at the time when the right to
receive is established by the reporting date
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Net gain on Fair value changes

Any differences between the fair values of financial assets
(including investments, derivatives and stock in trade)
classified as fair value through the profit or loss (“FVTPL”")
(refer Note 34), held by the Company on the balance sheet
date is recognized as an unrealized gain / loss. In cases
there is a net gain in the aggregate, the same is recognized
in “Net gains on fair value changes” under Revenue from
operations and if there is a net loss the same is disclosed
under “Expenses” in the statement of profit and loss.

However, net gain / loss on de-recognition of financial
instruments classified as amortized cost is presented
separately under the respective head in the statement of
profit and loss.

Trading in shares & Securities:

Revenue on account of trading in shares is recognised on
the basis of each trade executed at the stock exchange
during the financial year.

In respect of non-delivery based transactions such as
derivatives and intraday, the profit and loss is accounted for
at the completion of each settlement, however in case of
an open settlement the net result of transactions which are
squared up on FIFO basis is recognised as profit/loss in the
account.

Other Revenue

In respect of other heads of income, the Company follows
the practice of recognising income on accrual basis.

Expenses

Expenses are recognised on accrual basis and provisions
are made for all known losses and liabilities. Expenses
incurred on behalf of other companies, in India, for sharing
personnel, common services and facilities like premises,
telephones, etc. are allocated to them at cost and reduced
from respective expenses.

Similarly, expenses allocation received from other companies
is included within respective expense classifications.

Borrowing costs

Borrowing costs that are directly attributable to the
acquisition and/or construction of a qualifying asset, till the
time such qualifying assets become ready for its intended
use, are capitalised. Borrowing cots consists of interest and
other cost that the Company incurred in connection with the
borrowing of funds. A qualifying asset is one that necessarily
takes a substantial period of time to get ready for its intended
use. All other borrowing costs are charged to the Statement
of Profit and Loss as incurred basis the effective interest
rate method.

Taxation

Tax expense recognised in Statement of Profit and Loss
comprises the sum of deferred tax and current tax except to
the extent it recognised in other comprehensive income or
directly in equity.

Current tax comprises the tax payable or receivable on
taxable income or loss for the year and any adjustment to

the tax payable or receivable in respect of previous years.
Current tax is computed in accordance with relevant tax
regulations. The amount of current tax payable or receivable
is the best estimate of the tax amount expected to be paid
or received after considering uncertainty related to income
taxes, if any. Current tax relating to items recognised outside
profit or loss is recognised outside profit or loss (either in
other comprehensive income or in equity).

Current tax assets and liabilities are offset only if there is a
legally enforceable right to set off the recognised amounts,
and it is intended to realise the asset and settle the liability
on a net basis or simultaneously.

Minimum alternate tax (‘MAT’) credit entittement is
recognised as an asset only when and to the extent there
is convincing evidence that normal income tax will be paid
during the specified period. In the year in which MAT credit
becomes eligible to be recognised as an asset, the said
asset is created by way of a credit to the Statement of
Profit and Loss and shown as MAT credit entitlement. This
is reviewed at each balance sheet date and the carrying
amount of MAT credit entitlement is written down to the
extent it is not reasonably certain that normal income tax
will be paid during the specified period.

Deferred tax is recognised in respect of temporary
differences between carrying amount of assets and
liabilities for financial reporting purposes and corresponding
amount used for taxation purposes. Deferred tax assets
are recognised on unused tax loss, unused tax credits and
deductible temporary differences to the extent it is probable
that the future taxable profits will be available against which
they can be used. This is assessed based on the Company’s
forecast of future operating results, adjusted for significant
non-taxable income and expenses and specific limits on
the use of any unused tax loss. Unrecognised deferred
tax assets are re-assessed at each reporting date and are
recognised to the extent that it has become probable that
future taxable profits will allow the deferred tax asset to be
recovered.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are measured at the tax
rates that are expected to apply in the year when the asset
is realised or the liability is settled, based on tax rates (and
tax laws) that have been enacted or substantively enacted
at the reporting date. The measurement of deferred tax
reflects the tax consequences that would follow from the
manner in which the Company expects, at the reporting date
to recover or settle the carrying amount of its assets and
liabilities. Deferred tax assets and liabilities are offset only if
there is a legally enforceable right to set off the recognised
amounts, and it is intended to realise the asset and settle
the liability on a net basis or simultaneously. Deferred tax
relating to items recognised outside statement of profit and
loss is recognised outside statement of profit or loss (either
in other comprehensive income or in equity).

Employee benefits
Short-term employee benefits

Short-term employee benefits including salaries, short term
compensated absences (such as a paid annual leave) where
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the absences are expected to occur within twelve months
after the end of the period in which the employees render
the related service, profit sharing and bonuses payable
within twelve months after the end of the period in which the
employees render the related services and non-monetary
benefits for current employees are estimated and measured
on an undiscounted basis.

Post-employment benefit plans are classified into defined
benefits plans and defined contribution plans as under:

Defined contribution plans

The Company has a defined contribution plans namely
provident fund, pension fund and employees state insurance
scheme. The contribution made by the Company in respect
of these plans are charged to the Statement of Profit and
Loss.

Defined benefit plans

The Company has an obligation towards gratuity, a defined
benefit retirement plan covering eligible employees. Under
the defined benefit plans, the amount that an employee
will receive on retirement is defined by reference to the
employee’s length of service and last drawn salary. The legal
obligation for any benefits remains with the Company, even
if plan assets for funding the defined benefit plan have been
set aside. The liability recognised in the statement of financial
position for defined benefit plans is the present value of the
Defined Benefit Obligation (DBO) at the reporting date less
the fair value of plan assets. Management estimates the
DBO annually with the assistance of independent actuaries.
Actuarial gains/losses resulting from re-measurements
of the liability/asset are included in other comprehensive
income.

Other long-term employee benefits

The Company also provides the benefit of compensated
absences to its employees which are in the nature of
long-term employee benefit plans. Liability in respect of
compensated absences becoming due and expected to avail
after one year from the Balance Sheet date is estimated
in the basis of an actuarial valuation performed by an
independent actuary using the projected unit credit method
as on the reporting date. Actuarial gains and losses arising
from experience and changes in actuarial assumptions are
charged to Statement of Profit and Loss in the year in which
such gains or losses are determined.

Leases
Company as a lessee

The Company’s lease asset classes primarily consist of
leases for land and buildings. The Company assesses
whether a contract contains a lease, at inception of a
contract. A contract is, or contains, a lease if the contract
conveys the right to control the use of an identified asset for
a period of time in exchange for consideration. To assess
whether a contract conveys the right to control the use of an
identified asset, the Company assesses whether:

(i) the contract involves the use of an identified asset

(i) the Company has substantially all the economic
benefits from use of the asset through the period of
the lease and

(iii) the Company has the right to direct the use of the
asset.

At the date of commencement of the lease, the Company
recognises a right-of-use (ROU) asset and a corresponding
lease liability for all lease arrangements in which it is a
lessee, except for leases with a term of 12 months or less
(short-term leases) and low value leases. For these short-
term and low-value leases, the Company recognises the
lease payments as an operating expense on a straight-line
basis over the term of the lease.

Certain lease arrangements include the options to extend or
terminate the lease before the end of the lease term. ROU
assets and lease liabilities includes these options when it is
reasonably certain that they will be exercised.

The ROU assets are initially recognised at cost, which
comprises the initial amount of the lease liability adjusted for
any lease payments made at or prior to the commencement
date of the lease plus any initial direct costs less any lease
incentives. They are subsequently measured at cost less
accumulated depreciation and impairment losses.

ROU assets are depreciated from the commencement date
on a straight-line basis over the shorter of the lease term
and useful life of the underlying asset. ROU assets are
evaluated for recoverability whenever events or changes in
circumstances indicate that their carrying amounts may not
be recoverable. For the purpose of impairment testing, the
recoverable amount (i.e. the higher of the fair value less cost
to sell and the value-in-use) is determined on an individual
asset basis unless the asset does not generate cash flows
that are largely independent of those from other assets. In
such cases, the recoverable amount is determined for the
Cash Generating Unit (CGU) to which the asset belongs.

The lease liability is initially measured at amortised cost
at the present value of the future lease payments. The
lease payments are discounted using the interest rate
implicit in the lease or, if not readily determinable, using
the incremental borrowing rates in the country of domicile
of these leases. Lease liabilities are remeasured with a
corresponding adjustment to the related ROU asset if the
Company changes its assessment of whether it will exercise
an extension or a termination option.

The Company as a lessor

Leases for which the Company is a lessor is classified as a
finance or operating lease. Whenever the terms of the lease
transfer substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership
to the lessee, the contract is classified as a finance lease.
All other leases are classified as operating leases.

When the Company is an intermediate lessor, it accounts for
its interests in the head lease and the sublease separately.
The sublease is classified as a finance or operating lease by
reference to the ROU asset arising from the head lease.

For operating leases, rental income is recognised on a
straight-line basis over the term of the relevant lease.
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Earnings per share

Basic earnings per share is calculated by dividing the net
profit or loss for the period attributable to equity shareholders
(after deducting attributable taxes) by the weighted average
number of equity shares outstanding during the period. The
weighted average number of equity shares outstanding
during the period is adjusted for events including a bonus
issue.

For the purpose of calculating diluted earnings per share, the
net profit or loss (interest and other finance cost associated)
for the period attributable to equity shareholders and the
weighted average number of shares outstanding during the
period are adjusted for the effects of all dilutive potential
equity shares.

Foreign currency
Transactions and balances

Foreign currency transactions are translated into the
functional currency, by applying the exchange rates on the
foreign currency amounts at the date of the transaction.
Foreign currency monetary items outstanding at the balance
sheet date are converted to functional currency using the
closing rate. Non-monetary items denominated in a foreign
currency which are carried at historical cost are reported
using the exchange rate at the date of the transaction.

Exchange differences arising on monetary items on
settlement, or restatement as at reporting date, at rates
different from those at which they were initially recorded,
are recognised in the Statement of Profit and Loss in the
year in which they arise.

Transition to Ind AS

The Company has elected to exercise the option for
accounting for exchange differences arising from translation
of long-term foreign currency monetary items recognised in
the financial statements for the period ending immediately
before the beginning of the first Ind AS financial reporting
period as per the previous GAAP.

Impairment of assets
Impairment of non-financial assets

The company assesses, at each reporting date, whether
there is an indication that an asset may be impaired. If
any indication exists, or when annual impairment testing
for an asset required, the company estimates the assets
recoverable amount. An asset’s recoverable is the higher
of an asset’s fair value less costs of disposal and its value
in use. Recoverable amount is determined for an individual
asset, unless the asset does not generate cash inflows that
are largely independent of those from other assets.

If such assets are considered to be impaired, the impairment
to be recognized in the statement of Profit and loss is
measured by the amount by which the carrying amount value
of the assets exceeds the estimated recoverable amount of
the asset. An impairment loss is reversed in the statement
of profit and loss if there has been a change in the estimates
used to determine the recoverable amount. The carrying
amount of the asset is increased to its revised recoverable

amount, provided that this amount does not exceed the
carrying amount that would have been determined (net
of any accumulated amortization or depreciation) has no
impairment loss been recognized for the asset in prior
years.

Impairment of financial assets

The company recognizes loss allowances using the expected
credit loss (ECL) model for the financial assets which are
not fair valued through profit and loss. Loss allowance for
trade receivables with no significant financing component is
measured at an amount equal to lifetime ECL. The company
applies a simplified approach in calculating Expected
Credit Losses (ECLs) on trade receivables. Therefore, the
company does not track changes in credit risk, but instead
recognize a loss allowance based on lifetime ECLs at each
reporting date. The company established a provision matrix
that is based on its historical credit loss experience, adjusted
for forward looking factors specific to the debtors and the
economic environment.

For all other financial assets, expected credit loss are
measured at an amount equal to the 12 month ECL, unless
there has been a significant increase in credit risk from initial
recognition in which case those are measured at lifetime
ECL. The amount of expected credit losses (or reversal)
that is required to adjust the loss allowance at the reporting
date to the amount that is required to be recognized is
recognized as an impairment gain or loss in the statement
of profit and loss.

Financial instruments

A Financial instrument is any contract that gives rise to a
financial asset of one entity and a financial liability or equity
instrument of another entity.

Initial recognition and measurement

Financial assets and financial liabilities are recognised when
the Company becomes a party to the contractual provisions
of the financial instrument and are measured initially at
fair value adjusted for transaction costs. Subsequent
measurement of financial assets and financial liabilities is
described below.

Non-derivative financial assets
Subsequent measurement

i. Financial assets carried at amortised cost — a
financial asset is measured at the amortised cost if
both the following conditions are met:

. The asset is held within a business model
whose objective is to hold assets for collecting
contractual cash flows, and

. Contractual terms of the asset give rise on
specified dates to cash flows that are solely
payments of principal and interest (SPPI) on the
principal amount outstanding.

After initial measurement, such financial assets are

subsequently measured at amortised cost using the

effective interest rate (EIR) method. Amortised cost is
calculated by considering any discount or premium on
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acquisition and fees or costs that are an integral part
of the EIR. The EIR amortisation is included in interest
income in the Statement of Profit and Loss.

ii. Investments in equity instruments — Investments
in equity instruments which are held for trading are
classified as at fair value through profit or loss (FVTPL).
For all other equity instruments, the Company makes
an irrevocable choice upon initial recognition, on an
instrument by instrument basis, to classify the same
either as at fair value through other comprehensive
income (FVOCI) or fair value through profit or loss
(FVTPL). Amounts presented in other comprehensive
income are not subsequently transferred to profit or
loss. However, the Company transfers the cumulative
gain or loss within equity. Dividends on such
investments are recognised in profit or loss unless the
dividend clearly represents a recovery of part of the
cost of the investment.

De-recognition of financial assets

Financial assets (or where applicable, a part of financial
asset or part of a group of similar financial assets) are de-
recognised (i.e. removed from the Company’s balance sheet)
when the contractual rights to receive the cash flows from
the financial asset have expired, or when the financial asset
and substantially all the risks and rewards are transferred.
Further, if the Company has not retained control, it shall also
de-recognise the financial asset and recognise separately
as assets or liabilities any rights and obligations created or
retained in the transfer.

De-recognition of financial liabilities

A financial liability is de-recognised when the obligation
under the liability is discharged or cancelled or expired.
When an existing financial liability is replaced by another
from the same lender on substantially different terms, or the
terms of an existing liability are substantially modified, such
an exchange or modification is treated as the de-recognition
of the original liability and the recognition of a new liability.

Credit risk is the risk of financial loss to the Company if a customer or counterparty to a financial instrument fails to meet its
contractual obligations, and arises principally from the Company’s receivables from customers.

The Company’s credit risk is primarily to the amount due from customer and investments. The Company maintains a defined credit
policy and monitors the exposures to these credit risks on an ongoing basis. Credit risk on cash and cash equivalents is limited as
the Company generally invests in deposits with scheduled commercial banks with high credit ratings assigned by domestic credit
rating agencies.

The maximum exposure to the credit risk at the reporting date is primarily from trade receivables. Trade receivables are unsecured
and are derived from revenue earned from customers primarily located in India. The Company does monitor the economic enviorment
in which it operates. The Company manages its Credit risk through credit approvals, establishing credit limits and continuosly
monitoring credit worthiness of customers to which the Company grants credit terms in the normal course of business.

On adoption of Ind AS 109, the Company uses expected credit loss model to assess the impairment loss or gain. The Company
establishes an allowance for impairment that represents its expected credit losses in respect of trade receivable. The management
uses a simplified approach (i.e. based on lifetime ECL) for the purpose of impairment loss allowance, the company estimates
amounts based on the business environment in which the Company operates, and management considers that the trade receivables
are in default (credit impaired) when counterparty seems partly or fully doubtful to pay its obligations.

When a trade receivable is credit impaired, it is written off against trade receivables and the amount of the loss is recognised in the
income statement. Subsequent recoveries of amounts previously written off are credited to the income statement.

Trade receivables as at year end primarily relate to revenue generated from rendering of services.

Trade receivables are generally realised within the credit period.

(ii) Liquidity risk

Liquidity risk is the risk that the Company will encounter difficulty in meeting the obligations associated with its financial liabilities
that are settled by delivering cash or another financial asset. The Company’s approach to managing liquidity is to ensure, as far as
possible, that it will have sufficient liquidity to meet its liabilities when they are fallen due, under both normal and stressed conditions,
without incurring unacceptable losses or risking damage to the Company’s reputation.

The Company believes that its liquidity position, including total cash (including bank deposits under lien and excluding interest
accrued but not due) of Rs. 913.99 lac as at March 31, 2020 (March 31, 2019: Rs. 1164.19 lac April 1, 2018: Rs. 2445.32 lac) and
the anticipated future internally generated funds from operations will enable it to meet its future known obligations in the ordinary
course of business.

Market
risk comprises three types of risk: interest rate risk, currency risk and other price risk, the Company mainly has exposure to one type
of market risk namely: interest rate risk. The objective of market risk management is to manage and control market risk exposures
within acceptable parameters, while optimising the return.

Interest rate risk

Interest rate risk is the risk that the future cash flows of a financial instrument will fluctuate because of changes in market interest
rates. The Company’s main interest rate risk arises from long-term borrowings with variable rates, which expose the Company to
cash flow interest rate risk.

First-time Adoption of Ind AS

The company has prepared its first Standalone Financial Statements in accordance with Ind AS for the year ended March 31, 2020.
For periods up to and including the year ended March 31, 2019, the Company prepared its financial statements in accordance with
Indian GAAP, including accounting standards notified under the Companies (Accounting Standards) Rules, 2006 (as amended).
The effective date for Company’s Ind AS Opening Balance Sheet is April 1, 2018 (the date of transition to Ind AS).

The accounting policies set out in Note 2 have been applied in preparing the financial statements for the year ended March 31,
2020, the comparative information presented in these financial statements for the year ended March 31, 2019 and in the preparation
of an opening Ind AS Balance Sheet at April 1, 2018 (the Company’s date of transition). According to Ind AS 101, the first Ind AS
Financial Statements must use recognition and measurement principles that are based on standards and interpretations that are
effective at March 31, 2020, the date of first-time preparation of Financial Statements according to Ind AS. These accounting
principles and measurement principles must be applied retrospectively to the date of transition to Ind AS and for all periods
presented within the first Ind AS Financial Statements.

Any resulting differences between carrying amounts of assets and liabilities according to Ind AS 101 as of April 1, 2018 compared
with those presented in the Indian GAAP Balance Sheet as of March 31, 2018, were recognized in equity under retained earnings
within the Ind AS Balance Sheet.

An explanation of how the transition from previous GAAP to Ind AS has affected the company’s financial position, financial
performance and cash flows is set out in the following tables and notes.

A) Exemption and exceptions availed

In the Ind AS Opening Balance Sheet as at April 1, 2018, the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities from the Indian GAAP as at
31 March 2018 are generally recognized and measured according to Ind AS in effect as on March 31, 2020. For certain individual
cases, however, Ind AS 101 provides for optional exemptions and mandatory exceptions to the general principles of retrospective
application of Ind AS. The Company has used the following exemptions and exceptions in preparing its Ind AS Opening Balance
Sheet:

A.1 Ind AS optional exemptions
A.1.1 Deemed Cost

Ind AS 101 permits a first-time adopter to elect to continue with the carrying value for all of its property, plant and equipment as
recognised in the financial statements as at the date of transition to Ind AS, measured as per the previous GAAP and use that as
its deemed cost as at the date of transition after taking necessary adjustments for de-commissioning liabilities. This exemption
can also be used for intangible assets covered by Ind AS 38 Intangible Assets and investment property covered by Ind AS 40
Investment Properties. Accordingly, the Company has elected to measure all of its property, plant and equipment, intangible assets
and investment property at their previous GAAP carrying value.

A.2 Ind AS mandatory exceptions

A.2.1 Estimates

An entity’s estimates in accordance with Ind ASs at the date of transition to Ind AS shall be consistent with estimates made for the
same date in accordance with previous GAAP (after adjustments to reflect any difference in accounting policies), unless there is
objective evidence that those estimates were in error. Ind AS estimates as at April 1, 2018 are consistent with the estimates as at
the same date made in conformity with previous GAAP. The Company made estimates for Impairment of financial assets based on
expected credit loss model in accordance with Ind AS at the date of transition as these were not required under previous GAAP.
A2.2 Classification and measurement of financial assets

Ind AS 101 requires the company to assess classification of financial assets on the basis of facts and circumstances existing as
at the date of transition. Further, the standard permits measurement of fianncial assets accounted on amortised cost basis on fact
and circumstances existing as at the date of transition, if retrospective application is impracticable.

Accordingly, the Company has determined the classification of financial assets on the basis of facts and circumstances existing as
at the date of transition. Measurement of financial assets has been done retrospectively except where the same is impracticable.
A2.3 Derecoghnition of financial assets and liabilities

As per Ind AS 101 an entity should apply derecognition requirements in Ind AS 109 prospectively for transaction occuring on or
after the date of transition to Ind AS.

Notes to first-time adoption:

(a) Inventory

Under previous GAAP, Inventory does not include shares, debentures and other financial instruments held as stock-in-trade.
Hence, as per Ind AS 32 Inventory comprising of financial instruments should be measured at fair value. Therefore in compliance
with Ind AS, Inventory as on the date of transition being April 1, 2018 has been remeasured at fair value with corresponding impact
on retained earnings.

(b) Security Deposits

Under previous GAAP, interest free security deposits (that are refundable in cash on completion of the term) are recorded at their
transaction value. Under Ind AS, all financial assets are required to be recognised at fair value. Accordingly the Company has fair
valued these security deposits using the Effective Interest Rate (EIR). The difference between the fair value and transaction value
at the time of intial recognition has been recognised as prepaid rent/deferred income as the case may be. In the subsequent years,
the fair value of security deposits have been increased/decreased by recognition of corresponding interest income/expenses
applying the EIR and prepaid rent/deferred income has been amortised/recognised over the period of security deposits.

(c) Interest Free Loan/Loan given on concessional rate of interest

Under previous GAAP, interest free loan (that are repaid by the employees as per the terms of respective loan agreements) are
recorded at their transaction value. Under Ind AS, such loans being financial assets are required to be recognised at fair value.
Accordingly the Company has fair valued these loans using Effective Interest Rate (EIR). The diffrence between the fair value and
transaction value at the time of intial recognition has been charged to statement of profit & loss/ opening reserves, as the case may
be. In the subsequent years, the fair value of such assets have been increased by recognition of corresponding interest income
applying the EIR.
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(d) Re-measurement of employee benefits :

Both under Indian GAAP and Ind-AS, the company recognised costs related to its post-employment defined benefit plan on an
actuarial basis. Under Indian GAAP, the entire cost, including actuarial gains and losses, are charged to the statement of profit or
loss. However, Under Ind-AS, remeasurements [comprising of actuarial gains and losses, the effect of the asset ceiling, excluding
amounts included in net interest on the net defined benefit liability and the return on plan assets excluding amounts included in net
interest on the net defined benefit liability] are recognised in Other Comprehensive Income.

(e) Trade receivables :

Under the previous GAAP, provision for doubful debts are recognised when loss event indicators are visible. However, as per Ind
AS 109, the Company is required to apply expected credit loss model for recognising the allowance for doubtful debts. Expected
credit losses are defined as the difference between the contractual cash flow due to the Company and cash flow that the Company
expect to receive. As a result, the allowances for doubtful debts are recognised in the books of account with a corresponding
decrease in retained earnings/trade receivables.

(f) Investment in equity shares

Under Indian GAAP, Investment in equity shares of other than subsidiary are recorded at cost. However, under Ind AS 32,
investment in equity shares which meet the definition of financial assets are classified as financial assets at fair value through profit
and loss. Therefore, such financial assets have been fair valued as on April 1, 2018, being the transition date. The profit/(loss) on
transition date due to fair valuation has been adjusted against the retained earnings. In the subsequent years, the fair value of
investments have been increased/decreased by recognition of corresponding financial income/expenses in the statement of assets
& liabilities.

(g) Borrowings

Under Indian GAAP, transaction costs incurred towards borrowings were charged to profit and loss as and when incurred. Under
Ind AS 109, transaction costs incurred towards borrowings are required to be deducted from the carrying amount of borrowings on
initial recognition. These costs are recognised in the profit and loss over the tenure of the borrowings as part of the interest expense
by applying the effective interest rate method. Accordingly, the borrowings as on transition date has been reduced by transaction
cost with corresponding adjustment in the retained earnings.

(h) Prior period income/expense

Under Indian GAAP, any income or expense pertaining to any period which has not been recognised in profit and loss account for
that year was allowed to be recognised as prior period error in next year. Under Ind AS prior period errors are not allowed to be
recognised. Hence in compliance with the requirement of Ind AS, the figures of year ending as on March 31, 2019 has been re-
stated by reversing the prior period income/expense for that year and recognising the same in the year, in which it was incurred by
corresponding increase/decrease in opening reserves.

(i) Deferred taxes

The above changes increased (decreased) the deferred tax asset as follows based on a tax rate of 27.55% and 27.82% in financial
year 2017-18 & 2018-19 respectively:

(j) Property, plant and equipment and Intangible Assets

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(I) Other comprehensive income

Under Indian GAAP, the Company has not presented other comprehensive income (OCI) separately. Items that have been
reclassified from statement of profit and loss to other comprehensive income includes remeasurement of defined benefit plans (net
of tax). Hence, Indian GAAP profit or loss is reconciled to total comprehensive income as per Ind AS.

(m) Statement of cash flows

The transition from Indian GAAP to Ind AS has not had a material impact on the statement of cash flows.

(n) Investment in paintings and sculpture

Under previous GAAP, the Company had been treating investments in painting and sculpture as intangible assets. Recognising this
as a GAAP error, the Company has in its transition to Ind AS reversed the depreciation on painting and sculpture and reclassified
the same as investments in paintings and sculpture.

In connection with our audit of the consolidated Ind AS financial
statements, our responsibility is to read the other information
identified above when it becomes available and, in doing so,
consider whether such other information is materially inconsistent
with the consolidated Ind AS financial statements or our knowledge
obtained in the auditor otherwise appears to be materially
misstated.

When we read such other information, if we conclude that there is
a material misstatement therein, we are required to communicate
the matter to those charged with governance and to comply with
the relevant applicable requirements of the standard on auditing
for auditor’s responsibility in relation to other information in
documents containing audited Ind AS financial statements. We
have nothing to report in this regard.

related to going concern and using the going concern basis of
accounting unless management either intends to liquidate the
Group or to cease operations, Or has no realistic alternative but
to do so.
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That respective Board of Directors of the companies included in
the Group and its associates are also responsible for overseeing
the financial reporting process of the Group and its associates.

Auditor’s Responsibilities for the Audit of the Financial
Statements

Our objectives are to obtain reasonable assurance about whether
the consolidated Ind AS financial statements as a whole are free
from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error, and to
issue an auditor’s report that includes our opinion. Reasonable
assurance is a high level of assurance, but is not a guarantee
that an audit conducted in accordance with SAs will always detect
a material misstatement when it exists.

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Notes to the consolidated financial statements for the year ended March 31, 2020

Reporting Entity

The Almondz Global Group is involved in the business of
providing professional advisory and consultancy services in the
areas of equity and debt capital markets, private equity and M&A,
infrastructure advisory, equity broking and wealth management,
debt portfolio management services and distribution, providing
commodity trading platform at MCX and NCDEX to retail and
corporate sectors, providing technical and consultancy services
in the areas of management, engineering, industrial, technical
and financial for infrastructure sectors, receiving brokerage
and commission by providing services in the above mentioned
sectors, real estate services, health care activities, providing
diagnostic and treatment services across all spectrums of eye
disorders.

The company along with its subsidiaries its associates have been
collectively hereinafter referred to as “the Group”.

1. Basis of preparation

(i) Statement of compliance with
Standards:

These consolidated Ind AS financial statements (“the
Financial Statements”) have been prepared in accordance
with the Indian Accounting Standards (‘Ind AS’) as notified
by Ministry of Corporate Affairs (‘MCA’) under Section 133
of the Companies Act, 2013 (‘Act’) read with the Companies
(Indian Accounting Standards) Rules, 2015, as amended and
other relevant provisions of the Act. The Group has uniformly
applied the accounting policies for all the periods presented
in these financial statements.

Indian Accounting

(ii)

The consolidated financial statements for the year ended
March 31, 2020 are the first financial statements which has
been prepared in accordance with Ind AS and other applicable
guidelines issued by the Reserve Bank of India (RBI).

The consolidated financial statements up to and for the
year ended March 31, 2019 were prepared in accordance
with the accounting standards notified under Section 133 of
the Act, read together with paragraph 7 of the Companies
(Accounts) Rules, 2014 (Previous GAAP) and other relevant
provisions of the Act, and other applicable guidelines issued
by the RBI which have been adjusted for the differences in
the accounting principles adopted by the Group on transition
to Ind AS.

The consolidated financial statements for the year ended
March 31, 2020 were authorised and approved for issue by
the Board of Directors on July 28, 2020.

The significant accounting policies adopted for preparation
and presentation of these financial statements are included
in Note 2. These policies have been applied consistently,
except for the changes in accounting policy for amendments
to the standards that were issued effective for annual period
beginning on or after April 1, 2019 relating to Ind AS 116 on
Leases.

Principles of consolidation

The consolidated financial statements related to Almondz
Global Securities Limited hereinafter referred to as the
“Company” and its subsidiaries and its associates together
hereinafter referred to as the “Group” comprises the
following:

The
financial statements of the subsidiaries are prepared for the
same reporting year as the parent company.

Where necessary, adjustments are made to the financial
statements of subsidiaries to align the accounting policies in
line with accounting policies of the parent company

The financial statements of subsidiaries acquired or
disposed-off during the year are included in the consolidated
financial statements from the effective date of acquisition
or up to the effective date of disposal, as appropriate.
Intra group balances and transactions, and any unrealised
income and expenses arising from intra group transactions
are eliminated in preparing the consolidated financial
statements.

Financial and non-financial classification

All assets and liabilities have been classified and presented
on the basis of liquidity as financial or non-financial as
permitted by Division Il of Schedule Il to the Act.

Functional and presentation currency

These consolidated financial statements are presented
in Indian Rupees (%), which is also the Group’s functional
currency. All amounts have been rounded-off to the nearest
lacs, unless otherwise indicated.

Basis of measurement

The consolidated financial statements have been prepared
on the historical cost basis except for the following items:

Use of estimates and judgements

The preparation of the Group’s consolidated financial
statements requires management to make judgements,
estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts
of revenues, expenses, assets and liabilities, and the related
disclosures. Actual results may differ from these estimates.

Significant management judgements

Recognition of deferred tax assets — The extent to which
deferred tax assets can be recognised is based on an
assessment of the probability of the future taxable income
against which the deferred tax assets can be utilised.

Business model assessment - The Group determines
the business model at a level that reflects how groups of
financial assets are managed together to achieve a business
objective. This assessment includes judgement reflecting
all relevant evidence including how the performance of the
assets is evaluated and their performance measured, the
risks that affect the performance of the assets and how
these are managed and how the managers of the assets are
compensated. The Group monitors financial assets measured
at amortised cost that are derecognised prior to their maturity
to understand the reason for their disposal and whether the
reasons are consistent with the objective of the business for
which the asset was held. Monitoring is part of the Group’s
continuous assessment of whether the business model for
which the remaining financial assets are held continues to be
appropriate and if it is not appropriate whether there has been
a change in business model and accordingly prospective
change to the classification of those assets are made.

Evaluation of indicators for impairment of assets — The
evaluation of applicability of indicators of impairment of assets
requires assessment of several external and internal factors
which could result in deterioration of recoverable amount of
the assets.

Classification of leases — Ind AS 116 requires lessees to
determine the lease term as the non-cancellable period of
a lease adjusted with any option to extend or terminate the
lease, if the use of such option is reasonably certain. The
Group makes an assessment on the expected lease term on
a lease-by-lease basis and thereby assesses whether it is
reasonably certain that any options to extend or terminate

the contract will be exercised. In evaluating the lease term,
the Group considers factors such as any significant leasehold
improvements undertaken over the lease term, costs relating
to the termination of the lease and the importance of the
underlying asset to the Group’s operations taking into account
the location of the underlying asset and the availability of
suitable alternatives. The lease term in future periods is
reassessed to ensure that the lease term reflects the current
economic circumstances. After considering current and
future economic conditions, the Group has concluded that no
changes are required to lease period relating to the existing
lease contract.

Expected credit loss (ECL) — The measurement of
expected credit loss allowance for financial assets measured
at amortised cost requires use of complex models and
significant assumptions about future economic conditions and
credit behaviour (e.g. likelihood of customers defaulting and
resulting losses). The Group makes significant judgements
regarding the following while assessing expected credit loss:

. Determining criteria for significant increase in credit
risk;

+  Establishing the number and relative weightings of
forward-looking scenarios for each type of product/
market and the associated ECL; and

«  Establishing groups of similar financial assets for the
purposes of measuring ECL.

Provisions — At each balance sheet date, based on the
management judgment, changes in facts and legal aspects,
the Group assesses the requirement of provisions against the
outstanding contingent liabilities. However, the actual future
outcome may be different from this judgement.

Significant estimates

Useful lives of depreciable/amortisable assets -
Management reviews its estimate of useful lives, residual
values and method of depreciation of depreciable/amortisable
assets at each reporting date, based on the expected utility
of the assets. Uncertainties in these estimates relate to
technical and economic obsolescence that may change the
utility of assets.

Defined benefit obligation (DBO) — Management’s estimate
of the DBO is based on several underlying assumptions
such as standard rates of inflation, mortality, discount rate
and anticipation of future salary increases. Variation in these
assumptions may significantly impact the DBO amount and
the annual defined benefit expenses.

Fair value measurements — Management applies valuation
techniques to determine the fair value of financial instruments
(where active market quotes are not available). This involves
developing estimates and assumptions consistent with how
market participants would price the instrument.

Summary of significant accounting policies
Stock-in-trade

A financial instrument is classified as held for trading if it is
acquired or incurred principally for selling or repurchasing
in the near term, or forms part of a portfolio of financial
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instruments that are managed together and for which there
is evidence of short-term profit taking, or it is a derivative
not designated in a qualifying hedge relationship. Trading
derivatives and trading securities are classified as held for
trading and recognised at fair value.

Goods are valued at lower of cost or net realisable value.
Cost comprises of all cost of purchase, cost of conversion
and other cost incurred in bringing them to their respective
present location and condition. Cost is determined using
FIFO method of inventory valuation.

Consumables are valued at lower of cost or net realisable
value.

Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents consist of cash, bank balances
in current and short term highly liquid investments that are
readily convertible to cash with original maturities of three
months or less at the time of purchase.

Provisions, contingent liabilities and contingent assets

Provisions are recognised only when there is a present
obligation, as a result of past events, and when a reliable
estimate of the amount of obligation can be made at the
reporting date. These estimates are reviewed at each
reporting date and adjusted to reflect the current best
estimates. Provisions are discounted to their present values,
where the time value of money is material.

Contingent liability is disclosed for:

+ Possible obligations which will be confirmed only by
future events not wholly within the control of the Group
or

. Present obligations arising from past events where
it is not probable that an outflow of resources will be
required to settle the obligation or a reliable estimate of
the amount of the obligation cannot be made.

Contingent assets are neither recognised nor disclosed
except when realisation of income is virtually certain, related
asset is disclosed.

Property, plant and equipment
Recognition and initial measurement

Property, plant and equipment are stated at their cost of
acquisition. The cost comprises purchase price, borrowing
cost if capitalisation criteria are met and directly attributable
cost of bringing the asset to its working condition for the
intended use. Any trade discount and rebates are deducted
in arriving at the purchase price.

Subsequent costs are included in the asset’s carrying amount
or recognised as a separate asset, as appropriate, only when
it is probable that future economic benefits associated with
the item will flow to the Group and the cost of the item can be
measured reliably. All other repair and maintenance costs are
recognised in statement of profit and loss.

Subsequent measurement (depreciation method, useful
lives and residual value)

Property, plant and equipment are subsequently measured at
cost less accumulated depreciation and impairment losses.

Depreciation on property, plant and equipment is provided
on the written-down value method over the useful life of the
assets as prescribed under Part ‘C’ of Schedule Il of the
Companies Act, 2013.

Depreciation is calculated on pro rata basis from the date on
which the asset is ready for use or till the date the asset is
sold or disposed.

The residual values, useful lives and method of depreciation
are reviewed at the end of each financial year.

De-recognition

An item of property, plant and equipment and any significant
part initially recognised is de-recognised upon disposal or
when no future economic benefits are expected from its use
or disposal. Any gain or loss arising on de-recognition of the
asset (calculated as the difference between the net disposal
proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset) is recognised
in the statement of profit and loss, when the asset is de-
recognised.

Capital work-in-progress

Capital work-in-progress are carried at cost, comprising direct
cost and related incidental expenses to acquire property,
plant and equipment. Assets which are not ready for intended
use are also shown under capital work-in-progress.

Transition to Ind AS

The Group has elected to measure all its property, plant
and equipment at the previous GAAP carrying amount as its
deemed cost on the date of transition of Ind AS i.e. April 1,
2018.

Intangible assets
Recognition and initial measurement

Intangible assets are stated at their cost of acquisition. The
cost comprises purchase price including license fees paid,
import duties and other taxes (other than those subsequently
recoverable from taxation authorities), borrowing cost if
capitalisation criteria are met and directly attributable cost of
bringing the asset to its working condition for the intended
use.

Subsequent measurement (amortisation method, useful
lives and residual value)

Intangible assets are amortised over a period of 3 years
from the date when the assets are available for use. The
estimated useful life (amortisation period) of the intangible
assets is arrived basis the expected pattern of consumption
of economic benefits and is reviewed at the end of each
financial year and the amortisation period is revised to reflect
the changed pattern, if any.

Transition to Ind AS

The Group has elected to measure all its intangible assets at
the previous GAAP carrying amount as its deemed cost on
the date of transition of Ind AS i.e. April 1, 2018.

Revenue from operations

Revenue is recognised upon transfer of control of promised
product or services to customer in an amount that reflect
the consideration which the Group expects to receive in
exchange for those product or services at the fair value of the
consideration received or receivable, which is generally the
transaction price, net of any taxes/duties and discounts.

The Group disaggregates revenue from contracts with
customers by industry verticals and nature of services .

Revenue from related parties is recognised based on
transaction price which is at arm’s length.

Advisory and consultancy services

Fee is booked on the completion of task/project as per the
terms of agreement. However, where the percentage of
completion is significant enough to ascertain the outcome
reliably, revenue is recognised to the extent it can be
accurately measured.

Wealth/broking activities

Income from broking on distribution operations is recognised
on the closure of the issue of mutual funds, bonds, fixed
deposits and other money market instruments. Income
from stock broking operations is accrued on completion of
transaction at the stock exchanges for commission from
broking operations.

In the case of trading in bonds, the profit/ loss from the
transaction is recognised on the closure of the deal and
consequent delivery of the bond.

Income from investment banking activities and other fees
is recognised as and when such services are completed /
performed and as per terms of agreement with the client (i.e.
when the performance obligation is completed).

Income from depository operations is accounted when the
performance obligation is completed.

Commission (net of taxes and other statutory charges)
income from distribution of financial products is recognised
based on mobilisation and intimation received from clients/
intermediaries or over the period of service after deducting
claw back as per the agreed terms.

Brokerage and other revenue from operations are recognised
net of GST wherever applicable.

Trading in shares and securities

Revenue on account of trading in shares is recognised on the
basis of each trade executed at the stock exchange during
the financial year.

In respect of non-delivery based transactions such as
derivatives and intraday, the profit and loss is accounted for
at the completion of each settlement, however in case of
an open settlement the net result of transactions which are
squared up on FIFO basis is recognised as profit/loss in the
account.

Eye services

Revenue from eyecare services is recognised in the profit
and loss over the period of service in proportion to the stage
of completion of the services at reporting date.

Fee is recorded at invoice value, net of discounts and taxes if
any.

Revenue from related parties is recognised based on
transaction price which is at arm’s length.

Professional fees

Revenue from brokerage and other revenues from operation
are recognised upon transfer of control of promised service
to customer in an amount that reflect the consideration
which the Group expects to receive in exchange for those
services at the fair value of the consideration received or
receivable, which is generally the transaction price, net of any
discounts.

Revenue from commission

Revenue in respect of commissions received is recognised
in profit and loss over the period of contract in proportion to
the stage of completion of the services at the reporting date.
The stage of completion is assessed as per the terms of the
agreement. Fee is recorded at invoice value, net of discounts
and taxes, if any.

Interest income

Under Ind AS 109 interest income is recognised by applying
the Effective Interest Rate (EIR) to the gross carrying amount
of financial assets other than credit-impaired assets and
financial assets classified as measured at FVTPL.

The EIR in case of a financial asset is computed:

a. As the rate that exactly discounts estimated future cash
receipts through the expected life of the financial asset
to the gross carrying amount of a financial asset.

b. By considering all the contractual terms of the financial
instrument in estimating the cash flows.

c. Including all fees received between parties to the contract
that are an integral part of the effective interest rate,
transaction costs, and all other premiums or discounts.

Any subsequent changes in the estimation of the future cash
flows is recognised in the Statement of profit and loss with
the corresponding adjustment to the carrying amount of the
assets.

Interest income on credit impaired assets is recognised by
applying the effective interest rate to the net amortised cost
(net of provision) of the financial asset.

Net gain on fair value changes

Any differences between the fair values of financial assets
(including investments, derivatives and stock in trade)
classified as fair value through the profit or loss (“FVTPL”)
(refer Note 35), held by the Group on the balance sheet date
is recognised as an unrealised gain / loss. In cases there is a
net gain in the aggregate, the same is recognised in “Net gains
on fair value changes” under Revenue from operations and if
there is a net loss the same is disclosed under “Expenses” in
the statement of profit and loss.
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However, net gain / loss on de-recognition of financial
instruments classified as amortised cost is presented
separately under the respective head in the Statement of
profit and loss.

Dividend

Revenue is recognised when the Group’s right to receive
payment is established by the balance sheet date.

Other revenue

In respect of other heads of income, the Group follows the
practice of recognising income on accrual basis.

(vii) Expenses

Expenses are recognised on accrual basis and provisions are
made for all known losses and liabilities. Expenses incurred
on behalf of other companies, in India, for sharing personnel,
common services and facilities like premises, telephones, etc.
are allocated to them at cost and reduced from respective
expenses.

Similarly, expenses allocation received from other companies
is included within respective expense classifications.

(viii)Borrowing costs

(ix)

Borrowing costs that are directly attributable to the acquisition
and/or construction of a qualifying asset, till the time such
qualifying assets become ready for its intended use, are
capitalised. Borrowing cots consists of interest and other
cost that the Group incurred in connection with the borrowing
of funds. A qualifying asset is one that necessarily takes a
substantial period of time to get ready for its intended use.
All other borrowing costs are charged to the Statement of
Profit and Loss as incurred basis the effective interest rate
method.

Taxation

Tax expense recognised in Statement of Profit and Loss
comprises the sum of deferred tax and current tax except to
the extent it recognised in other comprehensive income or
directly in equity.

Current tax comprises the tax payable or receivable on
taxable income or loss for the year and any adjustment to
the tax payable or receivable in respect of previous years.
Current tax is computed in accordance with relevant tax
regulations. The amount of current tax payable or receivable
is the best estimate of the tax amount expected to be paid
or received after considering uncertainty related to income
taxes, if any. Current tax relating to items recognised outside
profit or loss is recognised outside profit or loss (either in
other comprehensive income or in equity).

Current tax assets and liabilities are offset only if there is a
legally enforceable right to set off the recognised amounts,
and it is intended to realise the asset and settle the liability on
a net basis or simultaneously.

Minimum alternate tax (‘MAT’) credit entitlement is recognised
as an asset only when and to the extent there is convincing
evidence that normal income tax will be paid during the
specified period. In the year in which MAT credit becomes
eligible to be recognised as an asset, the said asset is created
by way of a credit to the Statement of Profit and Loss and

shown as MAT credit entitlement. This is reviewed at each
balance sheet date and the carrying amount of MAT credit
entitlement is written down to the extent it is not reasonably
certain that normal income tax will be paid during the specified
period.

Deferred tax is recognised in respect of temporary differences
between carrying amount of assets and liabilities for financial
reporting purposes and corresponding amount used for
taxation purposes. Deferred tax assets are recognised on
unused tax loss, unused tax credits and deductible temporary
differences to the extent it is probable that the future taxable
profits will be available against which they can be used. This
is assessed based on the Group’s forecast of future operating
results, adjusted for significant non-taxable income and
expenses and specific limits on the use of any unused tax
loss. Unrecognised deferred tax assets are re-assessed at
each reporting date and are recognised to the extent that it
has become probable that future taxable profits will allow the
deferred tax asset to be recovered.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are measured at the tax
rates that are expected to apply in the year when the asset
is realised or the liability is settled, based on tax rates (and
tax laws) that have been enacted or substantively enacted
at the reporting date. The measurement of deferred tax
reflects the tax consequences that would follow from the
manner in which the Group expects, at the reporting date
to recover or settle the carrying amount of its assets and
liabilities. Deferred tax assets and liabilities are offset only if
there is a legally enforceable right to set off the recognised
amounts, and it is intended to realise the asset and settle the
liability on a net basis or simultaneously. Deferred tax relating
to items recognised outside statement of profit and loss is
recognised outside statement of profit or loss (either in other
comprehensive income or in equity).

Short-term employee benefits including salaries, short term
compensated absences (such as a paid annual leave) where
the absences are expected to occur within twelve months
after the end of the period in which the employees render
the related service, profit sharing and bonuses payable
within twelve months after the end of the period in which the
employees render the related services and non-monetary
benefits for current employees are estimated and measured
on an undiscounted basis.

Post-employment benefit plans are classified into defined
benefits plans and defined contribution plans as under:

Defined contribution plans

The Group has a defined contribution plans namely provident
fund, pension fund and employees state insurance scheme.
The contribution made by the Group in respect of these plans
are charged to the Statement of Profit and Loss.

Defined benefit plans

The Group has an obligation towards gratuity, a defined
benefit retirement plan covering eligible employees. Under
the defined benefit plans, the amount that an employee
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will receive on retirement is defined by reference to the
employee’s length of service and last drawn salary. The legal
obligation for any benefits remains with the Group, even if
plan assets for funding the defined benefit plan have been
set aside. The liability recognised in the statement of financial
position for defined benefit plans is the present value of the
Defined Benefit Obligation (DBO) at the reporting date less
the fair value of plan assets. Management estimates the
DBO annually with the assistance of independent actuaries.
Actuarial gains/losses resulting from re-measurements of the
liability/asset are included in other comprehensive income.

Other long-term employee benefits

The Group also provides the benefit of compensated
absences to its employees which are in the nature of long-term
employee benefit plans. Liability in respect of compensated
absences becoming due and expected to avail after one year
from the Balance Sheet date is estimated in the basis of an
actuarial valuation performed by an independent actuary
using the projected unit credit method as on the reporting
date. Actuarial gains and losses arising from experience and
changes in actuarial assumptions are charged to Statement
of Profit and Loss in the year in which such gains or losses
are determined.

Leases
Group as a lessee

The Group’s lease asset classes primarily consist of leases for
land and buildings. The Group assesses whether a contract
contains a lease, at inception of a contract. A contract is, or
contains, a lease if the contract conveys the right to control
the use of an identified asset for a period of time in exchange
for consideration. To assess whether a contract conveys
the right to control the use of an identified asset, the Group
assesses whether:

(i) the contract involves the use of an identified asset

(i) the Group has substantially all the economic benefits from
use of the asset through the period of the lease and

(iii) the Group has the right to direct the use of the asset.

At the date of commencement of the lease, the Group
recognises a right-of-use (ROU) asset and a corresponding
lease liability for all lease arrangements in which it is a lessee,
except for leases with a term of 12 months or less (short-term
leases) and low value leases. For these short-term and low-
value leases, the Group recognises the lease payments as
an operating expense on a straight-line basis over the term of
the lease.

Certain lease arrangements include the options to extend or
terminate the lease before the end of the lease term. ROU
assets and lease liabilities includes these options when it is
reasonably certain that they will be exercised.

The ROU assets are initially recognised at cost, which
comprises the initial amount of the lease liability adjusted for
any lease payments made at or prior to the commencement
date of the lease plus any initial direct costs less any lease
incentives. They are subsequently measured at cost less
accumulated depreciation and impairment losses.

ROU assets are depreciated from the commencement date
on a straight-line basis over the shorter of the lease term

and useful life of the underlying asset. ROU assets are
evaluated for recoverability whenever events or changes in
circumstances indicate that their carrying amounts may not
be recoverable. For the purpose of impairment testing, the
recoverable amount (i.e. the higher of the fair value less cost
to sell and the value-in-use) is determined on an individual
asset basis unless the asset does not generate cash flows
that are largely independent of those from other assets. In
such cases, the recoverable amount is determined for the
Cash Generating Unit (CGU) to which the asset belongs.

The lease liability is initially measured at amortised cost at
the present value of the future lease payments. The lease
payments are discounted using the interest rate implicit in the
lease or, if not readily determinable, using the incremental
borrowing rates in the country of domicile of these leases.
Lease liabilities are remeasured with a corresponding
adjustment to the related ROU asset if the Group changes
its assessment of whether it will exercise an extension or a
termination option.

Lease liability and ROU assets have been separately
presented in the Balance Sheet and lease payments have
been classified as financing cash flows.

Group as a lessor

Leases for which the Group is a lessor is classified as a
finance or operating lease. Whenever the terms of the lease
transfer substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership
to the lessee, the contract is classified as a finance lease. All
other leases are classified as operating leases.

When the Group is an intermediate lessor, it accounts for
its interests in the head lease and the sublease separately.
The sublease is classified as a finance or operating lease by
reference to the ROU asset arising from the head lease.

For operating leases, rental income is recognised on a
straight-line basis over the term of the relevant lease.

(xii) Earnings per share

Basic earnings per share is calculated by dividing the net
profit or loss for the period attributable to equity shareholders
(after deducting attributable taxes) by the weighted average
number of equity shares outstanding during the period. The
weighted average number of equity shares outstanding during
the period is adjusted for events including a bonus issue.

For the purpose of calculating diluted earnings per share, the
net profit or loss (interest and other finance cost associated) for
the period attributable to equity shareholders and the weighted
average number of shares outstanding during the period are
adjusted for the effects of all dilutive potential equity shares.

(xiii)Foreign currency

Transactions and balances

Foreign currency transactions are translated into the
functional currency, by applying the exchange rates on the
foreign currency amounts at the date of the transaction.
Foreign currency monetary items outstanding at the balance
sheet date are converted to functional currency using the
closing rate. Non-monetary items denominated in a foreign
currency which are carried at historical cost are reported
using the exchange rate at the date of the transaction.
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Exchange differences arising on monetary items on
settlement, or restatement as at reporting date, at rates
different from those at which they were initially recorded, are
recognised in the Statement of Profit and Loss in the year in
which they arise.

Transition to Ind AS

The Group has elected to exercise the option for accounting
for exchange differences arising from translation of long-term
foreign currency monetary items recognised in the financial
statements for the period ending immediately before the
beginning of the first Ind AS financial reporting period as per
the previous GAAP.

(xiv)Impairment of assets

Impairment of non-financial assets

At each reporting date, theGroup assesses whether there
is any indication that an asset may be impaired. If any
indication exists, or when annual impairment testing for an
asset required, the Group estimates the assets recoverable
amount. An asset’s recoverable is the higher of an asset’s fair
value less costs of disposal and its value in use. Recoverable
amount is determined for an individual asset, unless the asset
does not generate cash inflows that are largely independent
of those from other assets.

If such assets are considered to be impaired, the impairment
to be recognised in the Statement of profit and loss is
measured by the amount by which the carrying amount value
of the assets exceeds the estimated recoverable amount of
the asset. An impairment loss is reversed in the Statement
of profit and loss if there has been a change in the estimates
used to determine the recoverable amount. The carrying
amount of the asset is increased to its revised recoverable
amount, provided that this amount does not exceed the
carrying amount that would have been determined (net of any
accumulated amortisation or depreciation) has no impairment
loss been recognised for the asset in prior years.

Impairment of financial assets

The Group recognises loss allowances using the expected
credit loss (ECL) model for the financial assets which are
not fair valued through profit and loss. Loss allowance for
trade receivables with no significant financing component is
measured at an amount equal to lifetime ECL. The Group
applies a simplified approach in calculating Expected Credit
Losses (ECLs) on trade receivables. Therefore, the Group
does not track changes in credit risk, but instead recognise
a loss allowance based on lifetime ECLs at each reporting
date. The Group established a provision matrix that is based
on its historical credit loss experience, adjusted for forward
looking factors specific to the debtors and the economic
environment.

For all other financial assets, expected credit loss are measured
at an amount equal to the 12-month ECL, unless there has
been a significant increase in credit risk from initial recognition
in which case those are measured at lifetime ECL. The amount
of expected credit losses (or reversal) that is required to adjust
the loss allowance at the reporting date to the amount that is
required to be recognised is recognised as an impairment gain
or loss in the Statement of profit and loss.

(xv) Financial instruments

A Financial instrument is any contract that gives rise to a
financial asset of one entity and a financial liability or equity
instrument of another entity.

Initial recognition and measurement

Financial assets and financial liabilities are recognised when
the Group becomes a party to the contractual provisions of
the financial instrument and are measured initially at fair value
adjusted for transaction costs. Subsequent measurement of
financial assets and financial liabilities is described below.

Non-derivative financial assets
Subsequent measurement

i. Financial assets carried at amortised cost — a
financial asset is measured at the amortised cost if both
the following conditions are met:

» The asset is held within a business model whose
objective is to hold assets for collecting contractual cash
flows, and

»  Contractual terms of the asset give rise on specified dates
to cash flows that are solely payments of principal and
interest (SPPI) on the principal amount outstanding.
After initial measurement, such financial assets are
subsequently measured at amortised cost using the
effective interest rate (EIR) method. Amortised cost is
calculated by considering any discount or premium on
acquisition and fees or costs that are an integral part
of the EIR. The EIR amortisation is included in interest
income in the Statement of Profit and Loss.

ii. Investments in equity instruments — Investments
in equity instruments which are held for trading are
classified as at fair value through profit or loss (FVTPL).
For all other equity instruments, the Group makes
an irrevocable choice upon initial recognition, on an
instrument by instrumentbasis, to classify the same either
as at fair value through other comprehensive income
(FVOCI) or fair value through profit or loss (FVTPL).
Amounts presented in other comprehensive income are
not subsequently transferred to profit or loss. However,
the Group transfers the cumulative gain or loss within
equity. Dividends on such investments are recognised
in profit or loss unless the dividend clearly represents a
recovery of part of the cost of the investment.

De-recognition of financial assets

Financial assets (or where applicable, a part of financial
asset or part of a group of similar financial assets) are de-
recognised (i.e. removed from the Group’s balance sheet)
when the contractual rights to receive the cash flows from
the financial asset have expired, or when the financial asset
and substantially all the risks and rewards are transferred.
Further, if the Group has not retained control, it shall also
de-recognise the financial asset and recognise separately
as assets or liabilities any rights and obligations created or
retained in the transfer.

De-recognition of financial liabilities

Afinancial liability is de-recognised when the obligation under
the liability is discharged or cancelled or expired. When an
existing financial liability is replaced by another from the
same lender on substantially different terms, or the terms
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of an existing liability are substantially modified, such an
exchange or modification is treated as the de-recognition of
the original liability and the recognition of a new liability. The
difference in the respective carrying amounts is recognised in
the Statement of Profit and Loss.

First loss default guarantee

First loss default guarantee contracts are contracts that
require the Group to make specified payments to reimburse
the bank and financial institution for a loss it incurs because
a specified debtor fails to make payments when due, in
accordance with the terms of an agreement. Such financial
guarantees are given to banks and financial institutions, for
whom the Group acts as ‘Business Correspondent’.

These contracts are initially measured at fair value and
subsequently measure at higher of:

*  The amount of loss allowance (calculated as described
in policy for impairment of financial assets)

. Maximum amount payable as on the reporting date to
the respective bank/financial institution which is based
on the amount of loans overdue for more than 75-90
days in respect to agreements with banks and financial
institutions.

Further, the maximum liability is restricted to the cash outflow
agreed in the agreement.

Offsetting of financial instruments

Financial assets and financial liabilities are offset and the net
amount is reported in the balance sheet if there is a currently
enforceable legal right to offset the recognised amounts and
there is an intention to settle on a net basis, to realise the
assets and settle the liabilities simultaneously.

(xvi)Operating segments

An operating segment is a component of the Group that
engages in business activities from which it may earn
revenues and incur expenses (including revenues and
expenses relating to transactions with other components of
the Group), whose operating results are regularly reviewed
by the Group’s chief operating decision maker (CODM)
to make decisions about resources to be allocated to the
segment and assess its performance, and for which discrete
financial information is available. Operating segments of the
Group are reported in a manner consistent with the internal
reporting provided to the CODM.

(xvii) Share based payment
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The Employees Stock Option Scheme (“the Scheme”)
provides for grant of equity shares of the parent company to
whole-time directors and employees of the parent company.
The fair value of options granted under Employee Stock
Option Plan is recognised as an employee benefits expense
with a corresponding increase in other equity. The total
amount to be expensed is determined by reference to the fair
value of the options. The total expense is recognised over
the vesting period, which is the period over which all of the
specified vesting conditions are to be satisfied. At the end of
each period, the Group revises its estimates of the number
of options that are expected to vest based on the non-market
vesting and service conditions. It recognises the impact of the
revision to original estimates, if any, in Statement of Profit and
Loss, with a corresponding adjustment to equity.

(xviii) Equity investment in subsidiaries

Investments representing equity interest in subsidiaries are
accounted for at cost in accordance with Ind AS 27 Separate
Financial Statements.

(xix)Government grants

Grants and subsidies from the government are recognised
when there is reasonable assurance that:

(i) the Group will comply with the conditions attached to
them, and

(ii) the grant/subsidy will be received.

Grant or subsidy relates to revenue, it is recognised as
income on a systematic basis in profit or loss over the periods
necessary to match them with the related costs, which they
are intended to compensate.

Changes to accounting policies
Ind AS 116 - Leases

Effective April 1, 2019, the Group adopted Ind AS 116, Leases
and applied the standard to all lease contracts existing on
April 1, 2019 using the modified retrospective method and
has taken the cumulative adjustment to retained earnings,
on the date of initial application. Consequently, the Group
recorded the lease liability at the present value of the lease
payments discounted at the incremental borrowing rate and
the ROU asset at its carrying amount as if the standard had
been applied since the commencement date of the lease,
but discounted at the Group’s incremental borrowing rate at
the date of initial application. Comparatives as at and for the
year ended March 31, 2019 have not been retrospectively
adjusted and therefore will continue to be reported under the
accounting policies included as part of our Annual Report for
year ended March 31, 2019.

On transition, the adoption of the new standard resulted in
recognition of ‘Right of Use’ asset of Rs. 6.96 crores, and a
lease liability of Rs. 7.92 crores. Ind AS 116 has resulted in
an increase in cash inflows from operating activities and an
increase in cash outflows from financing activities on account
of lease payments.

The following is the summary of practical expedients elected

on initial application:

a. Applied a single discount rate to a portfolio of leases of
similar assets in similar economic environment with a
similar end date.

b. Applied the exemption not to recognise ROU assets and
liabilities for leases with less than 12 months of lease
term on the date of initial application.

c. Excluded the initial direct costs from the measurement
of the ROU asset at the date of initial application.

d. Applied the practical expedient to grandfather
the assessment of which transactions are leases.
Accordingly, Ind AS 116 is applied only to contracts that
were previously identified as leases under Ind AS 17.

The weighted average incremental borrowing rate applied to
lease liabilities as at April 1, 2019 is 10.85%.

Operating segments
Basis of segmentation

Segment information is presented in respect of the Group’s key operating segments. The operating segments are based on the
Group’s management and internal reporting structure. The chief operating decision maker identifies primary segments based
on the dominant source, nature of risks and returns and the internal organisation and management structure. The operating
segments are the segments for which separate financial information is available and for which operating profit/loss amounts are
evaluated regularly. All operating segments’ operating results are reviewed regularly by the Board of Directors to make decisions
about resources to be allocated to the segments and assess their performance.

The ‘Board of Directors’ have been identified as the Chief Operating Decision Maker (CODM), since they are responsible for
all major decision with respect to the preparation and execution of business plan, preparation of budget, planning, expansion,
alliance, joint venture, merger and acquisition, and expansion of any facility.

Level 2: The fair value of financial instruments that are not traded in an active market is determined using valuation techniques which
maximise the use of observable market data and rely as little as possible on entity specific estimates. If all significant inputs required to
fair value an instrument are observable, the instrument is included in level 2.

The Group’s borrowings have been contracted at floating rates of interest. Accordingly, the carrying value of such borrowings (including
interest accrued but not due) which approximates fair value.

The Management performs the valuations of financial assets and liabilities required for financial reporting purposes on a periodic basis,
including level 3 fair values.

Risk management framework

The Group Board of Directors has overall responsibility for the establishment and oversight of the Group’s risk management
framework. The Board of Directors have authorised senior management to establish the processes and ensure control over risks
through the mechanism of properly defined framework in line with the businesses of the Group.

The Group’s risk management policies are established to identify and analyse the risks faced by the Group, to set appropriate
risks limits and controls, to monitor risks and adherence to limits. Risk management policies are reviewed regularly to reflect
changes in market conditions and the Group’s activities.

The Group has policies covering specific areas, such as interest rate risk, foreign currency risk, other price risk, credit risk, liquidity
risk, and the use of derivative and non-derivative financial instruments. Compliance with policies and exposure limits is reviewed
on a continuous basis.

Credit risk is the risk of financial loss to the Group if a customer or counterparty to a financial instrument fails to meet its contractual
obligations, and arises principally from the Group’s receivables from customers.

The Group’s credit risk is primarily to the amount due from customer and investments. The Group maintains a defined credit policy
and monitors the exposures to these credit risks on an ongoing basis. Credit risk on cash and cash equivalents is limited as the
Group generally invests in deposits with scheduled commercial banks with high credit ratings assigned by domestic credit rating
agencies.

The maximum exposure to the credit risk at the reporting date is primarily from trade receivables. Trade receivables are unsecured
and are derived from revenue earned from customers primarily located in India. The Group does monitor the economic enviorment
in which it operates. The Group manages its Credit risk through credit approvals, establishing credit limits and continuosly
monitoring credit worthiness of customers to which the Group grants credit terms in the normal course of business.

On adoption of Ind AS 109, the Company uses expected credit loss model to assess the impairment loss or gain. The Company
establishes an allowance for impairment that represents its expected credit losses in respect of trade receivable. The management
uses a simplified approach (i.e. based on lifetime ECL) for the purpose of impairment loss allowance, the company estimates
amounts based on the business environment in which the Company operates, and management considers that the trade
receivables are in default (credit impaired) when counterparty seems partly or fully doubtful to pay its obligations.

When a trade receivable is credit impaired, it is written off against trade receivables and the amount of the loss is recognised in
the income statement. Subsequent recoveries of amounts previously written off are credited to the income statement.

Wherever the provision matrix cannot be applied to calculate a default risk rate, the Group creates a provision on a certain
percentage of its receivables, following the prudence approach of accounting.

Trade receivables as at year end primarily relate to revenue generated from rendering of services.
Trade receivables are generally realised within the credit period.

This definition of default is determined by considering the business environment in which entity operates and othe macro-economic
factors. Further, the Group does not anticipate any material credit risk of any of its other receivables.

(ii) Liquidity risk

Liquidity risk is the risk that the Group will encounter difficulty in meeting the obligations associated with its financial liabilities
that are settled by delivering cash or another financial asset. The Group’s approach to managing liquidity is to ensure, as far
as possible, that it will have sufficient liquidity to meet its liabilities when they are fallen due, under both normal and stressed
conditions, without incurring unacceptable losses or risking damage to the Group’s reputation.

The Group believes that its liquidity position, including total cash (including bank deposits under lien and excluding interest
accrued but not due) of Rs. 2885.04 lac as at March 31, 2020 (March 31, 2019: Rs. 2328.25 lac, April 1, 2018: Rs. 3677.52 lac)
and the anticipated future internally generated funds from operations will enable it to meet its future known obligations in the

ordinary course of business. .

Prudent liquidity risk management implies maintaining sufficient cash and marketable securities and the availability of funding
through an adequate amount of credit facilities to meet obligations when due.The Group’s policy is to regularly monitor its liquidity
requirements to ensure that it maintains sufficient reserves of cash and funding from group companies to meet its liquidity
requirements in the short and long term.

The Group’s liquidity management process as monitored by management, includes the following:

- Day to day funding, managed by monitoring future cash flows to ensure that requirements can be met.
- Maintaining rolling forecasts of the Group’s liquidity position on the basis of expected cash flows.

Market risk is the risk that the future cash flows of a financial instrument will fluctuate because of changes in market prices. Market
risk comprises three types of risk: interest rate risk, currency risk and other price risk, the Group mainly has exposure to one type of
market risk, viz. interest rate risk. The objective of market risk management is to manage and control market risk exposures within
acceptable parameters, while optimising the return.

Interest rate risk

Interest rate risk is the risk that the future cash flows of a financial instrument will fluctuate because of changes in market interest
rates. The Group’s main interest rate risk arises from non-current borrowings with variable rates, which expose the Group to cash
flow interest rate risk.

Exposure to interest rate risk

The Group’s interest rate risk arises majorly from the term loans from banks carrying floating rate of interest. These obligations
exposes the Group to cash flow interest rate risk. Since there were no borrowings at floating interest rates, the Group is not
exposed to interest rate risk as of the reporting date.
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53 Capital Management

For the purpose of the Group’s capital management, capital includes issued equity share capital and all other equity reserves
attributable to the equity holders of the Group.

Management assesses the Group’s capital requirements in order to maintain an efficient overall financing structure. The Group
manages the capital structure and makes adjustments to it in the light of changes in economic conditions and the risk characteristics
of the underlying assets.

To maintain or adjust the capital structure, the Group may return capital to shareholders, raise new debt or issue new shares.

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57 First-time Adoption of Ind AS

The Group has prepared its first consolidated financial statements in accordance with Ind AS for the year ended March 31, 2020.
For periods up to and including the year ended March 31, 2019, the Group prepared its financial statements in accordance with
Indian GAAP, including accounting standards notified under the Companies (Accounting Standards) Rules, 2006 (as amended).
The effective date for Group’s Ind AS Opening Balance Sheet is April 1, 2018 (the date of transition to Ind AS).

The accounting policies set out in Note 2 have been applied in preparing the financial statements for the year ended March 31,
2020, the comparative information presented in these financial statements for the year ended March 31, 2019 and in the preparation
of an opening Ind AS Balance Sheet at April 1, 2018 (the Group’s date of transition). According to Ind AS 101, the first Ind AS
Financial Statements must use recognition and measurement principles that are based on standards and interpretations that are
effective at March 31, 2020, the date of first-time preparation of Financial Statements according to Ind AS. These accounting
principles and measurement principles must be applied retrospectively to the date of transition to Ind AS and for all periods
presented within the first Ind AS Financial Statements.

Any resulting differences between carrying amounts of assets and liabilities according to Ind AS 101 as of April 1, 2018 compared
with those presented in the Indian GAAP Balance Sheet as of March 31, 2018, were recognised in equity under retained earnings
within the Ind AS Balance Sheet.

An explanation of how the transition from previous GAAP to Ind AS has affected the Group’s financial position, financial performance
and cash flows is set out in the following tables and notes.

A) Exemption and exceptions availed

In the Ind AS Opening Balance Sheet as at April 1, 2018, the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities from the Indian GAAP as at
March 31, 2018 are generally recognised and measured according to Ind AS in effect as on March 31, 2020.For certain individual
cases, however, Ind AS 101 provides for optional exemptions and mandatory exceptions to the general principles of retrospective
application of Ind AS.The Group has used the following exemptions and exceptions in preparing its Ind AS Opening Balance
Sheet:

A.1 Ind AS optional exemptions

A.1.1 Deemed Cost

Ind AS 101 permits a first-time adopter to elect to continue with the carrying value for all of its property, plant and equipment as
recognised in the financial statements as at the date of transition to Ind AS, measured as per the previous GAAP and use that as
its deemed cost as at the date of transition after taking necessary adjustments for de-commissioning liabilities. This exemption
can also be used for intangible assets covered by Ind AS 38 Intangible Assets and investment property covered by Ind AS 40
Investment Properties. Accordingly, the Group has elected to measure all of its property, plant and equipment, intangible assets
and investment property at their previous GAAP carrying value.

A.2 Ind AS mandatory exceptions
A.2.1 Estimates

An entity’s estimates in accordance with Ind ASs at the date of transition to Ind AS shall be consistent with estimates made for
the same date in accordance with previous GAAP (after adjustments to reflect any difference in accounting policies), unless
there is objective evidence that those estimates were in error. Ind AS estimates as at April 1, 2018 are consistent with the
estimates as at the same date made in conformity with previous GAAP. The Group made estimates for Impairment of financial
assets based on expected credit loss model in accordance with Ind AS at the date of transition as these were not required under
previous GAAP.

A2.2 Classification and measurement of financial assets

Ind AS 101 requires the Group to assess classification of financial assets on the basis of facts and circumstances existing as at
the date of transition. Further, the standard permits measurement of fianncial assets accounted on amortised cost basis on fact
and circumstances existing as at the date of transition, if retrospective application is impracticable.

Accordingly, the Group has determined the classification of financial assets on the basis of facts and circumstances existing as at
the date of transition. Measurement of financial assets has been done retrospectively except where the same is impracticable.

A2.3 Derecognition of financial assets and liabilities

As per Ind AS 101 an entity should apply derecognition requirements in Ind AS 109 prospectively for transaction occuring on or
after the date of transition to Ind AS.

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Notes to first-time adoption:
(a) Inventory

Under previous GAAP, Inventory does not include shares, debentures and other financial instruments held as stock-in-trade.
Hence, as per Ind AS 32 Inventory comprising of financial instruments should be measured at fair value. Therefore in compliance
with Ind AS, Inventory as on the date of transition being April 1, 2018 has been remeasured at fair value with corresponding impact
on retained earnings.

(b) Security Deposits

Under previous GAAP, interest free security deposits (that are refundable in cash on completion of the term) are recorded at their
transaction value. Under Ind AS, all financial assets are required to be recognised at fair value. Accordingly the Group has fair
valued these security deposits using the Effective Interest Rate (EIR). The difference between the fair value and transaction value
at the time of intial recognition has been recognised as prepaid rent/deferred income as the case may be. In the subsequent years,
the fair value of security deposits have been increased/decreased by recognition of corresponding interest income/expenses
applying the EIR and prepaid rent/deferred income has been amortised/recognised over the period of security deposits.

(c) Interest Free Loan/Loan given on concessional rate of interest

Under previous GAAP, interest free loan (that are repaid by the employees as per the terms of respective loan agreements) are
recorded at their transaction value. Under Ind AS, such loans being financial assets are required to be recognised at fair value.
Accordingly the Group has fair valued these loans using Effective Interest Rate (EIR). The diffrence between the fair value and
transaction value at the time of intial recognition has been charged to statement of profit & loss/ opening reserves, as the case may
be. In the subsequent years, the fair value of such assets have been increased by recognition of corresponding interest income
applying the EIR.

(d) Deferred taxes

The above changes increased (decreased) the deferred tax asset as follows based on a tax rate of 27.55% and 27.82% in financial
year 2017-18 & 2018-19 respectively:

Indian GAAP requires deferred tax accounting using the income statement approach, which focuses on differences between
taxable profits and accounting profits for the period. Ind-AS 12 “Income Taxes” requires entities to account for deferred taxes
using the balance sheet approach, which focuses on temporary differences between the carrying amount of an asset or liability
in the balance sheet and its tax base. The application of Ind-AS 12 approach has resulted in recognition of deferred tax on new
temporary differences which was not required under Indian GAAP.

(e) Re-measurement of employee benefits

Both under Indian GAAP and Ind-AS, the Group recognised costs related to its post-employment defined benefit plan on an
actuarial basis. Under Indian GAAP, the entire cost, including actuarial gains and losses, are charged to the statement of profit or
loss. However, Under Ind-AS, remeasurements [comprising of actuarial gains and losses, the effect of the asset ceiling, excluding
amounts included in net interest on the net defined benefit liability and the return on plan assets excluding amounts included in net
interest on the net defined benefit liability] are recognised in Other Comprehensive Income.

(f) Trade receivables

Under the previous GAAP, provision for doubful debts are recognised when loss event indicators are visible. However, as per Ind
AS 109, the Group is required to apply expected credit loss model for recognising the allowance for doubtful debts. Expected credit
losses are defined as the difference between the contractual cash flow due to the Group and cash flow that the Group expect to
receive. As a result, the allowances for doubtful debts are recognised in the books of account with a corresponding decrease in
retained earnings/trade receivables.

(g) Investment in equity shares

Under Indian GAAP, Investment in equity shares of other than subsidiary are recorded at cost. However, under Ind AS 32,
investment in equity shares which meet the definition of financial assets are classified as financial assets at fair value through
profit and loss. Therefore, such financial assets have been fair valued as on April 1, 2018, being the transition date. The profit/
(loss) on transition date due to fair valuation has been adjusted against the retained earnings. In the subsequent years, the fair
value of investments have been increased/decreased by recognition of corresponding financial income/expenses in the statement
of assets & liabilities.
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(h) Borrowings

Under Indian GAAP, transaction costs incurred towards borrowings were charged to profit and loss as and when incurred. Under
Ind AS 109,transaction costs incurred towards borrowings are required to be deducted from the carrying amount of borrowings
on initial recognition. These costs are recognised in the profit and loss over the tenure of the borrowings as part of the interest
expense by applying the effective interest rate method.Accordingly, the borrowings as on transition date has been reduced by
transaction cost with corresponding adjustment in the retained earnings.

(i) Prior period income/expense

Under Indian GAAP, any income or expense pertaining to any period which has not been recognised in profit and loss account
for that year was allowed to be recognised as prior period error in next year. Under Ind AS prior period errors are not allowed to
be recognised. Hence in compliance with the requirement of Ind AS, the figures of year ending as on March 31, 2019 has been
re-stated by reversing the prior period income/expense for that year and recognising the same in the year, in which it was incurred
by corresponding increase/decrease in opening reserves.

(j) Property, plant and equipment and intangible assets

Under Previous GAAP cost of property, plant and equipment is recorded at historical cost, however under Ind AS, the Group has
opted for deemed cost exemption at date of transition. Hence at the date of transition to Ind AS, property, plant and equipment has
been measured at the carrying value as per previous GAAP.

(k) Other equity:

Retained earnings as at April 1, 2018 has been adjusted consequent to the above Ind AS transition adjustments.

(I) Other comprehensive income

Under Indian GAAP, the Group has not presented other comprehensive income (OCI) separately. Iltems that have been reclassified
from statement of profit and loss to other comprehensive income includes remeasurement of defined benefit plans (net of tax).
Hence, Indian GAAP profit or loss is reconciled to total comprehensive income as per Ind AS.

(m) Statement of cash flows

The transition from Indian GAAP to Ind AS has not had a material impact on the statement of cash flows.
(n) Depreciation on Investment property

In the previous years, the Group had been showingits investment properties as items of PPE. Under Ind AS, the Group has
reclassified the investment properties and as at April 1, 2018.
(o) Investment in paintings and sculpture

Under previous GAAP, the Group had been treating investments in painting and sculpture as intangible assets. Recognising this
as a GAAP error, the Group has in its transition to Ind AS reversed the depreciation on painting and sculpture and reclassified the
same as investments in paintings and sculpture.

(p) Recovery of AGSL Employee Deputed to AWAL

This is an IGAAP error occurred in FY 2017-18 on wrong actuarial valuation reports on leave encashment in books of AWAL to
the tune of Rs. 23,07,686.

In this year, some employees deputed from AGSL to AWAL and at time of taking actuarial valuation reports on leave encashment
of these employees,the effective date wrongly considered since their joining beside from date of deputation, giving wrong data by
HR department. And AWAL booked recovery from AGSL on this account.

On their side AGSL has not considered this recovery on account of mistake in valuation reports by AWAL. In next FY 2018-19 ,
this mistake corrected by AWAL by taking right actuarial valuation by giving reversal of provision of leave encashment of deputed
employees . Again by mistake AWAL has made another mistake taking this reversal as excess provision written back IN other
income via profit & Loss accountbeside it should be adjusted against recovery booked against AGSL.

Hence this IGAAP error remains continued at IGAAP closing of each financial year.
