CORPORATE RESTRUCTURING
During FY2022-23, the Board of Directors of your Company had

approved the Scheme of Amalgamation of four wholly owned
subsidiaries viz. Oberoi Constructions Limited ("©CL"), Oberoi
Mall Limited ("OML"), Evenstar Hotels Private Limited ("EHPL"),
Incline Realty Private Limited ("IRPL") with Oberoi Realty Limited
("ORL"), and their respective shareholders pursuant to provision
of Section 230 to 232 and other applicable provisions of
Companies Act, 2013.

However, due to commercial and regulatory reasons IRPL exited
from the Scheme of Amalgamation and the revised Scheme
of Amalgamation of OCL, OML, and EHPL [collectively “the
Transferor Companies’) with ORL and their respective
shareholders ("Scheme’) was opproved by the Board of
Direcfors of your Company at its meeting held on July 31, 2023.

The Hon'ble National Company Law Tribunal, Mumbai ("NICLT”)
has vide its order dated February 28, 2024 ("Order”) approved
the Scheme. The Appointed Date for the Scheme is April 1,
2022. The Scheme has come info effect from March 29, 2024

i.e. the Effective Date.

Also, in terms of the Scheme, the authorized share capital of
the Company automatically stands increased by the aggregate
of authorized share capital of the Transferor Companies.
Accordingly, the authorized share capital of the Company has
increased from ¥ 425,00,00,000 (Rupees Four Hundred and
Twenty Five Crore only) comprised of 42,50,00,000 (Forty Two
Crore Fifty Lakh only) equity shares of ¥ 10 (Rupees Ten) each to

¥ 430,75,00,000 (Rupees Four Hundred Thirty Crore Seventy
Five Lakhs Only) divided into 43,07,50,000 (Forty Three Crore
Seven Lakh Fifty Thousand Only) equity shares of ¥ 10 (Rupees
Ten) each, and the relevant Capital clause of the Memorandum
of Association of the Company stands suitably subsfituted.

Since the Transferor Companies were wholly owned subsidiaries
of the Transferee Company, upon the Scheme becoming effective
no shares of the Company have been allotted in lieu or exchange
of the holding of equity shares in the Transferor Companies, and
accordingly there is no change in the issued, subscribed, and
paid-up share capital of the Company pursuant o the Scheme
coming into effect.

ECONOMIC REVIEW
Global economy

World economy is expected fo confinue growing af 3.2%
during 2024 and 2025, at the same pace as in 2023. A
slight acceleration for advanced economies—where growth is
expected fo rise from 1.6% in 2023 to 1.7% in 2024 and 1.8%
in 2025—will be offset by a modest slowdown in emerging
market and developing economies from 4.3% in 2023 to 4.2%
in both 2024 and 2025.

RISKS AND CONCERNS
Market price fluctuation

The performance of your Company may be affected by the sales
and renfal realizations of its projects. These prices are driven

by prevailing market conditions, the nature and location of the
projects and other facfors such as brand, reputation and the
design of the projects. Your Company follows a prudent business
model and fries to ensure steady cash flow even during adverse
pricing scenario.

Sales volume

The volume of bookings depends on the ability to design projects
that will meet customer preferences, gefting various approvals in
fime, general market factors, project launch and customer frust
in entering info sale agreements well in advance of receiving
possession of the projects. Your Company sells its projects in
phases from the time it launches the project, based on the type
and scale of the project and depending on market conditions.

Execution

Execution depends on several factors which include labour
availability, raw material prices, receipt of approvals and
regulatory clearances, access to utilities such as electricity and
water, weather conditions and the absence of contingencies such
as litigation. Your Company manages the adversities with cautious
approach, meticulous planning and by engaging established and
reputed contractors. As your Company imports various materials,
af fimes execution is also dependent upon fimely shipment and
clearance of the material.

Rental realizations

The rental realizations on the space leased depends upon
the project location, design, tenant mix (This is relevant in the
case of shopping malls), prevailing economic conditions and
competition. Your Company has set up ifs refail property in prime
location and maintains a fresh ambience resulting in crowd pull
and attracting first time kind of retailers. As far as the office
space rentals are concerned, the same depends on demand
and supply, general economic conditions, business confidence
and competition.

Land / Development rights - costs and availability

The cost of land forms a substantial part of the project cost,
particularly in Mumbai. It includes amounts paid for freehold rights,
leasehold rights, fungible FSI, construction cost of area given to
landlords in consideration for development rights, registration and
stamp duty. Your Company acquires land /land development
rights from the government and private parties. It ensures that the
consideration paid for the land is as per the prevailing market
conditions, reasonable and market timed. Your Company also
enfers info MOUs and makes advances for the land /land
development rights prior to entering info definitive agreements.
The ensuing negotiations may result in either a transaction for the
acquisition of the land / land development rights or the Company
getting a refund of the moneys advanced.

Financing costs

The acquisition of land and development rights needs substantial
capital outflow. Inadequate funding resources and high interest
costs may impact regular business and operations. Your Company
has always fried to build sufficient reserves resulting out of
operafing cash flows to take advantage of any land acquisition
or development opportunity.

In 2024, we anticipate an opportunity for the Indian economy to
become a world leader. The real estate sector is likely to continue
on its journey of long term growth as we see a confinuous
rise in GDP per capifa, larger disposable incomes, growing
urbanization and most of all a larger focus of the world on us as
the next big economy.

Key input materials consumed in the projects include sfeel, cement, finishing and facade items. In respect of contracts for finishing
material and facade items, the commodity/hedging market for these items is not fully developed and the Company keeps on
evaluating on continuous basis opportunities for price risk minimisations.

The Company to a certain extent, is able to manage the risks of adverse price movements of other materials by giving all inclusive
consfruction contracts with a builtin mechanism for moderation of any substantial movement. However, the Company is still
exposed 1o the steel and cement price risks due to the highly volatile nature of the market and therefore Company’s overall risk
management program focuses on monitoring and managing steel and cement price risks.

Our risk management program for steel and cement price risk management includes the following:
Procurement of steel and cement is outsourced as contractor’s responsibility.
Maintaining optimum inventory levels at all sites.
Tracking inventory levels and steel and cement price trends on monthly basis through appropriate market intelligence.

Opportunities for hedging/derivatives instruments are only available for steel as of now, although with a few inherent disadvantages,
owing fo which the Company has decided to currently not enter into hedging for steel, to avoid speculative risks.

The Company is dedicated to reducing waste and enhancing the reuse and recycling of resources. To achieve this, we have sef
up a comprehensive waste management system for the efficient gathering and disposal of all waste materials. Regular waste audits
are conducted to discover and expand opportunities for waste minimization, reuse, and recycling.

Efficient waste collection and segregation plans have been implemented at all project sites, offices, residential buildings and
hotel business for effective management of solid waste, plastic waste, C&D waste, E-waste, Hazardous waste, and other scrap
materials. Collected waste is disposed of through authorized third-party recyclers. Additionally, at Westin MGC, an in-house glass
botiling plant to support the replacement of plastic bottles. This plant has supported a reduction of 55% in the number of plastic
botiles used on a monthly basis.

For ewaste, the Company has tieups with authorized e-waste recyclers for safe and secure disposal. Furthermore, regular
maintenance and service of electronic equipment is also underiaken to increase the lifespan.

Hazardous waste is secured in safe containers and is disposed of through authorized wasfe disposal channels. Furthermore,
kitchen oil and diesel generator il is safely disposed of through certified vendors who specialize in such freatment.

For all other waste, we have devised robust protocols, supported by our dedicated staff who ensure accurate segregation of waste
based on composition. Upon segregation, all waste is sent to authorized agencies for proper disposal. Additionally, bins with
proper parfitions for recyclable and nonrecyclable waste are provided at Westin MGC. All waste from guest rooms is collected
and stored in a designated garbage room. On collection, all waste is segregated based on composition and then sent for disposal
to certified agencies. Wet waste generated is treated through our On-Site Waste Convertor (OWC). Waste treated is thereafter
used for gardening/landscaping purposes.

e ORLsfaff engage in cross inspections according to a Monthly Activity Plan. Any hazards defected during these inspections are
reported fo the involved contractors via the BIM 360 App for prompt action.

e The Central Safety Team undertakes a Monthly EHS Audit af the site, producing a comprehensive report that includes an EHS
Rafing. This report is forwarded to the Projects team fo action any needed corrections.

e Civil Confractors conduct third-party safety audits independently and follow up with the required corrective measures to address
any identified risks.

*  Mandatory Third-Party Inspections (TPI) of all material lifing cranes, fools, tackles, pressure vessels, and passenger hoists are
carried out biannually, with any necessary corrective actions being executed prompitly.

Assessing the carrying value of Inventory (as described in note 1.2.15 and 11 of the consolidated

financial statements)

As af March 31, 2024, the carrying value of the inventory of
ongoing and completed realestate projects is ¥ 9,25,965.00
lakh. The inventories are held at the lower of the cost and net
realisable value (“NRV").

The defermination of NRV involves estimates based on prevailing
market conditions and faking info account the stage of completion
of the inventory, the estimated future selling price, cost to complete
projects and selling costs.

We identified the assessment of the carrying value of inventory as
a key audit matter due to the significance of the balance fo the
consolidated financial statements as a whole and the involvement
of estimates and judgement in the assessment.

Our audit procedures included, among others:

*  We evaluated the design and operation of internal controls
relafed fo testing recoverable amounts with carrying
amount of inventory, including evaluating management
processes for estimating future costs to complete projects.

e As regards NRV, for o sample of selected projects,
compared costs incurred and estimates of future cost to
complete the project with cosfs of similar projects and
compared NRV fo recent sales or to the estimated selling
price.

NOTE 1. NATURE OF OPERATIONS AND MATERIAL ACCOUNTING POLICIES

NATURE OF OPERATIONS

Oberoi Realty Limited (the ‘Company’ or ‘ORL), a public limited company is incorporated in India under provisions of the
Companies Act applicable in India. The consolidated Ind AS financial statement ['CFS’) comprises financial statements of
the Company together with its subsidiaries and joint arrangements (collectively referred to as the ‘Group’) for the year ended
March 31, 2024. The Group is engaged primarily in the business of real estate development and hospitality.

The Company is headquartered in Mumbai, India. The shares of the Company are listed on the Bombay Stock Exchange
Limited and National Stock Exchange of India Limited. Its registered office is situated at Commerz, 3¢ Floor, International
Business Park, Oberoi Garden City, Off Western Express Highway, Goregaon [East), Mumbai- 400 063 (CIN :
[45200MH1998PLC114818).

The consolidated Ind AS financial statements for the year ended March 31, 2024 were approved for issue by the Board of
Directors on May 14, 2024,

MATERIAL ACCOUNTING POLICIES
1.2.1 Basis of preparation

The consolidated Ind AS financial statements of the Group have been prepared in accordance with the Indian
Accounting Standards (Ind AS) as nofified under the Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) Rules 2015 (as
amended) and presentation requirements of Division |l of Schedule Ill to the Companies Act, 2013, as applicable fo

the CFS.

The consolidated Ind AS financial statements have been prepared on a historical cost basis, except for certain
financial instruments which are measured at fair values at the end of each reporting period, as explained in the
accounting policies below.

The consolidated Ind AS financial statements are presented in Indian Rupee ["INR”) and all values are presented in
INR Lakh and rounded off to the extent of 2 decimals, except when otherwise indicated.

1.2.2 Basis of consolidation

The consolidated Ind AS financial statements comprise of financial statements of the Company and ifs subsidiaries
and joint arrangements for which the Company fulfils the criteria pursuant to Ind AS 110 and joint arrangements
within the scope of Ind AS 111.

(i) Subsidiaries

Subsidiaries are entities controlled by the Company. Control exists if and only if all of the following conditions
are satisfied:

(a) Power over the investee [i.e. existing rights that give it the current ability to direct the relevant activities of
the investee);

(b) Exposure, or rights to variable refurns from its involvement with the investee; and
() The ability fo use its power over the investee to affect the amount of the invesfors’ returns.
Subsidiaries are consolidated from the date control commences until the date control ceases.

The Ind AS financial statements of the subsidiaries are consolidated on a line-by-line basis and infra-group balances
and transactions including unrealised gain/loss from such fransactions are eliminated upon consolidation. The
consolidated Ind AS financial statements are prepared using uniform accounting policies for like transactions
and other events in similar circumstances.

All the subsidiaries are wholly owned subsidiaries and therefore there is no non-controlling interest.

Joint ventures

A joint venture is a type of joint arrangement whereby the parties have joint control of the arrangement and
have rights to the net assets of the arrangement. Joint Control is the contractually agreed sharing of control
of an arrangement, which exists only when decisions about the relevant activities require unanimous consent
of the parties sharing control.

The Group's investments in joint ventures are accounted for using the equity method. Under the equity
method, the investment in a joint venture is initially recognised af cost. The carrying amount of the investment
is adjusted fo recognise changes in the Group's share of net assets of joint venture since the acquisition date.
Goodwill relating to the joint venture is included in the carrying amount of the investment and is not tested
for impairment individually.

Unrealised gains and losses resulting from transactions between the Group and the joint venture are
eliminated fo the extent of the interest in the joint venture.

The Ind AS financial statements of joint ventures are prepared for the same reporting period as the Group.
Where necessary, adjustments are made fo bring the accounting policies in line with those of the Group.

For defails of joint venture considered in the consolidated Ind AS financial stafements as at March 31, 2024
please refer note 36.

Joint operations

A joint operafion is a joint arrangement whereby the parties that have joint control of the arrangement have
rights o the assets and obligations for the liabilities, relating to the arrangement. Those parties are called
joint operators.

For defails of joint operation considered in the consolidated Ind AS financial statements as at March 31,
2024, please refer note 36.

All subsidiaries and joint arrangements have a reporting date of March 31.

(iii) Business combinations and goodwill

Business combinations other than common control are accounted for using the acquisition method.

The cost of an acquisition is measured as the aggregate of the consideration transferred, measured at acquisition
date fair value and the amount of any non-confrolling interests in the acquiree. For each business combination, the
Group elects whether to measure the non- confrolling interests in the acquiree af fair value or at the proportionate
share of the acquiree’s identifiable net assets. Acquisition related costs are recognised in the Statement of Profit and
Loss as incurred.
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At the acquisition date, the identifiable assets acquired and the liabilities assumed are recognised at their
acquisition dafe fair values. For this purpose, the liabilities assumed include contingent liabilities representing
present obligation and they are measured at their acquisition date fair values irrespective of the fact that outflow of
resources embodying economic benefits is not probable.

When the Group acquires a business, it assesses the financial assets and liabilities assumed for appropriate
classification and designation in accordance with the confractual ferms, economic circumstances, operating or
accounting policies and pertinent conditions as at the acquisition date.

Goodwill is inifially measured at cost. Following initial recognition, goodwill is measured at cost less any
accumulated impairment losses. Any impairment loss for goodwill is recognised in the Statement of Profit and Loss.
An impairment loss recognised for goodwill is not reversed in subsequent periods.

1.2.3 Current/non-current classification

The Group as required by Ind AS 1 presents assets and liabilities in the Balance Sheet based on current/non-current
classification.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are classified as non-current assets and liabilities.

The Group's normal operating cycle in respect of operations relating to the construction of real estate projects may vary
from project to project depending upon the size of the project, type of development, project complexities and related
approvals. Operating cycle for all completed projects and hospitality business is based on 12 months period. Assets and
liabilities have been classified into current and non-current based on their respective operating cycle.

Borrowing costs relating fo acquisition/construction,/development of tangible assets, which takes substantial period
of fime to get ready for its infended use are also included to the extent they relate fo the period till such assets are
ready fo be put o use.

When significant components of property, plant and equipment are required to be replaced at infervals, recognition
is made for such replacement of components as individual assets with specific useful life and depreciation, if these
components are initially recognised as separate assef. All other repair and maintenance costs are recognised in
the Statement of Profit and Loss as incurred.

Subsequent costs are included in the assef’s carrying amount or recognised as a separate asset, as appropriate,
only when it is probable that future economic benefits associated with the item will flow 1o the Group.

Though the Group measures investment property using cost based measurement, the fair value of investment property
is disclosed in the nofes. Fair values are determined based on an annual evaluation performed by registered valuer.

Investment properties are stated at cost less accumulated depreciation and accumulated impairment loss, if any,
subsequently. Depreciation is provided from the date the assets are ready fo use, on straight line method as per the
useful life of the assets as prescribed under Part C of Schedule Il of the Companies Act, 2013.

The carrying amount of investment property is reviewed periodically for impairment based on internal /external
factors. An impairment loss is recognised wherever the carrying amount of assets exceeds its recoverable amount.
The recoverable amount is the greater of the asset’s net selling price and value in use.

When significant components of investment properties are required fo be replaced at infervals, recognition is
made for such replacement of components as individual assets with specific useful life and depreciation, if these
components are inifially recognised as separate asset. All other repair and maintenance costs are recognised in the
Statement of Profit and Loss as incurred.

De-recognition

Invesiment properties are derecognised either when they have been disposed of or when they are permanently
withdrawn from use and no future economic benefit is expected from their disposal. The difference between the
net disposal proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset is recognised in the Statement of Profit and Loss in the
period of de-recognition.

1.2.8 Capital work in progress

Capital work in progress is stated at cost less impairment losses, if any. Cost comprises of expenditures incurred in respect
of capital projects under development and includes any aftributable/allocable cost and other incidental expenses.
Revenues eamed, if any, from such capital project before capitalisation are adjusted against the capital work in progress.

1.2.9 Revenue recognition

Revenue from contracts with customer

Revenue from confracts with customer is recognised, when control of the goods or services are transferred to the
cusfomer, at an amount that reflects the consideration to which the Group is expected fo be entitled in exchange
for those goods or services. The Group assesses ifs revenue arrangements against specific criteria in order fo
determine if it is acting as principal or agent. The Group concluded that it is acting as a principal in all of ifs revenue
arrangements. The specific recognition criteria described below must also be met before revenue is recognised.
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Revenue is recognised as follows:
(a) Revenue from real estate projects

The Group recognises revenue, on execution of agreement or letter of allofment and when control of the
goods or services are fransferred to the customer, at an amount that reflects the consideration |i.e. the
fransaction price| fo which the Group is expected fo be enfifled in exchange for those goods or services
excluding any amount received on behalf of third party (such as indirect taxes). An asset created by the
Group'’s performance does not have an alternate use and as per the terms of the contract, the Group has
an enforceable right to payment for performance completed fill date. Hence the Group transfers control of
a good or service over fime and, therefore, satisfies a performance obligation and recognises revenue over
time. The Group recognises revenue at the transaction price (net of transaction costs) which is defermined on
the basis of agreement or letter of allotment entered into with the customer. The Group recognises revenue
for performance obligation satisfied over time only if it can reasonably measure its progress fowards
complete satisfaction of the performance obligation. The Group would not be able to reasonably measure
its progress fowards complefe safisfaction of a performance obligation if it lacks reliable information that
would be required to apply an appropriate method of measuring progress. In those circumstances, the
Group recognises revenue only to the extent of cost incurred until it can reasonably measure outcome of the
performance obligation.

The Group uses cost based input method for measuring progress for performance obligation satisfied over
fime. Under this method, the Group recognises revenue in proportion to the actual project cost incurred
[excluding land and finance cosf] as against the total estimated project cost [excluding land and finance
cost).

In a Joint development arrangement (|DA) wherein the land owner provides land and in lieu the Group
fransfers certain percentage of constructed area, the revenue is recognised over fime using cost based input
method of percentage of completion. Project costs include fair value of such land received and this fair value
is accounted for on launch of the project.

The management reviews and revises its measure of progress periodically and are considered as change in
esfimates and accordingly, the effect of such changes in estimates is recognised prospectively in the period
in which such changes are determined.

A contract asset is the right to consideration in exchange for goods or services transferred to the customer. If
the Group performs by transferring goods or services fo a customer before the customer pays consideration
or before payment is due, a confract asset is recognised for the eamed consideration that is conditional.

A contract liability is the obligation to fransfer goods or services to a customer for which the Group
has received consideration (or an amount of consideration is due) from the customer. If a customer pays
consideration before the Group transfers goods or services fo the customer, a contract liability is recognised
when the payment is made or the payment is due (whichever is earlier). Contract liabilities are recognised
as revenue when the Group performs under the confract.

A receivable represents the Group's right fo an amount of consideration that is unconditional (i.e., only the
passage of time is required before payment of the consideration is due). Refer to accounting policies of
financial assets in note 1.2.11 Financial instruments - initial recognition and subsequent measurement.

(b) Revenue from hospitality

Revenue comprises sale of rooms, food and beverages and allied services relating to hotel operations.
Revenue is recognised upon rendering of the service, provided pervasive evidence of an arrangement
exists, tariff/rates are fixed or are determinable and collectability is reasonably certain. Revenue from sales
of goods or rendering of services is net of indirect taxes, refurns and discouns.

(ii) Revenue from lease rentals and related income

lease income is recognised in the Statement of Profit and Loss on straight line basis over the non-cancellable lease
term, unless there is another systematic basis which is more representative of the fime pattern of the lease. Revenue
from lease rentals is disclosed net of indirect taxes, if any.

Revenue from property management service is recognised at value of service and is disclosed net of indirect taxes,
if any.

Finance income

Finance income is recognised as it accrues using the Effective Interest Rate (EIR] method. Finance income is
included in other income in the Statement of Profit and Loss.

When calculating the ERR, the Group estimates the expected cash flows by considering all the contractual terms
of the financial instrument (for example, prepayment, extension, call and similar options) but does not consider the
expected credit losses.

Dividend income

Revenue is recognised when the Group's right fo receive the payment is established, which is generally when
shareholders approve the dividend.

Other income

Other incomes are accounted on accrual basis, except interest on delayed payment by debtors and liquidated
damages which are accounted on acceptance of the Group's claim.

Government Grant

Government grants are recognised where there is reasonable assurance that the grant will be received, and all
attached conditions will be complied with. VWhen the grant relates to an expense item, it is recognised as income
on a systematic basis over the periods that the related costs, for which it is infended to compensate, are expensed.
When the grant relafes fo an asset, it is recognised as income in equal amounts over the expected useful life of
the related asset.

1.2.10 Leases

The defermination of whether a confract is [or contains) a lease arangement is based on the substance of the contract af
the inception of the arrangement. The contract is, or contains, a lease if the confract provide lessee, the right fo control
the use of an identified asset for a period of time in exchange for consideration. A lessee does not have the right to use
an identified asset if, at inception of the confract, a lessor has a substantive right to substitute the asset throughout the
period of use.

Rather, it
recognises impairment loss allowance based on lifetime Expected Credit Loss (ECL) af each reporting date,
right from its initial recognition.

For recognition of impairment loss on other financial assets and risk exposure, the Group defermines whether
there has been a significant increase in the credit risk since initial recognition. If credit risk has not increased
significantly, 12-month ECL is used fo provide for impairment loss. However, if credit risk has increased
significantly, lifetime ECL is used. If, in a subsequent period, credit quality of the instrument improves such
that there is no longer a significant increase in credit risk since inifial recognition, then the Group reverts fo
recognising impairment loss allowance based on 12-month ECL.

Lifetime ECL are the expected credit losses resulting from all possible default events over the expected life of a
financial instrument. The 12-month ECL is a portion of the lifetime ECL which results from default events that are
possible within 12 months after the reporting date.

ECL is the difference between all contractual cash flows that are due to the Group in accordance with the
confract and all the cash flows that the entity expects to receive (i.e. all cash shortfalls), discounted at the
original EIR.

After inifial recognifion, inferestbearing loans and borrowings are subsequently measured af amortised cost
using the ER method. Gains and losses are recognised in the Statement of Profit and Loss when the liabilities
are derecognised as well as through the EIR amortisation process.

Amortised cost is calculated by taking into account any discount or premium on acquisition and fees or costs
that are an integral part of the EIR. The EIR amortisation is included as finance cost in the Statement of Profit
and Loss.

Infercompany loans not repayable on demand are discounted fo its present value using incremental borrowing
rate applicable to the borrower entity. The difference between the carrying value of the loan and ifs present
value is accounted based on the relationship with the borrower for e.g. in case of subsidiary, the difference
is shown as further equity infusion in the subsidiary. The unwinding of discount from the date of loan to the
transition date is shown as an income and recognised in “Retained Eamings” of the Lender.
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(c) Financial guarantee contracts

Financial guarantee confracts issued by the Group are those contracts that require o payment fo be made
fo reimburse the holder for a loss it incurs because the specified debtor fails to make a payment when due
in accordance with the terms of a debt instrument. Financial guarantee confracts are recognised initially as
a liability at fair value. Subsequently, the liability is measured at the higher of the amount of loss allowance
determined as per impairment requirements of Ind AS 109 and the amount recognised less cumulative
amortisation.

(d) De-recognition

A financial liability (or a part of a financial liability) is derecognised from the Group's financial statfement when
the obligation specified in the confract is discharged or cancelled or expires. When an exisfing financial
liability is replaced by another from the same lender on substantially different terms, or the terms of an existing
liability are substantially modified, such an exchange or modification is treated as the derecognition of the
original liability and the recognition of a new liability. The difference in the respective carrying amounts is
recognised in the Statement of Profit and Loss.

(e) Offsetting of financial instruments

Financial assets and financial liabilities are offset and the net amount is reported in the financial statement if
there is a currently enforceable legal right to offsef the recognised amounts and there is an intention to setile
on a net basis, to realise the assets and seftle the liabilities simultaneously.

(iii) Fair value measurement

Fair value is the price that would be received to sell an asset or paid fo transfer a liability in an orderly fransaction
between market participants af the measurement dafe. The fair value measurement is based on the presumption
that the transaction fo sell the asset or transfer the liability takes place either:

(a) In the principal market for the asset or liability, or
(b) In the absence of a principal market, in the most advantageous market for the asset or liability.

The fair value of an asset or a liability is measured using the assumptions that market participants would use when
pricing the asset or liability, assuming that market parficipants act in their economic best inferest.

A fair value measurement of a non-financial asset takes info account a market participant's ability fo generate
economic benefits by using the asset in its highest and best use or by selling it to another market participant that
would use the asset in its highest and best use.

The Group uses valuation techniques that are appropriate in the circumstances and for which sufficient data are
available to measure fair value, maximising the use of relevant observable inputs:

i. level 1 - Quoted (unadjusted) market prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities.

ii. level 2 - Valuation techniques for which the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value measurement
is directly or indirectly observable.

iii. level 3 - Valuation Techniques for which the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value measurement
is unobservable.

For assefs and liabilities that are recognised in the financial statements on a recurring basis, the Group determines
whether transfers have occurred between levels in the hierarchy by re-assessing categorisation (based on the lowest
level input that is significant fo the fair value measurement as a whole) at the end of each reporting period.

For the purpose of fair value disclosures, the Group has determined classes of assets and liabilities on the basis
of the nature, characteristics and risks of the asset or liability and the level of the fair value hierarchy as explained
above.

Cash and cash equivalent in the financial statement comprise cash af banks and on hand, demand deposit and short-
term deposits, which are subject to an insignificant risk of changes in value.

Current income fax relating fo items recognised outside the Statement of Profit and Loss is recognised outside
the Statement of Profit and Loss [either in OCl or in equity). Current tax items are recognised in correlation to the
underlying fransaction either in OCl or directly in equity.

The Group offsets current tax assets and current fax liabilities where it has a legally enforceable right to set off
the recognised amounts and where it intends either to setile on a net basis, or fo realise the assefs and seffle the
liabilities simultaneously.

Management periodically evaluates positions taken in the tax refurns with respect to situations in which applicable
tax regulations are subject fo inferpretation and establishes provisions where appropriate.

Deferred tax

Deferred tax is provided using the liability method on femporary differences between the tax bases of assefs and
liabilities and their carrying amounts for financial reporting purposes at the reporting date.

Deferred tax liabilities are recognised for all taxable temporary differences, except:

Deferred tax assets are recognised fo the exfent that it is probable that taxable profit will be available against which
the deductible temporary differences and the carry forward of unused fax credits and unused fax losses can be
utilised.

The carrying amount of deferred fax assets is reviewed at each reporting date and reduced to the extent that it is
no longer probable that sufficient taxable profit will be available to allow all or part of the deferred fax assef to be
utilised.

Deferred taxes are provided on the undistributed earnings of subsidiaries where it is expected that the eamings of
the subsidiary will be disfributed in the foreseeable future.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are offset when they relate to income taxes levied by the same taxation authority
and the relevant entity infends fo settle its current tax assefs and liabilities on a nef basis.

Deferred tax relafing fo ifems recognised outside the Statement of Profit and Loss is recognised outside the Statement
of Profit and Loss. Such deferred tax items are recognised in correlation to the underlying transaction either in OCI
or directly in equity.

Deferred tax assefs and liabilities are measured using substantively enacted fax rates expected to apply to faxable
income in the years in which the temporary differences are expected to be received or setiled.

The carrying amounts of assets are reviewed at each reporting date if there is any indication of impairment based
on internal/external factors. An impairment loss is recognised wherever the carrying amount of an asset exceeds ifs
recoverable amount.

In assessing value in use, the estimated future cash flows are discounted fo their present value using a pre-tax discount rate
that reflects current market assessments of the time value of money and the risks specific to the asset. Fair value is the price
that would be received to sell an asset or paid to transfer a liability in orderly fransaction between market participants
at the measurement date. After impairment, depreciation is provided on the revised carrying amount of the asset over its
remaining useful life.

The Group bases its impairment calculation on defailed budgets and forecast calculations, which are prepared
separately for the Company Cash Generating Unit's (CGU) to which the individual assets are allocated. These budgets
and forecast calculations generally cover a period of 5 years. For longer periods, a long-erm growth rate is calculated
and applied to project future cash flows after the 5 year.

Impairment losses are recognised in the Statement of Profit and Loss.

An assessment is made at each reporting date as to whether there is any indication that previously recognised
impairment losses may no longer exist or may have decreased.

Stock of food and beverages are valued af lower of cost [computed on a moving weighted average basis, nef of
faxes) or nef realizable value. Cost includes all expenses incurred in bringing the goods fo their present location
and condition.

(v) Hospitality related operating supplies

Hospitality related operating supplies are valued at lower of cost [computed on a moving weighted average
basis, net of taxes| or net realizable value and are expensed as and when purchased.

Provisions and contingent liabilities
(i) A provision is recognised when:
(a) The Group has a present obligation (legal or constructive) as a result of a past event;

(b) It is probable that an outflow of resources embodying economic benefits will be required to setile the

(i) A disclosure for a contingent liability is made when there is a possible obligation or a present obligation that
may, but probably may not, require an outflow of resources. A contingent liability also arises in exireme cases
where there is a probable liability that cannot be recognised because it cannot be measured reliably.

(iv) Where there is a possible obligation or a present obligation such that the likelihood of outflow of resources is
remote, no provision or disclosure is made.

Borrowing costs that are directly affributable to the acquisition/construction of qualifying assets are capitalised as part of
their costs.

Borrowing costs are considered as part of the asset cost when the activities that are necessary to prepare the assets for
their intended use or sale are in progress.

Borrowing costs consist of inferest and other costs that Group incurs in connection with the borrowing of funds. Other
borrowing costs are recognised as an expense, in the period in which they are incurred.

Borrowing cosfs on real estate projects where revenue is recognised on percentage complefion basis, the Group
excludes such borrowing cost relating to the postlaunch period from its estimates of the balance cost to completion, and
the same is recognised as Finance cost in the Statement of Profit and Loss.

Counterparty credit limits are reviewed by the Company's Investment
Committee comprising of Mr. Venkatesh Mysore (Chairperson, Independent Director), Mr. T. P. Ostwal {Independent
Director) and Mr. Vikas Oberoi (Non-Independent Director) on an annual basis, and may be updated throughout the year
subject to approval of the Company's Investment Committee. The limits are set to minimise the concentration of risks and
therefore mitigate financial loss through counterparty’s potential failure to make payments.

The SOC reports were
made available by the third party service provider, however, do not enable the management to determine whether audit trail feature
ofthe said software was enabled and operated throughout the year for all relevant transactions recorded in the software or whether
there were any insfances of the audit trail feature being tampered with.

The scheme of amalgamation of Oberoi Constructions Limited, Oberoi Mall Limited, and Evenstar Hotels Private Limited (collectively “the
Transferor Companies”) (all wholly owned subsidiary companies of The Company] with the Company (“Scheme”) has been approved
by the Hon'ble National Company Law Tribunal, Mumbai vide its order dated February 28, 2024 (‘Order’). April 1, 2022 is the
appointed date for the Scheme. The Scheme has come into effect from March 29, 2024 i.e. the Effective Date. Also as a consequence
there of the Transferor Companies stand dissolved without winding up.

Opinion

We have audited the accompanying standalone financial statements of Oberoi Realty Limited (“the Company”], which comprise the
Balance sheef as at March 31, 2024, the Statement of Profit and Loss, including the statement of Other Comprehensive Income, the
Cash Flow Statement and the Statement of Changes in Equity for the year then ended, and notes fo the standalone financial statements,
including a summary of material accounting policies and other explanatory information.

In our opinion and fo the best of our information and according to the explanations given to us, the aforesaid standalone financial
statements give the information required by the Companies Act, 2013, as amended ("the Act’) in the manner so required and give a frue
and fair view in conformity with the accounting principles generally accepted in India, of the state of affairs of the Company as at March
31, 2024, its profit including other comprehensive income, its cash flows and the changes in equity for the year ended on that date.

NATURE OF OPERATIONS

Oberoi Realty Limited (the ‘Company’ or ‘ORL), a public limited company is incorporated in India under provisions of the
Companies Act applicable in India. The Company is engaged primarily in the business of real estate development and

hospitality.

The Company is headquartered in Mumbai, India. The shares of the Company are listed on the Bombay Stock Exchange
Limited and National Stock Exchange of India Limited. Its registered office is situated at Commerz, 3 Floor, International
Business Park, Oberoi Garden City, Off Western Express Highway, Goregaon (East), Mumbai- 400 063. (CIN :

The standalone Ind AS financial statements for the year ended March 31, 2024 were approved for issue by the Board of
Directors on May 14, 2024.

MATERIAL ACCOUNTING POLICIES
1.2.1 Basis of preparation

The standalone Ind AS financial statements of the Company have been prepared in accordance with the Indian
Accounting Standards (Ind AS) as notified under the Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) Rules 2015 [os
amended) and presentation requirements of Division Il of Schedule lll to the Companies Act, 2013.

The standalone Ind AS financial statements have been prepared on a historical cost basis, except for certain financial
instruments which are measured at fair values at the end of each reporting period, as explained in the accounting
policies below.

The standalone Ind AS financial statements are presented in Indian Rupee "INR") and all values are presented in INR
Lakh and rounded off to the extent of 2 decimals, except when otherwise indicated.

1.2.2 Current/non-current classification

The Company as required by Ind AS 1 presents assets and liabilities in the Balance Sheet based on current/non-current
classification.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are classified as non-current assets and liabilities.

The Company's normal operating cycle in respect of operations relating to the construction of real esfate projects may
vary from project o project depending upon the size of the project, type of development, project complexities and
related approvals. Operafing cycle for all completed projects and hospitality business is based on 12 months period.
Assets and liabilities have been classified into current and non-current based on their respective operating cycle.

1.2.3 Business Combination

Business combinations are accounted for using the acquisition method. The cost of an acquisition is measured as
the aggregate of the consideration transferred measured at acquisition date fair value and the amount of any non-
confrolling interests in the acquiree. For each business combination, the Group elects whether to measure the non-
controlling interests in the acquiree at fair value or at the proportionate share of the acquiree’s identifiable net assets.
Acquisition related cosfs are expensed as incurred.

At the acquisition date, the identifiable assets acquired, and the liabilities assumed are recognised at their acquisition
date fair values.

In those circumstances, the
Company recognises revenue only fo the extent of cost incurred until it can reasonably measure
outcome of the performance obligation.

The Company uses cost based input method for measuring progress for performance obligation
satisfied over time. Under this method, the Company recognises revenue in proportion to the actual

In a Joint development arrangement (JDA) wherein the land owner provides land and in lieu the
Company transfers certain percentage of constructed area, the revenue is recognised over fime using
cost based input method of percentage of completion. Project costs include fair value of such land
received and this fair value is accounted for on launch of the project.

The management reviews and revises its measure of progress periodically and are considered
as change in estimates and accordingly, the effect of such changes in estimates is recognised
prospectively in the period in which such changes are determined.

A contract asset is the right to consideration in exchange for goods or services fransferred to the
customer. If the Company performs by transferring goods or services to a customer before the
cusfomer pays consideration or before payment is due, a confract asset is recognised for the earned
consideration that is conditional.

A contract liability is the obligation fo fransfer goods or services to a customer for which the Company
has received consideration (or an amount of consideration is due) from the customer.

After initial measurement, such financial assets are subsequently measured at amortised cost
using the EIR method. The EIR amortisation is included in other income in the Statement of
Profit and Loss. The losses arising from impairment are recognised in the Statement of Profit
and Loss.

iil. Financial assets at fair value through other comprehensive income (FVTOCI)
Financial assets are classified as FVTOCI if both of the following criteria are met:

a. These assets are held within a business model whose objective is achieved both by
collecting contractual cash flows and selling the financial assets; and

b. Confractual terms of the asset give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are SPPI
on the principal amount oufstanding.
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(d)

Fair value movements are recognised in the Other Comprehensive Income [OCI). On de-
recognition of the assef, cumulative gain or loss previously recognised in OCl is reclassified
from the equity to the Statement of Profit and Loss.

iiii. Financial assets at fair value through profit or loss (FVTPL)

Any financial assets, which do not meet the criferia for categorisation as at amortised cost or
as FVTOCI, are classified as FVTPL. Gain or losses are recognised in the Statement of Profit
and Loss.

iv. Equity instruments

Equity instruments which are held for frading and contingent consideration recognised by an
acquirer in a business combination are classified as FVTPL, and measured af fair value with
all changes recognised in the Statement of Profit and Loss.

De-recognition

The Company derecognises a financial asset when the contractual rights to the cash flows from the
financial asset expire or it fransfers the financial asset and the transfer qualifies for de-recognition.

When the Company has transferred its rights to receive cash flows from an asset or has entered into
a passthrough arrangement, it evaluates if and to what extent it has refained the risks and rewards of
ownership. When it has neither transferred nor retained substantially all of the risks and rewards of the
asset, nor transferred control of the asset, the Company continues to recognise the transferred asset
fo the extent of the Company’s confinuing involvement. In that case, the Company also recognises
an associated liability. The fransferred asset and the associated liability are measured on a basis that
reflects the rights and obligations that the Company has retained.

Impairment of financial assets

The Company follows ‘simplified approach’ for recognition of impairment loss allowance on:

i. Trade receivables; and

iii. All lease receivables resulting from transactions within the scope of Ind AS 116.

The application of simplified approach does not require the Company to frack changes in credit risk.
Rather, it recognises impairment loss allowance based on lifetime Expected Credit Loss (ECL) at each
reporting date, right from its initial recognition.

For recognifion of impairment loss on other financial assets and risk exposure, the Company determines
whether there has been a significant increase in the credit risk since inifial recognition. If credit risk
has not increased significantly, 12-month ECL is used to provide for impairment loss. However, if
credit risk has increased significantly, lifetime ECL is used. If, in a subsequent period, credit quality
of the instrument improves such that there is no longer a significant increase in credit risk since inifial
recognition, then the Company reverts fo recognising impairment loss allowance based on 12-month

ECL

Lifetime ECL are the expected credit losses resulting from all possible default events over the expected
life of a financial instrument. The 12-month ECL is a portion of the lifetime ECL which results from
default events that are possible within 12 months after the reporting date.

ECL is the difference between all contractual cash flows that are due to the Company in accordance
with the contract and all the cash flows that the entity expects to receive [i.e. all cash shortfalls),
discounted at the original EIR.

(ii) Financial liabilities

(a)
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Financial liabilities are classified, at initial recognition, as financial liabilities at fair value through profit
or loss, loans and borrowings, payables, or as derivatives designated as hedging instruments in an
effective hedge, as appropriate.
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All financial liobilities are recognised initially af fair value and, in the case of loans and borrowings
and payables, net of directly attributable transaction costs.

The Company’s financial liabilities include trade and other payables, loans and borrowings and
financial guarantee contracts.

(b) Loans and borrowings

After inifial recognition, interestbearing loans and borrowings are subsequently measured at amortised
cost using the ER method. Gains and losses are recognised in the Statement of Profit and Loss when
the liabilities are derecognised as well as through the EIR amortisation process.

Amortised cost is calculated by taking into account any discount or premium on acquisition and fees
or cosfs that are an integral part of the EIR. The EIR amortisation is included as finance cost in the
Statement of Profit and Loss.

Infercompany loans not repayable on demand are discounted fo its present value using incremental
borrowing rate applicable fo the borrower entity. The difference between the carrying value of the
loan and ifs present value is accounted based on the relationship with the borrower for e.g. in case
of subsidiary, the difference is shown as further equity infusion in the subsidiary. The unwinding
of discount from the date of loan to the transition date is shown as an income and recognised in
"Retained Earnings" of the Lender.

(c) Financial guarantee contracts

Financial guarantee contracts issued by the Company are those confracts that require a payment
to be made to reimburse the holder for a loss it incurs because the specified debtor fails to make a
payment when due in accordance with the terms of a debt instrument. Financial guarantee contracts
are recognised initially as a liability at fair value. Subsequently, the liability is measured at the higher
of the amount of loss allowance defermined as per impairment requirements of Ind AS 109 and the
amount recognised less cumulative amortisation.

(d) De-recognition

A financial liability {or a part of a financial liability) is derecognised from the Company's financial
statement when the obligation specified in the contract is discharged or cancelled or expires. When
an existing financial |iobi|if\/ is rep\oced by another from the same lender on subsfontio”y different
ferms, or the terms of an existing liability are substantially modified, such an exchange or modification
is treated as the derecognition of the original liability and the recognition of a new liability. The
difference in the respective carrying amounts is recognised in the Statement of Profit and Loss.

(e) Offsetting of financial instruments

Financial assets and financial liabilities are offset and the net amount is reported in the financial
statement if there is a currently enforceable legal right fo offset the recognised amounts and there is an
intention to settle on a net basis, to realise the assefs and setile the liabilities simulianeously.

Fair value measurement

Fair value is the price that would be received fo sell an asset or paid to fransfer a liability in an orderly
fransaction between market participants af the measurement date. The fair value measurement is based on the
presumption that the fransaction to sell the asset or transfer the liability takes place either:

(a) In the principal market for the asset or liability, or
(b) In the absence of a principal market, in the most advantageous market for the asset or liability.

The fair value of an asset or a liability is measured using the assumptions that market participants would use
when pricing the asset or liability, assuming that market participants act in their economic best interest.

A fair value measurement of a nonfinancial asset takes into account a market participant's ability to generate
economic benefits by using the asset in its highest and best use or by selling it to another market participant
that would use the asset in ifs highest and best use.
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The Company uses valuation techniques that are appropriate in the circumstances and for which sufficient data
are available to measure fair value, maximising the use of relevant observable inputs:

i. level 1 - Quoted (unadjusted] market prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities.

i level 2 - Valuation Techniques for which the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value
measurement is directly or indirectly observable.

iiii. level 3 - Valuation techniques for which the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value
measurement is unobservable.

For assefs and liabilities that are recognised in the financial statements on a recurring basis, the Company
determines whether fransfers have occurred between levels in the hierarchy by re-assessing categorisation
(based on the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value measurement as a whole| at the end of each
reporfing period.

For the purpose of fair value disclosures, the Company has defermined classes of assets and liabilities on the
basis of the nature, characteristics and risks of the asset or liability and the level of the fair value hierarchy as
explained above.

1.2.12 Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalent in the financial statement comprise cash at banks and on hand, demand deposit and short-
ferm deposits, which are subject to an insignificant risk of changes in value.

For the purpose of the statement of cash flows, cash and cash equivalents consist of cash and shortterm deposits, as
defined above and short term liquid investments.

Current income tax

Current income fax assets and liabilities are measured af the amount expected to be refunded from or paid o
the taxation authorities using the tax rates and tax laws that are in force at the reporting date.

Management periodically evaluates positions taken in the tax refurns with respect to situations in which
applicable tax regulations are subject fo interprefation and establishes provisions where appropriate.

Deferred tax is provided using the liability method on temporary differences between the tax bases of assets
and liabilities and their carrying amountfs for financial reporting purposes at the reporting date.

Deferred tax liabilities are recognised for all taxable temporary differences, except:

(a)  When the deferred tax liability arises from the initial recognition of goodwill or an asset or liability in
a transaction that is not a business combination and, at the time of the transaction, affects neither the
accounting profit nor taxable profit or loss.

(b)  In respect of taxable temporary differences associated with investments in subsidiaries, associates
and interests in joint ventures, when the timing of the reversal of the temporary differences can be
controlled and it is probable that the temporary differences will not reverse in the foreseeable future.

Deferred tax assets are recognised fo the extent that it is probable that taxable profit will be available against
which the deductible temporary differences and the carry forward of unused tax credits and unused tox losses
can be utilised.
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The carrying amount of deferred tax assets is reviewed af each reporting date and reduced to the extent that
it is no longer probable that sufficient taxable profit will be available to allow all or part of the deferred tax
asset fo be utilised.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are offset when they relate to income taxes levied by the same taxation
authority and the relevant entity intends fo seftle ifs current tax assets and liabilities on a net basis.

Deferred tax relating to items recognised outside the Statement of Profit and Loss is recognised outside the
Statement of Profit and Loss. Such deferred tax items are recognised in correlation fo the underlying fransaction
either in Other Comprehensive Income or directly in equity.

Deferred tax assefs and liabilities are measured using substantively enacted tax rafes expected to apply to
taxable income in the years in which the temporary differences are expected fo be received or setiled.

The carrying amounts of assets are reviewed at each reporting date if there is any indication of impairment based
on internal /external factors. An impairment loss is recognised wherever the carrying amount of an asset exceeds ifs
recoverable amount. The recoverable amount is the greater of the assef’s fair value less cost of disposals and value
in use. In assessing value in use, the estimated future cash flows are discounted to their present value using a pre-ax
discount rate that reflects current market assessments of the time value of money and the risks specific fo the asset. Fair
value is the price that would be received to sell an asset or paid fo transfer a liability in orderly transaction between
market parficipants at the measurement date. After impairment, depreciation is provided on the revised carrying
amount of the assef over its remaining useful life.

The Company bases its impairment calculation on detailed budgets and forecast calculations, which are prepared
separately for the Company Cash Generating Unit's (CGU) to which the individual assets are allocated. These budgets
and forecast calculations generally cover a period of 5 years. For longer periods, a longferm growth rate is calculated
and applied to project future cash flows after the 5™ year.

Impairment losses are recognised in the Statement of Profit and Loss.

An assessment is made at each reporting date as to whether there is any indication that previously recognised
impairment losses may no longer exist or may have decreased. If such indication exists, the Company estimates the
asset's or CGU's recoverable amount. A previously recognised impairment loss is reversed only if there has been
a change in the assumptions used fo defermine the asset’s recoverable amount since the last impairment loss was
recognised. The reversal is limited so that the carrying amount of the asset does not exceed its recoverable amount,
nor exceed the carrying amount that would have been defermined, net of depreciation, had no impairment loss been
recognised for the asset in prior years.

Stock of food and beverages are valued af lower of cost [computed on a moving weighted average basis,
net of faxes) or nef realisable value. Cost includes all expenses incurred in bringing the goods to their present
location and condition.
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(v) Hospitality related operating supplies

Hospitality related operating supplies are valued at lower of cost (computed on a moving weighted average
basis, net of taxes or net realizable value and are expensed as and when purchased.

1.2.16 Provisions and contingent liabilities

(i) A provision is recognised when:
(a)  The Company has a present obligation (legal or constructive) as a result of a past event;
(b)  Itis probable that an outflow of resources embodying economic benefits will be required to sefile the

obligation; and
(c) A reliable estimate can be made of the amount of the obligation.

(ii) If the effect of the time value of money is material, provisions are discounted using a current pre-tax rafe that
reﬂecfs, when appropriate, the risks spedfic to the |iobi|it\/. When discounﬂng is used, the increase in the
provision due to the passage of time is recognised as a finance cost.

(iii) A disclosure for a contingent liability is made when there is a possible obligation or a present obligation that
may, but probably may not, require an outflow of resources. A contingent liability also arises in extreme cases
where there is a probable liability that cannot be recognised because it cannot be measured reliably.

(iv)  Where there is a possible obligation or a present obligation such that the likelihood of outflow of resources is
remote, no provision or disclosure is made.

1.2.17 Borrowing costs

Borrowing costs that are directly attributable to the acquisition,/construction of qualifying assets are capitalised as part
of their costs.

Borrowing costs are considered as part of the asset cost when the activities that are necessary to prepare the assets for
their intended use or sale are in progress.

Borrowing costs consist of interest and other costs that Company incurs in connection with the borrowing of funds.
Other borrowing costs are recognised as an expense, in the period in which they are incurred.

Borrowing costs on real-estate projects where revenue is recognised on percentage of completion basis, the company
excludes such borrowing costs relating to the postlaunch period from its estimates of the balance cost to completion,
and the same is recognised as finance cost in the Statement of Profit and Loss.

1.2.18 Segment reporting

Based on the "management approach” as defined in Ind AS 108 Operating Segments, the Chairman and Managing
Director/Chief Financial Officer evaluates the Company’s performance based on an analysis of various performance
indicators by business segment. Segment revenue and expense include amounts which can be directly affributable to
the segment and allocable on reasonable basis. Segment assets and liabilities are assets/liabilities which are directly
affributable fo the segment or can be allocated on a reasonable basis. Income/expenses/assets/liabilities relating o
the enterprise as a whole and not allocable on a reasonable basis to business segments are reflected as unallocated
income/expenses/ assets/ liabilities.

1.2.19 Employee benefits

For the purpose of calculating diluted earnings per share, the net profit/(loss| for the year attributable to equity
shareholders and the weighted average numbers of shares outstanding during the year are adjusted for the effects of
all dilutive potential equity shares.

USE OF JUDGEMENTS AND ESTIMATES

The preparation of standalone Ind AS financial statements in conformity with Ind AS requires management to make judgements,
estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets, liabilities, income, expenses and disclosures of contingent
assefs and liabilities af the reporting date.

Under the DCF method, forecast cash flows are discounted back to the present date, generating a net present value for the cash flow
stream of the business.

The Company’s Board of Directors has overall responsibility for the establishment and oversight of the Company’s risk management
framework. The Board of Directors has established the Risk Management Commitiee, which is responsible for developing and monitoring
the Company’s risk management policies. The committee reports regularly to the Board of Directors on ifs activities.

The Company’s risk management policies are established to identify and analyse the risks faced by the Company, fo set appropriate
risk limits and controls and to monitor risks and adherence fo limifs. Risk management policies and systems are reviewed regularly to
reflect changes in market conditions and the Company’s acfivities. The Company, through its fraining and management standards and
procedures, aims fo maintain a disciplined and constructive control environment in which all employees understand their roles and
obligations.

(i) Credit risk

(a) Trade and other receivables

The Company’s exposure fo credif risk is influenced mainly by the individual characterisfics of each customer. However, credit
risk with regards to trade receivable is almost negligible in case of its residential sale and lease rental business. The same is due
fo the fact that in case of ifs residential sell business it does not handover possession fill entire outstanding s received.

(b) Cash and cash equivalents

Credit risk from balances with banks and financial institutions is managed by the Company's treasury department in
accordance with the Company’s policy. Invesiments of surplus funds are made only with approved counterparties and
within credit limits assigned to each counterparty. Counterparty credit limifts are reviewed by the Investment committee
comprising of Mr. Venkatesh Mysore (Chairperson, Independent Director), Mr. T. P. Ostwal (Independent Director) and
Mr. Vikas Oberoi (Non-Independent Director] on an annual basis, and may be updated throughout the year subject to
approval of the Company’s Investment Committee. The limits are set to minimise the concentration of risks and therefore
mitigate financial loss through counterparty’s potential failure to make payments.

Liquidity Risk
Liquidity risk is the risk that the Company will encounter difficulty in meeting the obligations associated with its financial liabilities
that are settled by delivering cash or another financial asset. The Company's approach to managing liquidity is to ensure as far

as possible that it will have sufficient liquidity to meet its liabilities when they are due, under both normal and stressed condition,
without incurring unacceptable losses or risking damage to the Company’s reputation.

The Company's objective is fo maintain a balance between continuity of funding and flexibility through the use of surplus funds,
bank overdrafts, bank loans, debentures and inter-corporate loans.

The Company assessed the concentration of risk with respect to refinancing its debt and concluded it to be low. The Company
has access to a sufficient variety of sources of funding.

(iii) Market Risk

The SOC reports were made available by the third party service provider, however, do not enable the management to defermine
whether audit frail feature of the said software was enabled and operated throughout the year for all relevant transactions
recorded in the software or whether there were any instances of the audit trail feature being tampered with.

The scheme of amalgamation of Oberoi Constructions Limited, Oberoi Mall Limited, and Evenstar Hotels Private Limited [collectively “the
Transferor Companies”) (all wholly owned subsidiary companies of The Company) with The Company ("Scheme”) has been approved
by the Hon'ble National Company Law Tribunal, Mumbai vide its order dated February 28, 2024 (‘Order’). The appointed date for
the Scheme is April 1, 2022 and the Scheme has come into effect from March 29, 2024 i.e. the effective date. As a consequence
thereof the Transferor Companies stand dissolved without winding up.

The above business combination is evaluated under Ind AS 103 and considering that the Transferor Companies are ulimately controlled
by the same entity (Oberoi Realty Limited) both before and after the business combination, the said transaction is a common confrol
transaction and has been accounted using the pooling of interest method.
