4. DEPOSIT 

4.1. Cash Deposit Request/Inquiry: 

Using this option, user can place request for Cash deposit as collaterals in various 

segments and for various types  of collateral i.e. Margin Deposit (MD) and Security Deposit 

(SD).  

• Process to navigate Cash Deposit Request/Inquiry Menu:  

➢ Log on to N-MASS.  

➢ Click the Collateral Management > Deposit > Cash Deposit 

  

• Depending on the segment for which member is registered with NCL, a dropdown 

list of segment options will be displayed on this screen.  

• User can select the Segment, Deposit Type (MD / SD) and Bank (Primary / 

Secondary) from the drop-down list and enter the amount to be deposited.  

• Cumulative amount will be displaced for respective segments in case of multiple 

cash deposit requests in that segment. 

• This cash deposit request shall flow to member’s bank selected while placing cash 

deposit request. Further, post confirmation from bank (maker and checker) user 

can view the status accordingly in Cash Deposit Inquiry Screen. 

• User can refresh and download the inquiry report from this screen in either excel 

or csv format. 

4.2. GSEC Deposit 

4.2.1. GSEC Deposit Request: 

Using this option, user can place request for GSec deposit as collateral in various 

segments. User can select deposit type (GSEC / TBILL), and ISIN of the respective 

security while placing the Gsec deposit request. 

• Process to navigate GSEC Deposit Request Menu:  

➢ Log on to N-MASS.  

➢ Click the Collateral Management > Deposit > GSEC Deposit > Request

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• Depending on the segment for which member is registered with NCL, a dropdown 

list of segment options will be displayed on this screen.  

• User can select the Segment, Deposit Type and ISIN from the drop-down list. For 

the selected ISIN information such as Symbol, maturity date and Interest% shall 

be populated by default.  

• User shall input NDS Transfer Order id, Source SGL A/C No, Source SGL Holder 

Name and face value of ISIN. 

• The face value requested in GSEC deposit shall be fully allocated to TM / CLI / CP 

subject to maximum five allocation requests at the time of deposit. 

• The amount entered in the Face value can be distributed across Collateral Types 

(viz. SD|NSCCL, SD|NSEIL, MD) 

• Validations present during GSEC deposit request. 

a. The summation of amount in the allocation request should be equal to the 

Face Value provided in deposit request 

b. User is allowed to allocate GSEC for collateral type SD|NSEIL only in case of 

Currency Derivatives (X) segment 

4.2.2. GSEC Deposit Inquiry: 

Using this option, user can inquire abour for GSec deposit request in various segments.  

• Process to navigate GSEC Deposit Request Menu:  

➢ Log on to N-MASS.  

➢ Click the Collateral Management > Deposit > GSEC Deposit > Inquiry 
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• On submiting the inquiry request, user can view the details of GSEC deposit 

request along with status. 

• User can download the inquiry report from this screen in either excel or csv 

format. 
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5. RELEASE & TRANSFER 

5.1. Release Request: 

Using this option, user can submit release request at a segment level for various types of 

collaterals. 

• Process to navigate Quantity Breach Report Menu:  

➢ Log on to N-MASS.  

➢ Click the Collateral Management > Release & Transfer > New Request / 

Inquiry 

 
• User shall select segment, Collateral type, Request Type and Instrument type for 

initiating the release request. 

5.1.1. Cash Release Request: 

 
a. Available cash in respective segment shall be populated on screen. User shall 

input requested amount and select bank account to submit cash release 

request. 

b. Release request to primary bank account: The release request amount should 

be less than or equal to the available cash collateral amount. 

c. Release request to secondary account: The release request amount should be 

minimum of cash collateral added in the secondary bank account for the day 

net of already requested for release amount. 

d. User can select Immediate/End of Day/Value Date release. Value date release 

shall be available only for primary account releases. User shall input date to 

submit value date release before submitting the request.

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5.1.2. FD Release Request: 

 
a. List of FDRs available for releases shall be populated on screen. Mature instruments will be 

displayed with a yellow background. 

b. User can select Immediate/End of Day release.  

5.1.3. BG Release Request: 

 

a. List of BGs available for releases shall be populated on screen. Mature 

instruments will be displayed with a yellow background. 

b. User can select Immediate/End of Day release.  

5.1.4. Security Release Request – SDP, CMF, OMF, GMF and NMF 
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a. User shall select instrument type from the dropdown to submit the release 

request in specific security.  

b. User shall enter a particular security symbol to search for security from the set 

of securities provided by the member as collateral.  

c. On selection of security, the quantity of securities provided by the member as 

collateral shall be displayed. 

d. The user shall be allowed to request release of the quantity populated or can 

reduce the quantity. The user shall not be allowed to request a release of 

quantity more than populated quantity. 

e. In case of instrument type as SDP, CMF, OMF, GMF and NMF, user can enter 

release quantity up to 3 decimals. 

f. User can select Immediate/End of Day release. 

5.1.5. GSEC Release Request 

 
a. User shall select segment, collateral type, Request type and Instrument type 

(GSE) from the dropdown to submit the release request in specific security.  

b. User has an option to search at ISIN, TM code or Client level.  

c. On selection of a security, the details of the securities provided by the member 

as collateral shall be displayed. 

d. The user shall be allowed to request release of the quantity populated or can 

reduce the quantity. The user shall not be allowed to request a release of 

quantity more than populated quantity. 

5.2. Release Inquiry: 

Using this option, user can submit release request at a segment level for various types of 

collaterals. 

• Process to navigate Quantity Breach Report Menu:  

➢ Log on to N-MASS.  

➢ Click the Collateral Management > Release & Transfer > New Request /

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5.2.1. Cash Release Inquiry: 

 
a. User shall be able to inquire about all cash release requests submitted during 

the day and view the status of each request. 

b. Following status would be maintained for a request in various stages of 

processing

o Processing (Request is being processed)  

o Accepted (Request has been accepted and processed)  

o Cancelled (Request has been cancelled by the user). 

c. In case of Immediate requests, modification and cancellation will not be 

allowed.  

d. User shall be allowed to modify only those requests having status as Pending.   

e. If a request is in pending status, the user cannot create a new request. 

However, the existing request can be modified or cancelled. 

f. All the accepted, rejected and cancelled requests during the day would be 

available to user for inquiry.

a. User shall be able to inquire about all FDR release requests submitted during 

the day and view the status of each request.

a. User shall upload file based gross release and transfer request for instruments 

provided as collateral. 

b. Response file shall be available to user on the same page after successful 

processing of file uploaded.  

5.5. Instruction wise File Upload: 
Using this option, user can upload file to submit release or transfer request for various 

types of collaterals. 

• Process to navigate File Upload Menu:  
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➢ Log on to N-MASS. 

➢ Click the Collateral Management > Release & Transfer > Instruction wise

a. User shall upload file to submit release and transfer request at a transaction 

level for instruments provided as collateral. 

b. Response file shall be available to user on the same page after successful 

processing of file uploaded.

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6. REPORTS 

6.1. Quantity Breach Report: 

Using this option, user can view and download quantity breach report at a segment level 

for various instrument types. 

• Process to navigate Quantity Breach Report Menu:  

➢ Log on to N-MASS.  

➢ Click the Collateral Management > Reports > Quantity Breach Report 

 

• Quantities breached for securities will be shown to the member in a tabular 

format.  

• Filters for segment and Instrument are also provided. Select segment/instrument 

to view filtered data. 

6.2. Direct Sec Pledge Report: 

Using this option, user can view and download a report for suecurities pledged as 

collaterals for each depository. 

• Process to navigate Quantity Breach Report Menu:  

➢ Log on to N-MASS.  

➢ Click the Collateral Management > Reports > Direct Sec Pledge Report 

 
• Direct Sec Pledge Report for securities will be shown to the member in a tabular 

format.  

• Filters for segment and Instrument, symbol are also provided to view filtered data. 

• User can download the report from this screen in either excel or csv format. 
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
