GENERAL INFORMATION DOCUMENT FOR INVESTING IN PUBLIC OFFER

This General Information Document highlights certain key rules, processes and procedures applicable
to public issues in accordance with the provisions of the Companies Act, 2013 the Securities Contracts
(Regulation) Act, 1956 (“SCRA”), the Securities Contracts (Regulation) Rules, 1957 (“SCRR”), the
Securities and Exchange Board of India (Issue of Capital and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations,
2018, as amended (“SEBI ICDR Regulations”). Applicants should not construe the contents of this
General Information Document as legal advice and should consult their own legal counsel and other
advisors in relation to the legal matters concerning the Offer. For taking an investment decision, the
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Applicants should rely on their own examination of the Issuer and the Offer, and should carefully read
the Prospectus before investing in the Offer. The General Information Document has been updated to
reflect various enactments and regulations, to the extent applicable to a public issue, as on the date of
the Prospectus.

SEBI through its circular no. (SEBI/HO/CFD/DIL2/CIR/P/2018/138) dated November 1, 2018 read
with its circular no. SEBI/HO/CFD/DIL2/CIR/P/2019/50 dated April 03, 2019 and circular no.
(SEBI/HO/CFD/DIL2/CIR/P/2019/76) dated June 28, 2019, has introduced an alternate payment
mechanism using Unified Payments Interface (“UPI”) and consequent reduction in timelines for
listing in a phased manner. From January 1, 2019, the UPI Mechanism for IllIs applying through
Designated Intermediaries was made effective along with the existing process and existing timeline of
T+6 days. (“UPI Phase I”). The UPI Phase I was effective till June 30, 2019.

With effect from July 1, 2019, SEBI vide its circular no. SEBI/HO/CFD/DIL2/CIR/P/2019/76 dated
June 28, 2019, read with circular bearing number SEBI/HO/CFD/DIL2/CIR/P/2019/85 dated July 26,
2019 with respect to Applications by Ils through Designated Intermediaries (other than SCSBs), issued
by SEBI, the existing process of physical movement of forms from such Designated Intermediaries to
SCSBs for blocking of funds has been discontinued and only the UPI Mechanism for such Bids with
existing timeline of T+6 days will continue for a period of three months or launch of five main board
public issues, whichever is later (“UPI Phase II”). Subsequently however, SEBI vide its circular no.
SEBI/HO/CFD/DCR2/CIR/P/2019/133 dated November 08, 2019 extended the timeline for
implementation of UPI Phase Il till March 31, 2020. However, SEBI vide its circular no.
SEBI/HO/CFD/DIL2/CIR/P/2020/50 dated March 30, 2020, has decided to continue with the UPI
Phase I till further notice. The final reduced timeline of T+3 days for the UPI Mechanism for
applications by IlIs (“UPI Phase III”’) and modalities of the implementation of UPI Phase Il maybe
notified and made effective subsequently, as may be prescribed by SEBI. The Issue will be undertaken
pursuant to the processes and procedures under UPI Phase II, subject to any circulars, clarification or
notification issued by the SEBI from time to time. Further, SEBI vide its circular no.
SEBI/HO/CFD/DIL2/CIR/P/2021/2480/1/M  dated March 16, 2021 and circular no.
SEBI/HO/CFD/DIL2/CIR/2021/570 dated June 02, 2021 has introduced certain additional measures
for streamlining the process of initial public offers and redressing investor grievances. The provisions
of these circulars are deemed to form part of this Prospectus.

Merchant Banker shall be the nodal entity for any issues arising out of public issuance process.

In terms of regulation 23(5) and regulation 271 of SEBI (Issue of Capital and Disclosure
Requirements) Regulations, 2018, the timelines and processes mentioned in SEBI Circular. No.
SEBI/HO/CFD/DCR2/CIR/P/2019/133 dated November 08, 2019 shall continue to form part of the
agreements being signed between the intermediaries involved in the public issuance process and lead
manager shall continue to coordinate with intermediaries involved in the said process.

In case of (i) any delay in unblocking of amounts in the ASBA Accounts (including amounts blocked
through the UPI Mechanism) exceeding two Working Days from the Bid/Offer Closing Date for
cancelled / withdrawn / deleted ASBA Forms, the Bidder shall be compensated at a uniform rate of
2100 per day or 15% per annum of the Bid Amount, whichever is higher from the date on which the
request for cancellation/ withdrawal/ deletion is placed in the Stock Exchanges bidding platform until
the date on which the amounts are unblocked (ii) any blocking of multiple amounts for the same ASBA
Form (for amounts blocked through the UPI Mechanism), the Bidder shall be compensated at a
uniform rate 100 per day or 15% per annum of the total cumulative blocked amount except the
original application amount, whichever is higher from the date on which such multiple amounts were
blocked till the date of actual unblock; (iii) any blocking of amounts more than the Bid Amount, the
Bidder shall be compensated at a uniform rate of T100 per day or 15% per annum of the difference in
amount, whichever is higher from the date on which such excess amounts were blocked till the date of
actual unblock; (iv) any delay in unblocking of non- allotted/partially allotted Bids, exceeding two
Working Days from the Bid/Offer Closing Date, the Bidder shall be compensated at a uniform rate of
2100 per day or 15% per annum of the Bid Amount, whichever is higher for the entire duration of delay
exceeding two Working Days from the Bid/Offer Closing Date by the SCSB responsible for causing
such delay in unblocking.

SECTION 1: PURPOSE OF THE GENERAL INFORMATION DOCUMENT (GID)

This document is applicable to the public issues undertaken, inter-alia, through the Fixed Price Issues.
The purpose of the “General Information Document for Investing in Public Issues” (“GID”) is to
provide general guidance to potential Applicants in IPOs, on the processes and procedures governing
IPOs, undertaken in accordance with the provisions of the Securities and Exchange Board of India
(Issue of Capital and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2018 ("SEBI ICDR Regulations").

Applicants should note that investment in equity and equity related securities involves risk and
Applicant should not invest any funds in the Issue unless they can afford to take the risk of losing their
investment. The specific terms relating to securities and/or for subscribing to securities in an Issue and
the relevant information about the Issuer undertaking the Issue; are set out in the Prospectus filed by
the Issuer with the Registrar of Companies, Ahmedabad (“ROC”). Applicants should carefully read
the entire Prospectus, the Application Form and the Abridged Prospectus of the Issuer in which they
are proposing to invest through the Issue. In case of any difference in interpretation or conflict and/or
overlap between the disclosure included in this document and the Prospectus, the disclosures in the
Prospectus shall prevail. The Prospectus of the Issuer is available on the websites of stock exchanges
i.e. Emerge Platform of NSE Limited (“NSE EMERGE”) at www.nseindia.com , Lead Manager to the
Issue (“LM”) www.ftfinsec.com, website of the company (“ISSUER”) at www.medistephc.com and
on the websiteof Securities and Exchange Board of India (“SEBI”) at www.sebi.gov.in .

For the definitions of capitalized terms and abbreviations used herein Applicants may refer to the
section “Definitions and Abbreviations” on page 01 of the Prospectus.
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SECTION 2: BRIEF INTRODUCTION TO IPOs/FPOs

INITIAL PUBLIC OFFER (IPO)

An IPO means an offer of specified securities by an unlisted Issuer to the public for subscription and
may include an Offer for Sale of specified securities to the public by any existing holder of such
securities in an unlisted Issuer.

The present Issue being made under Regulation 229 (2) of Chapter IX of SEBI (ICDR)
Regulations, 2018.

For more details on the eligibility requirements by the Issuer, please refer to chapter titled
“Other Regulatory and Statutory Disclosures” on page 272 of the Prospectus.

Other Eligibility Requirements:

An Issuer proposing to undertake an IPO is required to comply with various other requirements as
specified in the SEBI ICDR Regulations, the SEBI LODR Regulations, the Companies Act, 2013
(to the extent notified and in effect), the SCRR, Industry-Specific Regulations, if any, and other
applicable laws for the time being in force.

The company/entity should have positive cash accruals (earnings before depreciation and tax) from
operations for at least 2 financial years preceding the application and its net-worth shouldbe positive.

No petition for winding up is admitted by a court or a liquidator has not been appointed of
competent jurisdiction against the Company.

In addition to the eligibility requirements specified in paragraphs 2.1 and 2.2, an Issuer proposing
to undertake an IPO or an FPO is required to comply with various other requirements as specified
in the SEBI ICDR Regulations, 2009, the Companies Act, 1956 (the “Companies Act”), The
Securities Contracts (Regulation) Rules, 1957 (the “SCRR”), industry-specific regulations, if any,
and other applicable laws for the time being in force.

Types of Public Offers — Fixed Price Offers and Book Built Offers

In accordance with the provisions of the SEBI ICDR Regulations, 2018, an Issuer can either
determine the Issue Price through the Book Building Process ('""Book Built Issue') or undertake a
Fixed Price Issue (""Fixed Price Issue'). An Issuer may mention Floor Price or Price Band in the
RHP (in case of a Book Built Issue) and a Price or Price Band in the Prospectus (in case of a fixed
price Issue) and determine the price at a later date before registering the Prospectus with the
Registrar of Companies.

The cap on the Price Band should be less than or equal to 120% of the Floor Price, provided that
the Cap Price is at least 105% of the Floor Price. The Issuer shall announce the Price or the Floor
Price or the Price Band through advertisement in all newspapers in which the pre-issue
advertisement was given at least two Working Days before the Bid/Issue Opening Date, in case of
an IPO and at least one Working Day before the Bid/Issue Opening Date, in case of an FPO and
determine the Issue Price at a later date before registering the Prospectus with the Registrar of
Companies.

The Floor Price or the Issue Price cannot be lesser than the face value of the securities.

Bidders/Applicants should refer to the RHP/Prospectus or Issue advertisements to check whether
the Issue is a Book Built Issue or a Fixed Price Issue..

The Present Issue is 100% Fixed Price Issue.
OFFER PERIOD

The Offer shall be kept open for a minimum of Three Working Days (for all categories of
Applicants) and not more than Ten Working Days. Applicants are advised to refer to the
Application Form, the Abridged Prospectus or Prospectus for details of the Offer Period. Details of
Offer Period are also available on the website of the Stock Exchange(s).

In case of a Book Built Offer, the Issuer may close the Bid/Offer Period for QIBs One Working
Day prior to the Bid/Offer Closing Date if disclosures to that effect are made in the RHP. In case of
revision in the Price Band in Book Built Offers the Bid/Offer Period may be extended by at least
Three Working Days, subject to the total Bid/Offer Period not exceeding Ten Working Days. For
details of any revision of the Price Band, Applicants may check the announcements made by the
Issuer on the websites of the Stock Exchanges and the BRLM(s), and the advertisement in the
newspaper(s) issued in this regard.

In case of force majeure, banking strike or similar circumstances, the issuer may, for reasons to be
recorded in writing, extend the bidding period disclosed in the Red Herring Prospectus (in case of
a book built issue) or the issue period disclosed in the Prospectus (in case of a fixed price issue), for
minimum period of three working days, subject to the provisions of Regulation266(1).

MIGRATION TO MAIN BOARD

In accordance with the National Stock Exchange of India Limited Circular dated April 20,
2023, our Company will have to be mandatorily listed and traded on the Emerge Platform of
the NSE for a minimum period of 3 (Three) years from the date of listing and only after that it
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can migrate to the Main Board of National Stock Exchange of India Limited as per the
guidelines specified by SEBI and as per the procedures laid down under Chapter IX of the
SEBI (ICDR) Regulations. Our company may migrate to the main board of NSE Limited at a
later date subject to the following:

a. If the Paid-up Capital of our Company is likely to increase above Rs. 25 crores by virtue of any
further issue of capital by way of rights, preferential issue, bonus issue etc. (which has been
approved by a special resolution through postal ballot wherein the votes cast by the shareholders
other than the Promoters in favor of the proposal amount to at least two times the number of votes
cast by shareholders other than promoter shareholders against the proposal and for which the
company has obtained in- principal approval from the main board), our Company shall apply to NSE
Limited for listing of its shares on its Main Board subject to the fulfilment of the eligibility criteria
for listing of specified securities laid down by the Main Board.

OR

b. If the paid-up Capital of our company is more than Rs. 10 Crores but below Rs. 25 Crores, our
Company may still apply for migration to the main board if the same has been approved by a special
resolution through postal ballot wherein the votes cast by the shareholders other than the Promoters
in favor of the proposal amount to at least two times the number of votes cast by shareholders other
than promoter shareholders against the proposal.

Provided that where the post-issue paid-up capital pursuant to further issue of capital including by
way of rights issue, preferential issue, bonus issue, is likely to increase beyond 225 crores, the issuer
may undertake further issuance of capital without migration from SME exchange to the main board,
subject to the issuer undertaking to comply with the provisions of the Securities and Exchange
Board of India (Listing Obligations and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2015, as applicable
to companies listed on the main board of the stock exchange(s).

In Addition to the existing requirement the SME Issuer may migrate to the Main Board of Stock
Exchange from the SME Exchange at a later date subject to the following:

a) Paid-up equity capital is not less than INR 10 crores and Average capitalisation shall not be
less than INR 100 crores. For this purpose, capitalisation will be the product of the price
(average of the weekly high and low of the closing prices of the related shares quoted on the
stock exchange for 3 months preceding the application date) and the post issue number of
equity shares

b) The revenue from operations should be greater than INR 100 Cr in the last financial year.
and Should have positive operating profit from operations for at least 2 out 3 financial years.

c) Should have been listed on SME platform of the Exchange for at least 3 years.
d) The total number of public shareholders should be at least 500 on the date of application.

e) Promoter and Promoter Group shall be holding at least 20% of the Company at the time of
making application.

The Allotment of Equity Shares to Bidders other than Individual Investors may be on proportionate basis.

Instruction is given by RTA in their Software System to reverse category wise all the application
numbers in the ascending order and generate the bucket /batch as per the allotment ratio. For example,
if the application number is 78654321 then system reverses it to 12345687 and if the ratio of allottees to
applicants in a category is 2:7 then the system will create lots of 7. If the drawal of lots provided by
Designated Stock Exchange (DSE) is 3 and 5 then the system will pick every 3rd and 5" application in
each of the lot of the category and these applications will be allotted the shares in that category.

In categories where there is proportionate allotment, the Registrar will prepare the proportionate
working based on the oversubscription times.

In categories where there is undersubscription, the Registrar will do full allotment for all valid
applications.

GROUNDS FOR UNBLOCKING OF FUNDS
Non-Receipt of Listing Permission

An Issuer makes an application to the Stock Exchange(s) for permission to deal in/list and for
an official quotation of the Equity Shares. All the Stock Exchanges from where such permission
is sought are disclosed in Prospectus. The Designated Stock Exchange will be disclosed in the
Prospectus with which the Basis of Allotment may be finalised.
