Visa woes slow Petrapole
border’s road to normalcy

teady stream of passengers
A cen heading lowards the Petrapole

terminal, the largest land port in
South Asia, along the India-Bangladesh bor-
der, about 80 km from Kolkata. Many
bound for Bangladesh are carrying heavy
blankets, oddly defying the time of the
year. Meanwhile, a dhaki crossing into
India signals that Durga Puja is just around
the corner.

The political upheaval in Bangladesh,
which led to the fall of the Sheikh ITasina
government on August 5, had weighed
heavily on the passenger movement initially.
‘Trade was briefly halted, and the border post
on the eastern front remained quiet.

‘Two months into the interim government
led by Nobel laureate Muhammad Yunus,
some normaley has returned to the border.

The passenger movement at the land

port is calching up with normal times on
most days. The cargo terminal looks busy
with trucks coming in from the other
side, some are waiting to be loaded. The eco-
system, bruised and battered till last
month, is picking up the pieces. But curbs
on vis: ance appear Lo be the biggest
stumbling block.

Immigration authorities of Petrapole said
a major drop in passenger traffic was seen
between August 5 and August 7. “Thercafter
it started picking up, peaking
on September 20 at over
6.700. It’s been steady since,
at around 6,000 on most

days.”
Most  travellers  from
Bangladesh, however,

already have valid Indian
visas issued earlier.

Reportsindicate that visas
are currently being issued
only in select categories —
medical and emergency cas-
es. Indian visaapplication centres are said to
be operating at limited capacity.

A passenger from Bangladesh said, only
medical visas were being issued. “But if 100
apply, 40 are getting it.”

“IUsalot better now — almost 50-60 per cent
of the normal. Those who had medical and
business visas are coming.”

Another money changer, however,
says things are improving. “But it’s not like
what it was. Visa is the only issue getting in
the way.”

Simanta, a small hotcl and restaurant,
had shut down in early August but reopened
a fortnight later as traffic began to improve.
“Thosc who alrcady have
Visas are coming. Business is
generating enough cash to
recover the cost right now. But
that’s about it,” says hotel
owner Swapan Kumar Dey.

Petrapole-Benapole (on
the otherside) is the most sig-
nificant land border crossing
for India-Bangladesh trade
and passenger movement.

About 30 per cent of land-
based rade between the two
countries takes place through
the Petrapole land port. The passenger move-
menton either side is about 6,000-7000 daily.
Butitsurges to 10,000-12,000 during the fes-
tival time, especially Durga Puja.

Amassive new passenger terminal, facing
the currentone, points o the future potential
of traffic flow. Spread across 60,000 square
metre, the terminal looks like a modern-day
airport with steel arches. Constructed by
Shapoorji Pallonji group, at an approximate
cost 0f ¥435 crore, it is designed to handle
20,000 to 25,000 passengers on a daily
basis. An LPAI (Land Ports Authority of India)
official says it is expected to start operations
in October.

Meanwhile, at the adjacent cargo termi-
nal, movementoftrucks s visible with chassis
lined up for dispatch. Cargo movement has
picked up, officials say.

About 200-250 trucks are being cleared
for exports every day from Petrapole, Sajal
Ghosh, general secretary of the Federation of
West Bengal Truck Operators Association,
said. “Trade flow has improved. But the eco-
nomic situation in Bangladesh is limiting
imports into the country. Usually, the number
of trucks is 300-350.”

Even as restoration of trade to normalcy
along the border is underway, a ncew
eight-lane cargo gate, Maitri Dwar, stands
ready in a bid to multiply the flow of goods.

‘Direct subscriberslikely to
dominate streaming market’

UK-based Omdia expects
bundling of streaming
video with telcos

to plateau by 2029

How critical is bundling to the growth of
streaming video?

In the second quarter of 2024, there
were more than 1,900 partnerships
between subscription-driven streaming
services and telcos/broadband com-
panies. Yet, a bulk (62 per cent) of the
1,570 million global video subscribers
had signed on directly for a Netflix or a
Disncy subscription, among many
others. About a fifth or 317 million came
indirectly through a telecom, broadband,
or smart TV service that came bundled
with a video app.

By 2029, this figure will go up to one-
fourth of the total. Globally though, the
lion’s share of new subscriptions will
continue to come from standalone direct
customers. Those are among the big
takeaways from two recent reports from
the UK-based technology research and
advisory firm Omdia.

Its telco-streamer tracker counts a
total of 121 distribution partnerships in
India. Of these, 95 were live in the first
halfof2024. “India is one of the markets
where bundling is relatively well-devel-
oped. Both Tata and Reliance have long
sought to make teleo products and scrv-
ices integrated with the bundling of
online video streaming,” says Tony
Gunnarsson, principal analyst, TV, Vidco
and Advertising at Omdia. Total pay
streaming video subscriptions in India,
according to Omdia, are set to hit 62 mil-

SERVICE IN PUNE

Video communications firm Zoom announced the launch
ofZoom Phone service in India, initially supporting
native phone numbers in Maharashtra Telecom Circle
(Pune). The service will later be expanded to
Karnataka, Tamil Nadu, Andhra Pradesh, Mumbai, and
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lion at the end of 2024. Of these, 47 mil-
lion arc dircct-to-consumer, lcaving
some 16 million subscriptions bundled
via telcos. Bundling makes up 25 per cent
of the total Indian SVOD (subscription-
driven video-on-demand) market in
2024, which is above the global propor-
tion of 20 per cent.

“About two years ago, we noticed that
bundles had begun to massively take
over streaming. Bundling jumped from
less than 10 per cent in 2020 to 20 per
cent of the total SVOD in 2023. Initial
forecasts suggested that bundling had
the potential to at least match direct-to-
consumer by the end of 2020s. What we
now see quite clearly, however, is that
bundling will remain at around 25 per
centofall SVOD subscribers globally for
the foreseeable future,”  says
Gunnarsson.

“Customers are alternating between
services.

try is tosolve the re-aggregation /re-bun-
dle question. Telcos (therefore bundling)
won’t solve this issue for TV and video,”
says Gunnarsson.

Healso referred to the clutter of serv-
ices. From just under 3,000 streaming
services globally in 2012, there were 5,584
in the third quarter of 2024. In India, the
total number of online video services
tracked by Omdia is 101. Of these, only
67 were live as of the second quarter of
2024. This seems like a very small
number, given how much programming
isout there.

“Our tracker is skewed towards paid
streaming services,” said Gunnarsson.

Omdia forec: that the actual
number of bundled SVOD subscriptions
in India will grow to 22 million in 2029,
bringing bundling down from 25 per cent
t0 19 per cent of 116 million homes that
will pay for OTT services then. There just
might be a decent aggregation service
by then.
