of India {"SEBf). The Ind AS are prescribed under section 133 of the Act read with Rule 3 of the Companies {India 

Accounting Standards) Rules, 2015 and Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) Amendment Rules, 2016. 

2 The figures for the last quarter of the current year and previous year as reported In these financial results are balancing 

figures between the audited fi(lures in respect of the Financial Year and published year to date figures upto the end of the 

third quarter of the relevant Financial Year, which were subjected to limited review by Statutory Auditors. 

3 The Group hereby declares that the Auditors have issued Audit Report with an unmodified opinion on annual financial 

results for the year ended March 31, 2026. 

4 The Group primarily operates in the segment of Micronlsed Minerals. Accordingly, disclosures under Indian Accollnting 

Standards (Ind AS) 108 on operating segments are not relevant to the Group. 

5 The figure reflected as Exceptional Item presented under the head "Labour Claims Settlement" pertains to the old claims 

settled by the Parent Company with labourers for cases filed against the Parent Company under Section 33((2) In the 

Labour Court and under Section 178 in the High Court. These claims pertain to disputes regarding wages, benefits, and 

other entitlements related to prior years. 

6 The Board of Directors of Parent company has recommended a Dividend of Rs. 1.25 per equity share of face value of Rs. 5 
each, Aggeregating to Rs. 441.08 Lakhs. 

7 In case of companies registered in India the Government of India has consolidated 29 existing labour legislations into a 

unified framework comprising four Labour Codes, viz., Code on Wages, 2019, Code on Social Security, 2020, Industrial 

Relations Code, 2020 and Occupational Safety, Health and Working Conditions Code 2020 (collectively referred to es the 

'New Labour Codes'). These Codes have been made effective from November 21, 2025. The corresponding all supporting 

Rules under these codes are yet to be notified. 

Based on the management's assessment and actuarial valuation, there is no material financial implication due to these 

changes. The assessment of other Impacts, if any, on employee benefit expenses arising from the New Labour Codes will be 

undertaken and accounted for upon notification of the relevant rules by the appropriate authorities.
