b) The above unaudited standalone and consolidated financial results were reviewed by the audit committee and
thereafter approved at the meeting of the Board of Directors held on 12" February, 2026. The auditors have issued
unqualified audit opinion on these results. The IndAS compliant financial results were subjected to limited review
or audit. However, the management has exercised due diligence to ensure that the financial results provide a true
and fair view of its affair.

c) Figures for previous period / year have been regrouped / reclassified, wherever necessary to make them
comparable with those of the current period presentation.

d) In accordance with Ind AS 108, the Board of Directors, being the Chief Operating Decision Maker of the Company,
has determined that the Company’s primary business segment is the manufacture of electrical items, including
control & relay panels, bus transfer systems, ultracapacitors, and waste-to-compost machines. There are no
separate reportable segments as per Ind AS 108. Accordingly, the segment revenue, segment results, total carrying
amount of segment assets, total carrying amount of segment liabilities, total cost incurred to acquire segment
assets, and total depreciation charged during the year are as reflected in the financial statements. The Company's
cperations are such that all activities are confined to India.

e) The gross margins and net profit margins continue to show an increasing trend due to a change in the product mix.
The Company has started manufacturing panels of advanced ratings up to 220 kV {earlier up to 66 kV), resulting
in higher pricing. In addition, panel volumes are expected to increase in future years, which will help the Company
procure raw materials at more favorable prices due to bulk purchasing.

f)  The Company had made an investment of Rs. 3 Lakhs in Enerqual Technology Pvt. Lid. ("Associate™) and holds a
30% shareholding in the entity. The Associate has not provided sufficient and appropriate information, despite
several follow-ups, regarding its financial statements for the quarter ended 30th September 2025 due to an ongoing
dispute with the Associate. Accordingly, the Company has not incarporated the impact of this investment in the
audited consolidated financial results of the Group. Further, the dispute is not expected to have any material impact
on the audited consclidated financial results of the Group.

g) The Company is currently involved in an ongoing dispute concerning its ownership of shares in Enerqual
Technology Private Limited (*Associate Entity”). The nature of the litigation precludes the disclosure of specific
details at this time. While the outcome remains uncertain, the dispute is not expected to have a material impact on
the Company's financial statements. However, due to the angoing nature of the litigation, it is not presently possible
{o determine the extent of any potential impact.

h) During the period, the Company suffered a loss due to fire at its factory located at Plot No. 35A/36, Sector-B,

Industrial Area, District Raisen, Mandideep, Madhya Pradesh on 16th October, 2025. The fire resulted in damage
to inventories, fixed assets and other related assets. The total loss amounting to ¥ 1.21 Cr has been recognised in
the Statement of Profit and Loss. The Company has lodged an insurance claim to the insurer and is pending as on

the reperting date.

As mentioned in Note f regarding the ongoing dispute and delay in obtaining the financial statements of the
Associate company, the Company has been able to include the share of profit in the Associate only for the period
of FY 2024-25. Due to the Associate’s inability to provide audited financial statements, the share of profitf{loss)
calculated under the equity method has not been included in the consoclidated financial statements. Based on the
trend of the previous year’s share of profit in the Asscciate and the bock value of the Associate, this is not expected
to have a material impact on the audited consolidated financial results of the Group.
