SC upholds EC’s power for SIR
process resorted solely for
administrative convenience,”
the bench said. Free and fair
elections, it said, do not rest
merely upon the mechanics of
polling. “They fundamentally
depend upon the integrity,
accuracy, and credibility of the
electoral rolls,” it said.

“The SIR breathes life into
the constitutional mandate for
fair elections,” the court said
while rejecting arguments that
the EC had overstepped its
statutory powers. 

In the first phase, the poll
panel initiated the SIR in Bihar,
where 65 lakh names were
removed from electoral rolls
on grounds of rapid urbanisa-
tion and large-scale migration
over the last four decades.

The bench examined three
questions -- whether the EC
has the power to conduct an
exercise like SIR, whether the
inquiry under the SIR is found-
ed on a legitimate purpose, and
if the procedure adopted was
contrary to or in violation of
the provisions of the RPA.

The top court agreed with
the EC’s grounds for the SIR.

“Having examined the statu-
tory scheme and the relevant
constitutional provisions, we

may now proceed to answer the
important question formulat-
ed earlier by us, 
namely whether the impugned
SIR is in direct conflict with the
RPA and the Rules framed 
thereunder, and whether it sup-
plants the statutory framework
governing revision of 
electoral rolls. Both these ques-
tions, in our view, must be
answered in the negative,” the
verdict said. It noted that the
statute itself authorises a spe-
cial revision at any time, for
reasons to be recorded and in
such manner as the Election
Commission may deem fit. 
The exercise therefore cannot
be invalidated merely because
it does not conform in 
every respect to the ordinary
modalities contemplated 
for routine revision, the court
said.

“The Moon base is as beautiful as it is hostile,” Isaacman
said, describing temperatures that can swing from above
250 degrees in sunlight to below minus 200 degrees in dark-
ness.

NEW DELHI, May 27 (PTI) 

THE defence ministry has kick-start-
ed the selection process for a private
sector partner to build a next-gener-
ation fighter jet under the ambitious
Advanced Multirole Combat Aircraft
(AMCA) project, widely considered as
the nation’s biggest indigenous aero-
space programme.

It is learnt that the Government
issued a Request for Proposal (RFP)
or tender to Tata Advanced Systems,
Larsen and Toubro and Bharat Forge
as part of the selection process.

While Larsen and Toubro has part-
nered with Bharat Electronics Limited,
Bharat Forge has reached an under-
standing with BEML.

Interestingly, state-run aerospace
major Hindustan Aeronautics Ltd
(HAL) has been kept out of the process,
sources said. India has been focusing
on the ambitious AMCA project to
develop the medium-weight deep pen-
etration fighter jet with advanced
stealth features to bolster its air pow-
er capability.

AMCA, along with the Tejas light

combat aircraft, is planned to be the
mainstay of the Indian Air Force.

After the three companies submit
their responses to the RFP, the selec-
tion process for the project is likely to
be completed in four to five months.

The selected private defence major
will work with the Aeronautical
Development Agency (ADA), an enti-
ty that operates under the defence
ministry, for developing the proto-
types of the aircraft.

Under the project, the Government
plans to build five prototypes of the
Advanced Medium Combat Aircraft
(AMCA).

The IAF has been pushing for the
AMCA project in view of its long-term
requirement.

India’s confidence in the develop-
ment of the AMCA saw a significant
jump after the development of the
Light Combat Aircraft (LCA) Tejas.

Manufactured by state-run aero-
space behemoth HAL, the Tejas air-
craft is a potent platform for air com-
bat and offensive air support missions,
while reconnaissance and anti-ship
operations are its secondary roles.

AFTER remaining divided for about a fortnight,
the AIADMK factions patched up on Wednesday,
with the rebel camp claiming that there was nev-
er a split in the party but only “difference of opin-
ion” that saw the MLAs siding with Edappadi K
Palaniswami on one side and the Shanmugam-
Velumani duo on the other.

THE Union Cabinet on Wednesday approved the continuation of the ‘SARTHAK-PDS’
scheme for five years with a financial outlay of Rs 25,530 crore till March 2031, marking a
significant step towards overhauling the country’s public distribution infrastructure through
technology-led reforms.

The Cabinet Committee on Economic Affairs (CCEA), chaired by Prime Minister Narendra
Modi, also cleared a revision in norms governing Central assistance to states and union
territories for intra-state movement and handling of foodgrains, along with fair price shop
(FPS) dealers’ margins, while retaining the existing funding pattern.

NEW DELHI, May 27 (PTI) 

THE Union Government on
Wednesday sanctioned a significant
manpower boost for the Enforcement
Directorate (ED), authorising more
than 1,200 additional investigators
and staff for the anti-money laun-
dering agency. Officials told PTI that
the Ministry of Finance had approved
the much-awaited cadre restructur-
ing of the agency after 15 years,
enhancing its workforce by more than
60 per cent -- from 2,029 to 3,256.

The Ministry revised the ED’s
strength by 1,227 personnel across its
six cadres, which include the execu-
tive, legal, and adjudication verticals
that form the core of its investigation
setup, officials said.

Of this total, 803 additional officials
have been added to the rank of
Assistant Enforcement Officer, 606 to
Enforcement Officer, and 531 to

Assistant Director of Enforcement.
The last cadre restructuring of the

ED, undertaken to reorient an organ-
isation to meet new and upcoming
challenges, occurred in 2011.

Data suggests that the number of
ED cases, complex investigations,
including cybercrimes, Artificial
Intelligence and cryptocurrency, and
enforcement actions are gradually
increasing over the years.

As per official data, searches or raids
conducted by the agency under the
PMLA almost doubled to 2,892 dur-
ing the 2025-26 financial year, while
it also effected “highest-ever” provi-
sional attachment of assets in that
year, representing a 171 per cent
increase in the value of attachments
to Rs 81,422 crore under 712 
orders.

The agency issued 461 provisional
attachment orders, freezing assets val-
ued at Rs 30,036 crore during FY25.
