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Girls with mehandi

barred? School
denies allegations

A controversy erupted at St.
Anthony Girls’ High School in
Chembur after students were
allegedly barred from class-
rooms for having mehendi on
their hands post-Diwali. The
incident sparked outrage
among parents and political

groups,  prompting  an
Education Department
inquiry.

Sources said several stu-
dents returned after Diwali
with  visible mehendi.
Allegedly, the school adminis-
tration, citing rules, refused
them entry to classrooms,
making them sit outside. This
angered parents and the
Maharashtra Navnirman Sena
(MNS), who claimed the stu-
dents faced discrimination.

In a written response to the
Education Department, the
school denied allegations,
stating, “The allegations
against the school are
untrue.” It clarified that stu-
dents without valid leave
notes, ID cards, full uniforms,
mehendi, or medical certifi-
cates were “comfortably
seated in the Open Hall,

accompanied by three
teachers and a helping staff
member.” The school added,
“Once the documents were
submitted, the students were
sent back to class.”

MNS general secretary
Karna Dunbale called the
school's explanation “false
and misleading,” claiming, “I
am an eyewitness to the inci-
dent. 23 students were made
to sit on the floor in an open
area.” He added, “Only after
we intervened did the school
management apologize. The
parents were not at fault, yet
they had to face humiliation.”

On November 4, Education
Inspector Mushtaq Shaikh
issued a notice to the school.
After  reviewing  their
response, the department
instructed the management
to prevent future complaints.
An official statement said,
“The school administration
has been advised to exercise
caution and ensure that such
incidents do not recur.”

The controversy has reig-
nited debate over cultural
expression versus disciplin-
ary rules in schools, with par-
ents and activists urging
greater sensitivity.

MALVANI CLEANUP | Two-day joint drive by BMC & suburban
collector reclaims 10,000 sqmt of state land; satellite imagery

280 illegal structures

In a major demolition drive
jointly carried out by the
Mumbai suburban collector’s
office and the BMC, around
280 unauthorised slum struc-
tures were cleared in Malvani
at Malad (West). The oper-
ation, conducted over the past
two days, freed approximately
10,000 sq mt of state-owned
land.

In this operation, the
encroachments around Ali
Lake, a natural water body,
were also removed, making
the lake area completely
encroachment-free. A senior
official said, “Some of these
encroachments were not
mere shanties but 2-3 storey
permanent structures. For the
first time, the administration
utilised satellite imagery to
identify encroachments that
occurred after 2011, initiating
action to remove them effec-
tively.

The demolition operations
were carried out with the sup-
port of heavy machinery and a
dedicated workforce pro-
vided by the BMC, all con-
ducted under police protec-
tion. Authorities have stated
that such measures will con-
tinue in the area to prevent
further illegal constructions
and to safeguard public land.

Chairperson of a non-gov-
ernmental organisation, Fight
for Right Foundation, Vinod
Gholap, said, “Encroachments
on government-owned land
are especially prevalent in the
Malad and Malvani areas. The
sheer scale of encroachments
indicates a significant lapse in

According to a notice issued
by MIAL on Wednesday, the
existing building of T-1A,
along with the elevated road,
defunct chiller plant and a
temporary shed at the
CSMIA plot are under plan.
According to the notice, the
airport had received a no-
objection certificate from
the Mumbai Metropolitan
Region Development
Authority (MMRDA) on
September 24 to carry out
the demolition. The Free
Press Journal tried to con-
tact MIAL but did not
receive any response.

The Sakinaka Police have
busted an organised cyber
fraud racket operating from a
hotel near Mumbai airport
and arrested four people,
including the alleged master-
mind. The gang was sending
sensitive Indian bank account
details to their associates in
Dubai, where the information
was being used for large-scale
online fraud and money laun-
dering operations. Police have

Protest against illegal
purse seine fishing

Traditional fishermen have
demanded a special investiga-
tion team (SIT) probe into the
alleged illegal fishing practices
using purse seine and LED
lights, which are destroying
the livelihood of traditional
fishermen. The fishermen
alleged that despite repeated
complaints, the fisheries
department officials are turn-
ing a blind eye to these illegal
practices.

The fishermen community
organised a press conference
in Mumbai, where they
expressed their concerns and
demanded action against the

men organisations, including
Koli Yuva Shakti Sanghatana,

Akhil Maharashtra
Machhimar Kruti Committee,
Maharashtra Machhimar

Kruti Committee, and others.
Milton Saudia, coordinator
of the Traditional Fishermen
Protection Committee, high-
lighted the issue of purse seine
and LED fishing, which is not
only affecting their livelihood
but also destroying the marine
ecosystem because of overfish-
ing. The committee had sub-
mitted a report in 2012 recom-
mending a ban on purse seine
fishing, and the state govern-
ment had accepted the recom-
mendations and amended the
Maharashtra Marine Fishing
Regulation Act, 1981. However,

registered a case against eight
suspects, including two
Indian-origin persons based
in Dubai.

The arrested accused have
been identified as
Mohammad Masood Abdul
Wasim, 25, Abdullah Lare
Ahmed Shaikh, 24, Noor Alam
Ashiq Ali Khan, 42, and
Manish Kotesh Nandala, 30.
Two others Abdul Khalik
Abdul Qadir Khan, 31, and
Arbaaz Fazlani are currently
absconding. The Dubai-based
suspects Mohsin and Zafar

have also been named as key
conspirators in the case.
According to police sources,
following a tip-off, a team
raided Hotel Gateway Star
near the airport on the morn-
ing of November 4. During the
raid, the team detained
Bengaluru resident
Mohammad Masood Abdul
Wasim. Investigations revealed
that Wasim was coordinating
with his Dubai-based handlers,
Mohsin and Zafar, to transmit
Indian bank account details,
cheque books, debit cards, and

related SIM cards abroad.
Analysis of Wasim’s mobile call
records, WhatsApp, and social
media chats confirmed his
regular communication with
the Dubai-based fraudsters.
Police stated that the data
shared was later used for
executing high-value cyber
frauds and fake online transac-
tions across multiple plat-
forms. The raid led to the seiz-
ure of multiple mobile phones,
passports, a UAE identity card,
and seven SIM cards from
Wasim’s possession.

A mobile phone belonging to
a 26-year-old man who man-
ages the social media
accounts of MLA Dilip
Bhausaheb Lande has alleg-
edly been stolen. Following
her complaint, the Deonar
police have registered a case
against unknown persons
and initiated an investiga-
tion.According to the FIR,
Mayuri Suresh Shinde, a resi-
dent of Ghatkopar (West),
works with Probity Software
Pvt Ltd in Govandi. The com-
pany had provided her with a
Nokia C.32 mobile phone for
official use in handling the
MLAT’ social media accounts.
On October 20, after complet-
ing her work around 6.30pm,
Shinde took the phone home
in her bag. The following day,
while attending a Laxmi
Pujan celebration at her
office, she opened her bag
and discovered the phone
missing.

In three separate cases, the
Mumbai Airport Customs
officers have seized drugs
worth Rsl2 crore sourced
from Bangkok, officials
informed on Wednesday. The
Customs officers are probing
who had supplied the drugs
to the passengers and who
were supposed to receive the
consignments in Mumbai.

According to Customs
sources, based on specific
intelligence,  officers  at
Chhatrapati Shivaji Maharaj
International Airport
(CSMIA) intercepted one pas-
senger arriving from
Colombo to Mumbai. Upon
searching his bag, 2.56kg of
suspected hydroponic weed
(marijuana), with an illicit
market value of approxi-
mately Rs2.56 crore, was
recovered

examination of the baggage,
the officers recovered 2.390kg
of marijuana with an illicit

In the third case, on the
basis of specific intelligence,
officers intercepted one pas-
senger arriving from Bangkok
to Mumbai.

In all three cases, the nar-
cotic substances were con-
cealed inside the checked-in
trolley bags carried by the
passengers, who  were
arrested under the provisions
of the Narcotic Drugs and
Psychotropic Substances
(NDPS) Act.
