Following the United States' 
announcement that Panama 
had agreed to waive fees for 
the US government vessels 
transiting the Panama Canal, 
the Panama Canal Authority 
issued a statement clarifying 
that no adjustments had been 
made to the existing tolls or 
rights for canal transit. 

The authority emphasized 
its readiness to engage in dia-
logue with US officials con-
cerning the transit of US 
warships. In a statement 
posted on X, the authority 
said, "In response to a publica-
tion released by the United 
States Department of State, 
the Panama Canal Authority, 
empowered to set tolls and 

other rights for transiting the 
Canal, communicates that it 
has not made any adjustments 
to them. "With absolute re-
sponsibility, the Panama Canal 
Authority, as it has indicated, 
is ready to establish a dialogue 
with the relevant officials of 
the United States regarding 
the transit of warships from 
that country," the statement 
added. 

This comes after the US 
State Department announced 
that Panama has agreed to 
eliminate fees for US govern-
ment vessels transiting the 
Panama Canal. It further said 
the decision will save the US 
government millions of dol-
lars each year. Sharing a post 
on X, the US State Department 
wrote, "US government 
vessels can now transit the 

Panama Canal without charge 
fees, saving the US govern-
ment millions of dollars a 
year." US Secretary of State 
Marco Rubio had arrived in 
Panama on February 1, mark-
ing his first trip since holding 
the job as US top diplomat. 
After winning the US presi-
dential elections last Novem-
ber, President Donald Trump 
had threatened to take control 
of the Canal accusing Panama 
of charging excessive rates on 
US ships passing through one 
of the busiest waterways in 
the world.  "Our Navy and 
Commerce have been treated 
in a very unfair and injudi-
cious way. The fees being 
charged by Panama are rid-
iculous," Trump posted on his 
Truth Social platform in No-
vember.

Demonstrators gathered in 
cities across the US on Wed-
nesday to protest the Trump 
administration's early actions, 
decrying everything from the 
President's immigration 
crackdown to his rollback of 
transgender rights and a pro-
posal to forcibly transfer Pales-
tinians from the Gaza Strip. 
Protesters in Philadelphia and 
at state capitols in California, 
Minnesota, Michigan, Texas, 
Wisconsin, Indiana and 
beyond waved signs denounc-
ing President Donald Trump; 
billionaire Elon Musk, the 
leader of Trump's new Depart-
ment of Government Effi-
ciency; and Project 2025, a 
hard-right playbook for 
American government and so-
ciety. 

The protests were a result of 
a movement that has organ-
ized online under the hashtags 
#buildtheresistance and 
#50501, which stands for 50 
protests, 50 states, one day. 
Websites and accounts across 
social media issued calls for 

action, with messages such as 
"reject fascism" and "defend 
our democracy."  Outside the 
state Capitol in Lansing, Michi-
gan, a crowd of hundreds 
gathered in freezing tempera-
tures. Catie Miglietti, from the 
Ann Arbor area, said Musk's 
access to Treasury Depart-
ment data was especially con-
cerning. "If we don't stop it and 
get Congress to do something, 
it's an attack on democracy," 
Miglietti said. 

Demonstrations in several 

cities piled criticism on Musk 
and the Department of Gov-
ernment Efficiency. "DOGE is 
not legit," read one poster on 
the state Capitol steps in Jef-
ferson City, Missouri, where 
dozens of protesters gathered. 
"Why does Elon have your So-
cial Security info???"  
Members of Congress have ex-
pressed concern that DOGE's 
involvement with the US gov-
ernment payment system 
could lead to security risks or 
missed payments for pro-

grammes  such as Social Se-
curity and Medicare.  

A Treasury Department of-
ficial said  a tech executive 
working with DOGE will have 
"read-only access”. Demon-
strators strode through down-
town Austin, Texas. They 
assembled in Atlanta's Cen-
tennial Olympic Park for a 
march to Georgia's state Capi-
tol and gathered outside Cali-
fornia's Democratic- 
dominated Legislature in Sac-
ramento. In Denver, protests 
coincided with nearby oper-
ations by Immigration and 
Customs Enforcement agents 
and an unspecified number of 
people detained.  

Protesters in Phoenix 
chanted "deport Elon" and "no 
hate, no fear, immigrants are 
welcome here”."  Thousands 
protested in St. Paul, Minne-
sota, where 28-year-old Hallie 
Parten carried a Democratic 
presidential campaign sign, re-
vised to read "Harris Walz 
Were Right." "Fear for what is 
going to happen to our 
country if we don't all just do 
something about it," Parten 
said.

'Review Trump prosecution'

New Attorney General Pam 
Bondi on Wednesday ordered 
a review of the federal pros-
ecution of Donald Trump as 
she unveiled a series of direc-
tives designed to overhaul a 
Justice Department the presi-
dent claims is biased against 
conservatives. Hours after she 
was sworn in at the White 
House, Bondi called for the 
creation of "weaponization 
working group" that will 
examine the work of special 
counsel Jack Smith, who 
charged Trump in two crimi-
nal cases. The group will also 
review the "pursuit of im-
proper investigative tactics and 
unethical prosecutions" stem-

ming from the January 6, 2021 
riot at the US Capitol, among 
other things, according to the 
memo. 

The memo satisfies the long-
standing contention of Trump 
and his allies that the Justice 
Department under the Biden 
administration had become 
"weaponized" against conser-
vatives, even though some of its 
most high-profile probes con-
cerned the then Democratic 

President and his son and 
there's been no evidence to 
support the idea that the pros-
ecutions against Trump were 
launched for a partisan pur-
pose. Bondi herself had fore-
shadowed the working group's 
creation by asserting at her 
confirmation hearing last 
month that the Justice Depart-
ment had "targeted Donald 
Trump”. 

Bondi, who was Florida's 
first female attorney general 
before becoming a lobbyist, is 
likely to be one of the most 
closely scrutinized members of 
Trump's Cabinet, given her 
close relationship the Presi-
dent, who during his 2024 
campaign suggested that he 
would try to exact revenge on 
his perceived enemies.

No fee waiver to US 
vessels, says Panama

Bangladesh protesters torch 
home of Sheikh Hasina's father
DHAKA 

Thousands of protesters set 
fire to the residence of Bangla-
desh founder Sheikh Mujibur 
Rahman in Dhaka and vandal-
ised the houses of several 
Awami League leaders, as the 
interim government on Thurs-
day blamed deposed premier 
Sheikh Hasina's "provocative" 
speech for sparking "unin-
tended and unexpected" viol-
ence. 

On Wednesday night, pro-
testers rallied in front of 
Sheikh Mujibur Rahman's 32 
Dhanmondi house in Dhaka, a 
memorial, following a social 
media call for a "bulldozer 
procession" ahead of his 
daughter's scheduled virtual 
address from exile in India. 
The mob set the house on fire 
while Hasina was delivering 
her speech. 

Similar cases of vandalism 
also took place at several other 
places, targeting Awami 
League leaders. 

In a statement on Thursday, 
interim government Chief Ad-
viser Muhammad Yunus's of-
fice said that the demolition of 
Sheikh Mujibur Rahman's 
residence was "unintended 
and unexpected", but added 
that the vandalism was the 
"outburst of public anger cre-
ated due to Hasina's pro-
vocative statements" against 
the July uprising from India. 

In the last six months, there 
has been no attack or destruc-
tion on Dhanmondi-32 house, 
it said. 

"The inflammatory state-
ments made by fugitive Sheikh 
Hasina from India against the 
July uprising have created 
deep anger among the people, 
which has manifested in this 
incident," it added. 

The statement said that 
Hasina "insulted and dishon-
oured" those who sacrificed 
their lives in the July uprising 
and she spoke in the same 
tone she used to speak when 
she was in power by threaten-
ing everyone involved in the 
mass uprising. "The govern-
ment hopes that India will not 
allow its territory to be used 
for destabilising purposes in 
Bangladesh and will not allow 
Sheikh Hasina to speak. The 
interim government does not 
want such incidents to happen 
again in the future," it read. 

The Foreign Ministry ear-
lier lodged a protest with 
India's deputy high commis-
sioner Pawan Badhe, saying 
that "false and fabricated com-
ments" by Hasina are a "hostile 
act" against Dhaka. 

It asked India "to immedi-
ately take appropriate 
measures, in the spirit of mu-
tual respect and understand-
ing, to stop her from making 
such false, fabricated and in-
cendiary statements using so-
cial media and other 
communications while she is 
in India". 

Hasina, 77, has been living in 
India since August 5 last year, 
when she fled Bangladesh fol-
lowing a massive student-led 
protest that toppled her 
Awami League's 16-year re-
gime. 

In her speech on Wednes-
day night, Hasina called upon 
the countrymen to organise a 
resistance against the current 
regime. 

Hasina, in a slightly emo-
tion-choked voice, said Pakis-
tani troops too looted the 
house during the 1971 Liber-
ation War but did not demol-
ish or set it on fire. 

"They can demolish a build-

ing, but not the history... but 
they must also remember that 
history takes its revenge," 
Hasina said while her father's 
home was being demolished. 

"They are yet to have the 
strength to destroy the na-
tional flag, the constitution 
and the independence that we 
earned at the cost of lives of 
millions of martyrs with a 
bulldozer," she said in an ap-
parent reference to the Yunus-
led interim government. 

The residence of Hasina's 
late husband Wajed Mian 
known as 'Sudha Sadan' on 
Road 5 in Dhanmondi was also 
set on fire by protesters. 

The actions in Dhaka 
fuelled similar destructions in 
other parts of Bangladesh. 

Protesters demolished the 
home of her cousins - Sheikh 
Helal Uddin and Sheikh Sa-
lauddin Jewel - in Khulna City. 
Thousands of people gathered 
around the house, chanting 
"Delhi or Dhaka -- Dhaka, 
Dhaka" and "Down with Mu-
jibism". Protesting students re-
moved the name of Sheikh 
Mujibur Rahman from Ban-
gabandhu Sheikh Mujibur 
Rahman Hall of Dhaka Univer-
sity. 

In Chattogram, protesters 
took part in a torch procession 
last night to demonstrate 
against Hasina's speech, which 
was broadcast on Bangladesh 
Awami League's social media 
accounts. They later defaced 
Sheikh Mujibur Rahman's 
murals at Chittagong Medical 
College and in the city's Jamal 
Khan area.Protesters also van-
dalised murals of Sheikh Muji-
bur Rahman near the Circuit 
House ground in Mymensingh 
city and at the National Poet 
Kazi Nazrul Islam University 
in Trishal.

Second employee 
dies after shooting at 
Ohio warehouse  
NEW ALBANY 

A warehouse worker said in a 
frantic 911 call that he was shot 
in the neck and then took the 
gun from a co-worker after he 
had shot several others. Two 
people died and four were in-
jured in the shooting that sent 
panicked employees fleeing. 

It's not clear yet what led to 
the Tuesday night shooting at 
the Ohio warehouse. The man 
accused in the attack, Bruce 
Reginald Foster III, 28, was 
scheduled to be arraigned 
Thursday. Police said Thursday 
that a second employee had died 
in the shooting in New Albany, 
about 24 kilometres northeast of 
downtown Columbus.

UK Opposition  
proposes stricter 
citizenship rules 
LONDON 

The UK's Opposition Conser-
vative Party on Thursday pro-
posed a clampdown on all 
migrants by tightening citi-
zenship rules and barring so-
cial benefit claimants from 
residency rights. 

Kemi Badenoch, who took 
over from Rishi Sunak in No-
vember last year, outlined her 
first major policy agenda as 
Tory leader in a move seen as 
an attempt to win back the 
support of Conservative 
voters drawn to the far-right 
anti-immigrant Reform Party. 

Under her proposals, job-
less and low-paid foreign 
workers would be barred 
from claiming permanent 
residency in the UK, leaving 
the door open for them to be 
returned to their countries of 
origin.

Trump's US trade 
negotiator pick 
vows hardline  
policies

Jamieson Greer, President 
Donald Trump's choice to be 
the top US trade negotiator, 
promised to pursue the presi-
dent's hardline trade policies. 

Trump's protectionist ap-
proach to trade - involving the 
heavy use of taxes on foreign 
goods - will give Americans 
"the opportunity to work in 
good-paying jobs producing 
goods and services they can 
sell in this market and abroad 
to earn an honest living,' 
Greer said in remarks pre-
pared ahead of his confirma-
tion hearing Thursday before 
the Senate Finance Commit-
tee. 

As US trade representative, 
Greer would have responsibil-
ity - along with Commerce 
secretary nominee Howard 
Lutnick - for one of Trump's 
top policy priorities: waging 
or at least threatening trade 
war with countries around 
the world, America's friends 
and foes alike. 

Trump believes that impos-
ing tariffs - import taxes - on 
US trade partners can reduce 
America's massive trade defi-
cits, protect US industry from 
competition, bring manufac-
turing back to the United 
States.
