How Wang Yi's India-

Afghanistan-Pakistan tour
highlights persistent
Delhi-Beijing divide

Chinese Foreign Minister
Wang Yi’s recent trip to India,
Afghanistan and Pakistan
needs to be closely analysed
by the Indian strategic
community. This is because it
gives, inter alia, insights into
China’s general approaches to
South Asia, its, as yet,
unsuccessful attempt to
improve ties between Kabul
and Islamabad and its
continuing ‘iron brother’ bond
with Pakistan. Besides, Wang
Yi's comment on the position
of the Pakistan army in that
country’s national life is most
striking, for it is corrosive of
its political and constitutional
process even though it may
be accurate.

Significantly, when Prime
Minister Narendra Modi is
preparing to go to China to
participate in the Shanghai
Cooperation Organisation
(SCO), Wang Yi did not show
any sensitivity to India’s vision
of, or, by far, its primary
position in South Asia. In a
media briefing in Islamabad,
a Chinese journalist
mentioned that Pakistan was
the final stop of his three-
country tour. In response,
Wang Yi said that it was
indeed the *final stop and
most important stop’ of his
three-country tour. Notably, the
Chinese Foreign Ministry did
not put these words of Wang
Yi on its website. The Foreign
Ministry’s account covers the
rest of his answer to the
journalist. That began with
these words: “South Asian
countries have a long history,
splendid civilisation, large
population, and huge
development potential.” From
here Wang Yi went on to
sermonise the three countries.
He noted, “India, Afghanistan
and Pakistan have different
national conditions; they all
recognise that development is
the top priority and the
broadest consensus among
them, as well as among all
countries in the region. A
peaceful, stable and
prosperous South Asia serves
the common interests of all
parties and meets the
aspirations of the people of all
countries.” India’s foreign and
strategic policy planners
cannot have any illusions that
China is willing to accept what
External Affairs Minister S
Jaishankar clearly told Wang Yi
when he was in Delhi: a
multipolar world means a
multipolar Asia. Jaishankar’s
words imply that India is not
willing to give primacy of place
to or allow China to intrude in
the affairs of South Asia at
India’s cost. However, it has
already begun to do the latter
in a concerted manner by
beginning a process of
trilateral meetings which
involve China and Pakistan and
third countries. It has
established a China-Pakistan-
Afghanistan trilateral at the
foreign minister level, plus an
initial meeting at the official
level has occurred between
China, Pakistan and
Bangladesh. More than this,
China has the aim of creating
an organisation of South Asian
countries which would include
it. No doubt it wishes to lead
such an organisation. As Wang
Yi said in Pakistan, “China and
South Asian countries are
natural partners, with broad
space for cooperation. Despite
ups and downs, China-India
relations have a long history
and increasingly demonstrate
a clear historical logic. The
China-Pakistan friendship has
withstood the test of time,
become as strong as steel, and
gained stronger internal

impetus. The relationships
between China and Pakistan,
China and India, as well as
China and other neighbouring
countries, are not directed
against any third party and are
not subject to any third-party
influence.”

Even as India faces grave
difficulties in its ties with the
US at present, it has to be very
wary as it proceeds with
resetting its ties with China. It
has to realise that its issues
with China are not confined to
the border alone or the
northern neighbour’s ties with
Pakistan, even though it has to
give surpassing attention to
these two areas of its
differences with China; they
directly impact India’s security.
That was vividly witnessed
during Operation Sindoor.

China is challenging the US
and wants to replace it to
become the world’s pre-
eminent country. In its calculus
India, however big it may be or
whatever its potential may be,
is just another Asian state to be
managed. Wang Yi’s words
clearly indicate that it is not
willing to treat India as an equal
and accord it the respect it
deserves. India has the potential
and has demonstrated its will
not to allow China to achieve
its aims of degrading its position
in South Asia and the region.
This is because China is also
not getting all that it wants with
some South Asian countries
even though it has gone the
extra mile with them. Some of
them want India to be their
‘hedge’ against China.
Afghanistan, even under the
Taliban, is an example. Wang
Yi’s visit to Kabul was to take
part in the sixth round of the
China-Pakistan-Afghanistan
trilateral. No joint statement
came out after the trilateral
meeting on August 20, as it
had after the format's last
meeting in China. The sticking
point  obviously was
Afghanistan’s refusal to rein in
the Tehreek-e-Taliban-Pakistan
(TTP) and the Balochi militants.
Pakistan accuses Kabul of
allowing them to operate from
its territory to launch attacks
in Pakistan. On its part, China
is concerned about the Afghan
Taliban giving sanctuary to
some Uighur groups. The
Balochi groups also target
Chinese-aided projects in
Balochistan. On their part, both
China and Pakistan have made
concessions to Kabul. They
have appointed ambassadors to
head their embassies in Kabul.
Neither country has gone as far
as the Russians have gone in
diplomatically recognising the
Taliban regime, but they have,
in diplomatic terms, gone far
enough. Besides, both countries
have offered Kabul economic
and commercial incentives and
have also indicated that they
would assist in connectivity
issues.
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Who will Obey the laws of the road ?

It seems over the years,
our society has unfortunately
become more complacent
about underage driving than
before, and more kids are
growing up learning that it is
'cool' to drive young, to drive
fast, and to risk it with the law.
Underage driving has not only
added to the city's chaotic
traffic but is resulting in a
large number of accidents.
Children, by nature, are more
reckless. They are not mature
enough to understand the
consequences of their actions
or mistakes. For them, driving
is all about thrill and looking
cool. Children are not to be
blamed for reckless driving
but it is the parents' job to
teach children how to go by
the rule book. Public
awareness campaigns by
traffic control authorities and
others are vitally important to
make such youth realise their
errors and the possibilities of
their rash driving. Children of
this age are restless,
impatient and have a shorter
attention span. It is observed
that a few school authorities
who tried to discourage

underage driving had to face
parents' ire. Speeding around
seems cool to teenagers but
it can lead to havoc and that's
where adults have to step in.
Children are more likely than
older drivers to speed, run red
lights, make illegal turns, ride
with an intoxicated driver, and
drive after using alcohol or
drugs. They have a sense
that they can get away with
transgressions - a feeling of
bravado whereby " I can get
away with anything" The fight
against underage drinking in
our country is a tough battle,
and frighteningly, alcohol is
involved in about 20-25% of
fatal teenage car wrecks.
Underage driving seems to
increase with each passing day
as children become smarter
and more informed and
parents fail to understand the
consequences. Itis observed
that minors can get a license
with fake proof of age. In such
cases, the police impose a
nominal fine and these
dangerous drivers are back on
the road. Teenage drivers are
a threat not only to
themselves but also to others.

Every fourth ST bus is still
runningdespite completing its km

Ahmedabad, Every fourth
bus plying on Gujarat's roads
has exceeded its statutory
mileage, meaning that lakhs
of passengers are travelling in
buses every day at the risk of
their lives. GSRTC had passed
a resolution in December
2007, according to which if an
ST bus has completed 8 lakh
kilometres, it will be
considered overage, meaning
that the ST itself considers the
bus to be in a bad condition,
but keeps it running.

Gujarat ST may have been
claiming for years that 'Safe
ride, ST is ours', but it would
not be wrong to say that this
slogan is limited to being
pasted on the bus stand and
the windows of ST buses. The
worst condition is that of
express buses plying on long
routes. The condition of red-
boarded buses that charge
higher fares and deliver faster
is like a red alert. GSRTC
manages the entire state of
Gujarat by dividing it into 16
districts. As per the official
figures as on August 1, 2025,
the ST Corporation has a total
of 7,678 buses of sleeper,
semi, super express and mini
categories. Out of these, 2,102
buses are overage, meaning
they have covered 8 lakh
kilometres. The situation is
such that the drivers, who are
the backbone of Gujarat ST,
are now fed up. A few days
ago, a driver at the Bantwa

bus depot in Junagadh, after
being allotted a condom bus,
tried to commit suicide by
dousing himself in diesel. He
had said, 'T would rather die
than risk the lives of innocent
passengers by driving a bad
vehicle.' After this incident,
Divya Bhaskar obtained data
of more than seven and a half
thousand buses of Gujarat
Transport Corporation, in
which how old is which bus?
And how many kilometers has
it run? What is the type of
bus? He analyzed it. This data,
which is available with the
names of various divisions and
depots, is proof that lakhs of
passengers are travelling in
government buses in Gujarat
every day at the risk of their
lives and it seems that people
sitting in high positions are
waiting for a big accident. Not
only this, the division that uses
less diesel gets an award.
There have also been
allegations that officials are
pressuring drivers to drive
slower buses in the desire to
win this award. As the festival
approaches, you must have
seen a huge crowd of
passengers at the bus stands
of the big cities of Gujarat -
Ahmedabad, Vadodara, Rajkot
and Surat. Perhaps you
yourself will be part of this
crowd. There are 1,906
buses in the division of these
four cities, the pride of
Gujarat.
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They are not sensitive to
traffic rules and don't even
follow the basics of safe
driving. They either injure or
kill themselves or others. The
high number of underage
drivers transgressing the law
by going for a joyride can be
attributed to peer pressure
and a feeling of youthful
invincibility. Many lives are
shattered by underage drivers
going for a joyride in the
vehicles of their parents or
older relatives. Under Section
4 of the Motor Vehicles Act,

minors driving a vehicle are
liable and accordingly they
can be fined at least Rs 1,000.
The owners, meanwhile, can
be fined Rs 1,500 under
Section 5 of the same Act. In
case of negligent driving by
minors, parents should be
booked too.

Traffic police has been
trying everything, have
challenged and even
impounded their vehicles but
failed to curb the menace.
The only solution left is the
duty of the parents to realise

the danger associated with
underage driving.
Inexperience and immaturity
are the primary causes of the
increased risk of teenage
driving. Untrained eyes are
more likely to underestimate
hazardous situations on the
road. The National Highway
Traffic Safety Administration
suggests that parents write
up a contract for their
teenage driver that includes

penalties for any rule that
they break. Preventative
measures must be taken to
bring teenage auto fatalities
down. The most important
advice would be to teach
responsibility by way of
example. If parents drive with
caution and obey the laws of
the road - their children will
also have more respect for
traffic laws and for those who
travel our roads.
