On a year-on-year basis,
non-food bank credit grew
10.2% as on the fortnight
ended September 19, com-
pared to 13% during the cor-
responding fortnight of the
previous year (September 20,
2024),the RBI said.

September collected from 41
select commercial banks,
accounting for about 95% of
the total non-food credit by
all banks.

“Credit to  industry
