Bodies of Bardoli father-daughter found at 23 thousand feet
Bardoli, A mountaineering

father and his daughter from
Kadod village in Bardoli taluka
of Surat district have gone
missing while trekking in
Nepal, in a shocking news.

The bodies of Jigneshbhai
Lallubhai Bhandari and his
daughter Priyanshi, who went
missing after heavy snowfall,
were found today during a
search operation. This

incident has spread a sense
of grief in Kadod village and
the entire Surat district. Bodies
of father and daughter
trapped at 23 thousand feet
found - Jigneshbhai, a

resident of Kadod village, and
his daughter Priyanshi (Vanita
Vishram Institute), studying in
standard-11, had a great
passion for trekking in
inaccessible hilly areas.

Surat, Salman Lassi, a
notorious criminal who
terrorized 35% of Surat's area
including Limbayat, Bhestan
and Dindoli and wanted in 15
serious crimes, has been
caught by Crime Branch PI P.K.
Sodha by shooting him in the
leg. After the Bhestan murder,
he attacked the team that
went to catch Salman Lassi,
who was hiding in his father-
in-law's rented house in Dabel
village of Navsari, just 50 km
from Surat. PI Sodha, giving
a description of the entire
incident, said that Salman
Lassi came out to escape from
the back door and immediately
pushed a policeman. After
that, in a span of just 30
seconds, he attacked PI Sodha
twice with the paddle he had.
PI Sodha escaped by moving
away in time. When Salman
rushed to attack for the third
time, in self-defense, PI Sodha
shot Salman Lassi in the leg
with his service revolver,
incapacitating him, due to
which this notorious criminal
came under the clutches of the
law. Accused was hiding just
50 km from Surat After the
Bhestan murder, accused
Salman Lassi did not take
refuge in any distant place to
escape from the police.
Surprisingly, he was hiding in
a house in Dabel village of
Navsari district, just 50 km
from Surat, for the last five
days. This house was rented
by his father-in-law and
Salman Lassi, his wife, in-laws
and mother-in-law and three
children were also present in
it. PI P.K. Sodha's team traced
Salman's location based on
intell igence and prompt
action. It was reported that he
was hiding in the Ashiya
locality of Dabel village. The
Crime Branch team from
Surat immediately reached
Navsari. After reaching the
locality, the police were trying
to identify Salman's
whereabouts from five
houses. Meanwhile, their eyes
fell on the Ertiga car parked
there. P.K. Sodha immediately
suspected this house and
knocked on the same door. In
just 30 seconds, Lassi
attacked PI Sodha twice.

As soon as he knocked on
the door, Salman Lassi came

to know that the police had
arrived to arrest him.
Narrating the entire incident,
PI Sodha said, "Since the
Bhestan murder, we had
identified different members
of this gang and were
monitoring their movements.

On receiving the information,
we reached the society with
the officers. When his Ertiga
car was identified, we
knocked on the door and the
lights inside turned on.
Immediately, we cordoned off
the house from all sides. My

team and I were present at
the back of the house. Lassi
came out of the house and we
introduced him – 'We are the
police!' They said that Salman
Lassi came out not from the
front door but from the back
door in an attempt to escape.

'Salman Lassi' played a game
after seeing the Ertiga car
