The Supreme Court on Friday
refused to entertain aPIL seeking
a nationwide policy providing
menstrual leave for women stu-
dents andworkers, observing no
onewould give them jobs in such
a scenario and that such a provi-
sionwould unintentionally rein-
forcegenderstereotypes.
The top court, however, said

the competent authority may
consider the representation and
examine the possibility of
framing a policy on menstrual
leaveafterconsultingall relevant
stakeholders.
The PIL was accordingly

disposed of with the direction
to the authorities to take an

appropriate decision on the
representation.
“These pleas are made to

createfear, tocallwomeninferior,
that menstruation is something
badhappening to them..this
is an affirmative right...
but think about the
employer who needs to
givepaidleave,”abench
comprising Chief Jus-
tice SuryaKant and Jus-
ticeJoymalyaBagchisaid.
The benchwas hearing a

PILfiled by ShailendraMani Tri-
pathi.
During the hearing, the Chief

Justice raised concerns about the
potential social consequences of
mandating menstrual leave
throughlegislation.
He observed that such pleas

could unintentionally reinforce
stereotypesaboutwomen.
Senior advocate M R Sham-

shad, appearing for the
petitioner, pointed out that cer-

tain states and institu-
tions have already
taken steps to accom-
modate menstrual
leave.
He cited the

example of Kerala,
where relaxation has

been introduced in
schools, and added that several
private companies have volun-
tarily provided such leave to
employees.
Responding to this, the CJI

said voluntary policieswerewel-
come but cautioned against
making such provisions manda-

torythroughlaw.
“Voluntarilygivenisexcellent.

Themomentyousayit iscompul-
soryinlaw,nobodywillgivethem
jobs.Nobodywilltaketheminthe
judiciary or government jobs;
their careerwill beover.Theywill
say you should sit at home after
informingeveryone,”theCJIsaid.
Thebenchalsohighlightedthe

potentialimpactofsuchmeasures
onworkplaceperceptionsandthe
professionalgrowthofwomen.
Takingnoteofthepetitioner’s

submissions, thebenchsaid that
the petitioner had alreadymade
a representation to the relevant
authorities.
The bench stated that it was

notnecessaryfor thepetitionerto
repeatedly approach the court
seekingamandamus.
