transportation challenges persisted, limiting our growth in volumes sold.

Outlook: The transport situation is easing out, albeit, gradually

*  Overall capacity utilization improved to ~54%in H1 FY22
from ~41% in FY21

volumes in Q2FY22 stood marginally lower on YoY basis at
