KARUR STAMPEDE | Truth will come out, says Vijay, accuses Stalin of taking 
‘revenge’; TN govt releases videos to allege violation of norms by TVK

The September 27 Karur 
stampede at actor-politician 
Vijay's rally escalated into a 
DMK vs TVK slugfest on 
Tuesday, with the top star tak-
ing on Chief Minister M K Sta-
lin by accusing him of taking 
"revenge" on him and assert-
ing that the "truth will come 
out", and the state govern-
ment releasing videos on the 
sequence of events during the 
rally to allege violation of 
norms by his party. 

Shortly after Vijay issued a 
video statement, saying that 
the DMK government may do 
anything to him, but should 
not touch TVK party people, 
senior state officials held a 
press conference where they 
made a presentation on the 
sequence of events that un-
folded in the western Tamil 
Nadu district before and dur-
ing the stampede in which 41 
people have died and over 60 
were injured. 

Talking to reporters later, 
senior DMK leader and Lok 
Sabha MP Kanimozhi said the 
wails and tears of the affected 
persons were unending. 

The DMK government im-
mediately stood with the 
people, she said, and faulted 
Vijay for leaving the place 

after the stampede. As a 
political party leader, he 
should not have done that, 
she said. 

"Leaving the place without 
even saying comforting 
words and mindful of his own 
security---according to me, 
this is unprecedented," she 
told reporters. 

"You may do anything to 
me, but don't touch my party 
people," Vijay said in the wake 
of his party colleagues, in-
cluding senior leaders Bussy 
N Anand and C T R Nirmal 
Kumar, facing a police case in 
connection with the stam-
pede in Karur district, located 
about 400 km from the state 
capital Chennai. 

Meanwhile, a panel of 
NDA MPs constituted by the 
BJP, and headed by party 
MP from Mathura, Hema 
Malini, visited the stampede 
site and also spoke to the in-

jured recuperating in a hos-
pital. The panel questioned 
the choice of venue allotted 
to Vijay for the September 27 
rally, which he addressed 

from atop a vehicle. 
Although Vijay had re-

sponded to the incident on 
Saturday itself, hours after the 
stampede happened, sym-

pathising with the victims' 
families and promising com-
pensation, he uploaded a de-
tailed video response on his 
'X' page on Tuesday. 
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I didn't visit Karur as 
it would lead to an 
unusual situation. I 
will meet you 
(families of victims, 
the injured) soon

The written exam for the re-
cruitment of sub-inspectors in 
Odisha Police was postponed 
for the third time on Tuesday, 
prompting Leader of Opposi-
tion Naveen Patnaik to de-
scribe it as a "systemic failure." 
The written test of the Com-
bined Police Service Examin-
ation-2024 was scheduled to 
be held on October 5 and 6, 
said the statement issued by 
the Odisha Police Recruit-
ment Board (OPRB). 

"In view of some unfore-
seen development, the Board 
decided to postpone the 
Written Examination CPSE-
2024, which was earlier 
scheduled to be held on 
05.10.2025 & 06.10.2025. Fresh 
date will be announced later," 
it added. While the OPRB was 
tightlipped over the reason 
behind the postponements, 
sources said the decision was 
taken after irregularities were 
detected. 

Meanwhile, Patnaik ex-
pressed "shock" over the fre-
quent cancellation of the 
recruitment examination.

Objecting to the petition 
filed by jailed actor Dar-
shan regarding poor jail fa-
cilities, Special Public 
Prosecutor (SPP) Prasanna 
Kumar submitted to the 
court on Tuesday that 
prison authorities cannot 
provide a luxury bed inside 
the jail to Darshan.  

Following Darshan’s 
statement to the court on 
September 25 that prison 
authorities had failed to 
provide facilities even after 
a court order, the 57th 
Sessions Court summoned 
the Superintendent of Ben-
galuru Central Prison. The 
arguments and counter-ar-
guments are progressing 
in the court over Darshan's 
petition. 

SPP Prasanna Kumar 
submitted documents con-
taining details of the facil-
ities provided to Darshan as 
per the court’s order and 
the jail manual. Strongly 
opposing this, Darshan’s ad-
vocate Sunil argued that his 
client had not demanded a 
golden cot. “They have only 
given him a tumbler, a 
glass, and a mat. The prison 
authorities have not under-
stood the court’s direc-
tions,” he said.

Bihar politics witnessed a 
fresh storm on Tuesday after 
Jan Suraj Party national presi-
dent Uday Singh sent a 
strongly worded letter to 
Prime Minister Narendra 
Modi, demanding immediate 
action against Deputy Chief 
Minister and senior BJP 
leader Samrat Chaudhary 
over his alleged role in the 
1995 Launa Parsa massacre. 

The move follows a state-
ment by Jan Suraj party chief 
Prashant Kishor, who an-
nounced on Monday that such 
a letter would be dispatched to 
the Prime Minister. 

In his letter, Uday Singh 
cited government records to 
allege that Samrat Chaudhary 
is named as an accused in Case 
No. 44/1995 at Tarapur Police 
Station, relating to the Launa 
Parsa massacre of March 28, 
1995, in which six members of 
the Kushwaha community 
were killed. 

According to Singh, Chaud-
hary was arrested and jailed 
for several months, with his 
bail rejected twice. 

He was released after claim-

ing minor status, allegedly 
using his matriculation admis-
sion card to show he was 15 
years old at the time. 

However, Singh highlighted 
a key discrepancy in Choud-
hary's election affidavits that 
he had filed in 2020. Chaud-
hary declared his year of birth 
as 1969, which would have 
made him 26 years old in 1995, 
not a minor.

Tuesday.

A devastating accident oc-
curred at the Ennore Thermal 
Power construction site in 
Tamil Nadu, where a steel arch 
collapsed, resulting in the 
deaths of nine workers on 
Tuesday. 

According to Dr J Radhak-
rishnan, Chairman of the 
Tamil Nadu Generation and 
Distribution Corporation 
(TANGEDCO), these workers 

were from Assam and the sur-
rounding areas.  

"There was an unfortunate 
incident at the Ennore Ther-
mal Power construction site 
where a steel arch fell and nine 
people died. These people 
were from Assam and the sur-
rounding areas. One person is 
injured. BHEL officials are 
present at the spot," Radhak-
rishnan told reporters. 

The preliminary reports in-
dicate that one worker suf-
fered serious injuries. The 

injured individuals were taken 
to Stanley Government Hospi-
tal in North Chennai. 

"More than 10 others were 
seriously hurt in the collapse 
incident. The victims have 
been rushed to Stanley Gov-
ernment Hospital in North 
Chennai. The exact cause of 
the accident is yet to be deter-
mined. Rescue operations are 
ongoing, and authorities have 
launched an investigation into 
the incident," said Avadi Police 
Commissionerate.

No one involved in acts of viol-
ence here on September 24 
would be spared, Ladakh Lt 
Governor Kavinder Gupta said 
on Tuesday, as he inquired 
about the condition of more 
than 100 security personnel who 
were injured in the attacks by 
protesters. 

Chairing a high-level security 
review meeting to assess the 
prevailing law and order situ-
ation in the Union Territory 
here this evening, the Lt Gov-
ernor directed senior police of-
ficials to identify and take strict 
action against those responsible 
for "disturbing peace". 

Four people were killed and 
scores of others were injured in 
intense clashes amid a shut-
down on Wednesday. Over 60 
persons, including Sonam 
Wangchuk, the face of the agita-
tion in support of the demand 
for statehood and the extension 
of the Sixth Schedule, were de-
tained. Wangchuk, a renowned 
climate activist, is currently 
lodged in a jail in Rajasthan 
under the National Security Act. 

"No one involved in acts of vi-

olence will be spared. Law will 
take its firm course, and those 
trying to disrupt communal 
harmony will face stringent ac-
tion," the Lt Governor said, ad-
dressing the meeting. 

Chief Secretary Pawan Kot-
wal, Director General of Police S 
D Singh Jamwal, senior officers 
of the Army, CRPF, and district 
administration attended and 
briefed the LG on the latest de-
velopments, security prepared-
ness, and inter-agency 
coordination to ensure peace 
and order in the region.

Congress leader Rahul Gan-
dhi on Tuesday demanded a 
“fair judicial inquiry” into 
the deaths which took place 
during the violence in Leh 
on September 24. 

Terming these “murders”, 
the Leader of Opposition in 
Lok Sabha wrote in a post 

on “X” that, “Our demand is 
that there must be a fair 
judicial inquiry into these 
murders that took place in 
Ladakh, and the guilty must 
be given the strictest poss-
ible punishment.” 

He also called out to 
Prime Minister Narendra 
Modi in the matter saying, 
“Modi ji, you have betrayed 
the people of Ladakh. They 
are demanding their rights, 
engage in dialogue - stop the 
politics of violence and fear.” 

Gandhi also shared the 
video of a former soldier, 
whose son was killed during 
the violence. “Father a sol-
dier, son also a soldier - 
those whose blood runs 
with patriotism.” He 
charged that, “Yet, the BJP 
government took the life of 
the country's brave son by 
shooting him, just because 
he stood up for Ladakh and 
his rights. The father's 
pained eyes are just asking 
one question - is this the re-
ward for serving the 
country today?”
