NATO unveils billions in
arms deals to mollify Don

AP

ANKARA

President Donald Trump ar-
rived in Ankara on Tuesday
afternoon for the two-day
NATO summit, as the military
alliance announced multi-bil-
lion-dollar arms deals to ap-
pease the critical US leader.

To demonstrate its capabil-
ities, NATO showcased major
hardware upgrades. NATO
Secretary-General Mark Rutte
announced a 10-nation con-
sortium deal with Swedish
manufacturer Saab for 10 new
GlobalEye surveillance aircraft
to replace its half-century-old
radar planes.

Additional ~ multi-nation
contracts include purchasing
Airbus refueling planes and
Triton surveillance drones,
partially funded by up to $170
billion in EU defence loans.

The industry display follows
Rutte's recent pitch highlight-
ing $1.2 trillion in non-US allied
spending since 2017.

Trump, however, remained
unmoved, citing his dissatis-
faction with European allies
refusing to join the Iran war he

launched with Israel.

"We don't need their
money," Trump said, adding, "I
just want loyalty".

The summit centers on a

"NATO 3.0" reboot, where the
Pentagon expects Europe to
assume primary responsibility
for its own defence, freeing US
resources for China and the
Indo-Pacific.

This transition comes amid
rising concerns over potential
Russian hybrid attacks and in-
ternal fiscal strains, under-
scored by UK Defence
Secretary John Healey's recent
resignation over spending li-
mits.

Regional rivalries also over-
shadowed the event. Israeli
Prime Minister Benjamin Net-
anyahu urged Washington to
halt potential F-35 fighter jet
sales to Turkey, claiming Erdo-
gan openly calls for Israel's an-
nihilation.

Turkey had been barred
from the F-35 project in 2019,
but Trump has hinted at re-
suming sales.

US prez mused
slashing US
troops deployed
in Europe

Ankara: This spring, US
President Donald Trump
mused about slashing Ameri-
can forces in Europe by a
third after expressing fury
that European allies refused
to join his military operation
in Iran. Following his re-
marks, the Pentagon abruptly
cancelled two European de-
ployments and pulled 5,000
troops from Germany. De-
fense Secretary Pete Hegseth
initially planned to announce
formal cuts but instead un-
veiled a six-month review of
US forces in Europe after con-
sulting senior administration
officials.

Macron safe after blasts
near hotel in Syrlan capital

DAMASCUS

Explosions rocked Damascus
on Tuesday as France's presi-
dent met with his Syrian
counterpart in a landmark
visit, wounding at least 18
people, Syria's Interior Minis-
try said.

Emmanuel Macron had
entered the presidential pal-
ace to meet Syrian President
Ahmad al-Sharaa when the ex-
plosions happened near the
Four Seasons Hotel, where Sy-
rian media report that the
French president is staying.

An Elysee official said Mac-
ron was safe and that his meet-
ing with al-Sharaa was
continuing. He is the first
major Western leader to visit
Syria since al-Sharaa came to
power and his visit comes be-
fore he heads to a NATO sum-
mit in Ankara, Turkiye.

The explosions are a blow
for al-Sharaa, who came to
power after leading an insur-
gency that ousted Bashar
Assad in 2024.

He has since pushed to as-

sert full control and bring sta-
bility in war-torn Syria, appeal
to minorities skeptical of his Is-
lamist-led rule, and win the
support of Western govern-
ments who were skeptical of
his past as leader of the
formerly al-Qaeda-linked
Hayat Tahrir al-Sham group.
His government has promised
political and economic reform
after decades of autocratic rule.

Macron played a major role
in pushing Europe and the
United States to drop most
sanctions on Syria. He arrived
in the country Monday night
with an economic delegation,
and is scheduled to sign mem-
orandums of understanding
with his counterpart as the
battered country tries to lure
investors to help it rebuild
after 14 years of war.

Syria, France
to reappoint
ambassadors

Damascus: The
presidents of Syria and
France say they have
agreed to reappoint
ambassadors after
more than a decade,
marking a major
restoration of
diplomatic ties for a
country recovering
from years of civil war.
Ahmad al-Sharaa and
Emmanuel Macron
made the
announcement in a
press conference
during the French
leader’s landmark visit
to Damascus. “Our
meeting marks a
historical milestone,” al-
Sharaa said. France had
closed its embassy in
2012 during the civil war
but symbolically
reopened it in early

2025. -AP

Canada picks Germany’s
TKMS for 12 submarines

Canada has selected German
consortium
ThyssenKrupp
Marine Systems
(TKMS) to build
12 cutting-edge
submarines
under one of the country's lar-
gest-ever defence procure-
ments.

On Monday, Prime Minister
Mark Carney announced the
conclusion of a highly com-
petitive bidding war, with the
German firm defeating South
Korean shipbuilder Hanwha
Ocean for the multibillion-dol-
lar contract.

The initiative aims to com-
pletely replace the Royal Cana-
dian Navy’s ageing fleet of four
Victoria-class vessels, three of

which are currently docked
for maintenance. The core
submarine order is valued at
more than $12 billion, but
when factoring in half a cen-
tury of scheduled upkeep and
logistical operations, the final
cost could surpass $70 billion.

These new non-nuclear
stealth vessels are specifically
optimised to navigate the con-
tested waters of the Arctic, en-
suring continuous maritime
surveillance along critical
pathways such as the North-
west Passage.

The acquisition reflects Ca-
nada's broader geopolitical
push to deepen its institutional
ties within NATO. Carney’s ad-
ministration has committed to
an aggressive military spend-
ing roadmap, pledging to allo-
cate 5% of gross domestic
product to defence by 2035.

US fuel blockade triggers
nationwide blackout in Cuba

Cuba suffered a nationwide
blackout on Monday as its na-
tional electrical grid suffered a
total collapse. The energy min-
istry and grid operators are
currently investigating the root
cause of the system failure,
while Energy Minister Vicente
de la O Levy confirmed that
emergency microsystems have
been activated to power vital
public services.

The island's aging electricity
infrastructure has struggled
for years, but the crisis reached
a breaking point after the US
forced Cuba’s main suppliers to
halt oil shipments. On Monday,
Cuba’s President Miguel Diaz-
Canel criticised Washington

on X, accusing the US of block-
ing fuel imports to inten-
tionally induce "a social
explosion through asphyxi-
ation." The ongoing economic
stranglehold has severely de-
teriorated the Cuban economy,
impacting transportation, edu-
cation, and medicine, while
preventing vital tourism.

The US claims its sanctions
are intended to force the
Cuban government to open its
hermetic political system and

allow direct foreign invest-
ment. Although Cuba's Na-
tional Assembly recently
approved economic reforms, a
US State Department spokes-
person dismissed them as
"modest, long overdue and ul-
timately superficial smoke sig-
nals."

Amid the escalating hu-
manitarian crisis, high-level di-
plomatic and intelligence
contacts have occurred. In
May, CIA Director John Rat-
cliffe met Cuba’s spy chiefs in
Havana, and the US Southern
Command commander met
senior Cuban military officials
near Naval Station Guanta-
namo Bay. Washington has ac-
cused Cuba of hosting Russian
and Chinese listening posts, a
claim Cuba strongly denies.

orders probe
as prison riot
toll rises to 27

COLOMBO

The death toll in the Ne-
gombo prison riots rose
to 27 on Tuesday as auth-
orities said the situation
had been brought under
control.

A number of foreign in-
mates were among around
700 prisoners evacuated
safely during the violence,
while the government an-
nounced a three-member
probe headed by a retired
Supreme Court judge to
investigate the incident
and recommend measures
to prevent a recurrence.
Prisons spokesman A C
Gajanayake said the
clashes, which began be-
tween two groups of in-
mates on Sunday,
escalated into an at-
tempted jailbreak on
Monday. The inmates at-
tacked jail officials while
breakfast was being
served.

Tanker set ablaze after being
struck by projectile in Strait

DUBAI

A tanker travelling off the
coast of Oman in the Strait of
Hormuz caught on fire early
Tuesday morning after being
struck by a projectile, the Brit-
ish military said.

The attack was the latest
targeting a vessel moving
through the narrow mouth of
the Persian Gulf, through
which a fifth of all oil and natu-
ral gas traded once passed in
peacetime.

Suspicion over the attack
immediately fell on Iran,
which is suspected of attack-
ing other ships using a route
close to the Omani shore de-
spite warnings from Tehran to
ships that only their route was
safe in the waterway.

Three tankers hit in latest
attacks

Three tankers were struck by
projectiles Tuesday in the
Strait of Hormuz, the British
military said, in the latest at-
tacks targeting vessels moving
through the narrow mouth of

thé Persian Gulf.

The new assaults
threatened to choke off the
flow of traffic in the strait just
as countries hoped to restore
normal shipping practices and
ease the global economic
strain of the war between the
US and Iran.

Court clears Le Pen for 2027 Prez Race

But faces electronic bracelet hurdle

PARIS

A Paris appeals court cleared
the way Tuesday for popular
far-right leader Marine Le Pen
to possibly run for the French
presidency next year but said
she must wear an electronic
bracelet, which she has said is
a1n0-go.

The verdict declared Le Pen
guilty of embezzlement but
softened the ban on her hold-
ing elected office, putting the
ball in her court.

She must now decide
whether campaigning in 2027
with a monitoring bracelet as
part of her sentence to be
served at home is possible.

The verdict appears to be a
partial victory for Le Pen.

It reduced her ban on

handed down last year -- to 45
months, two-thirds of which
are suspended.

It also cut her prison sen-
tence from four years to three,
two of which are suspended.

Still, the remaining year of
prison time, to be served at
home with an electronic
bracelet, remains a potential
hurdle and it's not immedi-
ately clear whether she feels
she can campaign with that
condition.

Le Pen, 57, may share her
thoughts later Tuesday, in an
evening television interview.

She had appealed a March
2025 conviction that found her
and other members of her Na-
tional Rally party guilty of mis-
using European Parliament
funds by paying party staff
with money intended for EU

tween 2004 and 2016.

The lower court sentenced
her to prison time, suspended
pending the ruling from the
appeal court, and imposed a
five-year ban on holding
elected office.

Le Pen has denied any
wrongdoing and still hopes to
mount a fourth bid for the
presidency.

If she decides that she can-
not run with a bracelet, her
protege Jordan Bardella
would replace her. Bardella,
30, is the current president of
the anti-immigration, EU-

Reform UK’s Nigel Farage says he'll quit as lawmaker

London: Reform UK leader
Nigel Farage says he'll quitasa
lawmaker and seek re-election
to clear his name over finan-
cial allegations.

Farage said Tuesday he will
resign from his seat in Parlia-
ment, triggering a special elec-
tion in which he will run.

He said in a broadcast state-
ment that “I have done no-
thing wrong. I have not broken

the law in any way at
all. T have not mis-
used public money.”

Farage is facing a
probe by Parlia-
ment's  standards
watchdog over a 5
million pound (USD
6.7 million) gift from
a Thailand-based cryptocur-
rency billionaire. Opposition
lawmakers are  seeking

another investiga-
tion over donations
from George Cot-
trell, an aristocratic
crypto-gambling
entrepreneur who
served a prison sen-
tence for fraud in the
US.

Extreme heat significantly
increases the risk of hospital
admissions for mental health
conditions among young
people, according to a large
Australian study, highlight-
ing a growing public health
concern linked to climate
change.

"Climate change is already
impacting children and
young people's mental
health in multiple ways,"
said the study's co-author
Cybele Dey, an adolescent
psychiatrist with the Sydney
Children's Hospitals Net-
work, quoted by the Guard-
ian Australia on Tuesday.

Led by the University of
Sydney, the study of 720,000
hospital admissions in the
state of New South Wales, in-
volving people aged up to 24
between 2001 and 2022,
found that when tempera-
tures hit the top 1 per cent of
records, admission risk

doubled in warmer months

and tripled in cooler
months.

The study, published in
the Journal of the American
Academy of Child and Ado-
lescent Psychiatry, projects
that heat-related mental
health admissions could rise
by 6 per cent to 7.7 per cent
by the end of the century as
global temperatures in-
crease, reports Xinhua news
agency.

It captures only the most
severe cases requiring hospi-
tal admission -- such as de-
pression, schizophrenia,
substance misuse, eating dis-
orders and self-harm -- and
excludes emergency and
outpatient visits.
