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Govt likely to give approval to
replace 40,000 old streetlights

The Delhi Government is
likely to give financial
approval to replace 40,000
old streetlights on roads
under the public works
department. In September
last year, the department
announced a plan to replace
conventional sodium (HPSV)
streetlights with modern
smart LED fittings.

Sources said the expendi-
ture for the project is likely to
be placed in the next expen-
diture and finance meeting.
“A proposal is being made by
the department, which will
be put up in the next E and
FC meeting for financial nod.
After that, further work on
inviting tenders and selecting
an agency will be done,”
they said.

Currently, around 96,000
streetlights are managed by
the public works department

(PWD), of which 45,000 still
run on conventional HPSV fit-
tings. “These will now be
systematically replaced with
energy-efficient smart LED
lights, ensuring better illumi-
nation, reduced electricity
consumption and longer lifes-
pan,” sources said.

The expenditure and
finance meeting is usually
headed by the Chief Minister

along with the cabinet and
senior Government officials.

“The Government is also
exploring innovative revenue
models. One such proposal
under active consideration is
the use of poles for advertise-
ment purposes,” another
source added.

According to initial esti-
mates, by switching from
HPSV fittings to smart LEDs

alone, the Delhi Government
expects to save around 331.53
crore annually in electricity
and maintenance costs.
Currently, the PWD spends
roughly around %90 crore
per annum on power bills
and maintenance of street-
lights.

Each smart light will be
connected to a mobile appli-
cation, which will further
be monitored from a cen-
tralised dashboard and
control room at PWD head-
quarters, allowing officials to
monitor performance in real
time, detect faults instantly,
and ensure immediate
repair, the source said.

Under the project, PWD
will also be repairing existing
LED streetlights and adding
features to the existing lights,
including monitoring and an
automatic fault detection
mechanism. The mobile app
is likely to be made accessi-
ble to the public as well.

Film shoots return to the
national capital as pollution
levels ease with the receding
winter.

The applications were
received under the Delhi
Film Policy by the city’s
tourism department, with
one project already begin-
ning its shoot in the capital.

Kartik Aaryan and Shreelila
starrer Naagzilla received
approval to shoot in key
locations that include
Connaught Place, parts of the
Delhi Metro Blue Line,
Paharganj and stretches near
Laxmi Nagar, according to
officials. Other applications
also list similar locations,
such as Connaught Place,
Chandni Chowk, and metro
stations, the official added.
He also said Delhi is set to
host its own film festival on

According to officials, no
applications were received
in December, while three
proposals came in between
October and November.
Prior to that, around 15 appli-
cations have been filed in
total. To attract more pro-
ductions and promote the

film policy, the Delhi Tourism
and Transport Development
Corporation (DTTDC) has
been participating in interna-
tional and domestic industry
events, including the Berlin
Film Festival and WAVES, he
mentioned.

Delhi Film Policy offers a
single-window clearance
system that promises
approvals for film shoots
within 15 days, with DTTDC
acting as its nodal agency.

The Delhi Government had
allocated %3.01 crore last year
forimplementing the policy.
An official said over 20 appli-
cations are expected to be
received through the e-film
clearance portal this year.
DTTDC also said efforts are
underway to develop the
animation, visual effects,
gaming and comics (AVGC)
segment, including plans
to collaborate with the
Ministry of Information and
Broadcasting to set up a
regional centre of the
Indian Institute of Creative
Technologies in Delhi.

Steps are also being
planned to link Delhi’s e-film
clearance system with the
ministry’s India Cine Hub,
alongside upgrading man-
power and maintenance
systems. Publicity material
will be rolled out to raise
awareness about the film
policy, he added.

Delhi to get Common Bio-Medical Waste Treatment Facilities: Sirsa

Delhi will soon get new
Common Bio-Medical
Waste Treatment Facilities
(CBWTFs), Environment
Minister Manjinder Singh
Sirsa said on Wednesday.
The facility aims to strength-
en the Capital’s capacity to
handle rising biomedical
waste.

Chairing a high-level
meeting with officials of the
National Productivity Council
(NPC), the Environment
Department, and the Delhi
Pollution Control Committee
(DPCC), Sirsa reviewed a
detailed framework for
expanding biomedical waste
management infrastructure
in the city. The proposed

plants will be set up on sites
measuring at least 0.5 acres
and will use advanced treat-
ment technology. A tender
for the project will be floated
soon, officials said.

The move comes as Delhi
currently generates around
40 tonnes of biomedical
waste per day across its east,
north, west, south, and
central regions. According
to projections presented at
the meeting, this figure is
expected to rise significant-
ly by 2031.

To address the growing
load, the new CBWTFs are
being planned with a capac-
ity to handle 46 tonnes of
waste per day. Each facility
will be capable of processing
approximately 2,300 kilo-
grams per hour and will

operate for 20 hours daily.

Officials informed the
Minister that earlier, two
facilities catered to all dis-
tricts of Delhi. Under the
new plan, each proposed
facility will cover three dis-
tricts to ensure better and
more focused management
of biomedical waste.

The proposed plants will
be developed in regions cov-
ering the east, northeast,

and Shahdara districts, as
well as the west, southwest,
and central districts.

These facilities will process
segregated biomedical waste
using methods such as auto-
claving, shredding, and
secure landfilling. The aimis
to reduce health hazards
and minimise environmental
impact.

Sirsa said the Government
is committed to inviting
players equipped with
cutting-edge technology that
complies with all statutory
environmental norms. “We
are inviting new partners
with the highest standards of
technology. The tender will
be floated soon,” he said.

He stressed that proper
disposal of biomedical waste
is essential for public health.

“Unmanaged biomedical
waste poses serious risks to
citizens. We are taking deci-
sive steps to counter these
threats,” he said.

The Minister added that
the initiative aligns with the
Delhi Government’s zero-tol-
erance approach to pollution.
He said waste management
forms a central pillar of the
broader environmental
action plan.

To ensure transparency
and accountability, daily
monitoring dashboards will
be set up once the facilities
become operational, officials
said. The expansion of CBWTF
infrastructure is expected to
significantly boost Delhi’s
capacity to manage biomed-
ical waste safely and effi-
ciently in the coming years.

DUTA urges DU to withdraw
month-long ban on protests

The Delhi University Teachers’
Association (DUTA) urged the
university administration to
revisit its order imposing a
month-long ban on public
meetings, processions and
protests on campus, calling
the move undesirable.
Delhi University (DU)
announced the ban, citing
concerns over obstruction of
traffic, threats to safety and
disturbance of public peace on
Tuesday. DUTA, in a letter to
the registrar, said such a com-
prehensive restriction had
“never been imposed in the
history of Delhi University”.

The teachers’ association
also flagged the impact on
scheduled programmes
in the coming month, includ-
ing the DU Flower Show,
annual cultural festivals,
awareness programmes and
Holi Milan events.

“To put a ban on such cul-
tural events is unacceptable.
The university should exempt

this category of sociocultural
events from the purview of
this order,” the letter dated
February 17 said.

While acknowledging that
maintaining peace and
harmony during public gath-
erings is desirable, the teach-
ers’ body said, “A total ban on
open public activities is totally
undesirable,” and asked the
university to reconsider
the decision.

Meanwhile, few DU col-
leges have postponed their
programmes without giving
any concrete reasons. Senior
officials of Ramanujam College
in the south campus con-
firmed that their annual pro-
gramme has been postponed.
