USARTIFICIALINTELLIGENCE 
company Anthropic is extend- 
ing access toits closely guarded

Glasswing, to a select set of 
organisations in India, includ- 
ing key government entities 

that are responsible for safe- 
guarding cybersecurity across 
sectors like banking, telecom, 
and power, The Indian Express 
haslearned. 

Government agencies such 
astheIndian Cyber Crime Coor- 
dination Centre (I4C); Indian 
ComputerEmergencyResponse 
Team (CERT-In); National Criti- 
cal Information Infrastructure 
Protection Centre (NCIIPC);and 
the Department of Telecommu- 
nications’ Digital Intelligence 
Platform (DIP) are among the 
state-owned entities that are 
understood to have received 
access to Anthropic’s advanced 
frontier Al model Mythos. 

Anthropic s also said to have 
extendedaccesstosome cyberse- 
curity-focused research institu- 
tions in India, while discussions 

are underway on providing 
Mythos Preview to dedicated 
cybersecurity and AI teams 
within some of the country's 
largest IT services companies,a 

senior government official said 
on condition of anonymity. This 
move comes as part of 
Anthropic’s announcement that 
it would expand Project Glass- 
wing beyond its initial cohort of 
participants in the US and UK to 
more than 15 countries, includ- 

ingIndia. Underthe programme, 
vetted organisations are granted 
access to Claude Mythos Preview, 

an unreleased Al model that 
Anthropic says is capable of 
identifying critical software vul- 
nerabilities at a level that could 
fundamentally alter the balance 
between cyber attackers and 
defenders. The company has so 
far restricted access to the 
model, citing concerns that its 
capabilities could be misused if 
released publicly. 

The official added that NCI- 
IPC, which falls under the 

National Security Advisor in the 
Prime Minister's Office, and 
CERT-In had requested access to 
Mythostoidentifyvulnerabilities 
within India’s critical infrastruc- 
ture such as banking and power. 
The Indian Express had earlier 
reported that the Indian govern- 
ment was in conversations with 

Anthropic’s senior leadership in 
the US for assistance in gaining 
access tothe model. 

Anthropic did not respond to 
arequest for comment.“Follow- 
ing several weeks of close 
collaboration with our Project 
Glasswing partners, the security 
industry, open-source software 
maintainers,and the US govern- 
ment,we’re extending the part- 
nership to approximately 150 
new organisations.

US FORCES STRUCK Iranian

US Central Command said

Iran's foreign ministry said the 
US action brokean April 8 cease- 
fire,adding that such violations 
showed Washington had no 
intention of reducing tensions. 
Itwarnedthatthe USwould bear 
responsibility for the conse- 
quences of its "illegal actions" 
andany escalation. 

Iran's Revolutionary Guard 
Corps said it had attacked U.S. 
bases in Kuwait and Bahrain in 
retaliation for US strikes and 
fired at four tankers trying to 
cross the strait without its per- 
mission. Kuwait's army said on 
Saturday it engaged seven bal- 
listic missiles that entered the 
country's airspace earlyin the 
morning and passed over sev- 
eral residential areas, resulting 
in the fall of some debris. The 
army added that the Iranian 
attack caused material damage 
but no casualties. In Bahrain 
sirens sounded and residents 
were urged to seek shelter. 

Kuwait and Bahrain con- 
demned the strikes. Kuwait's 
foreign ministry described the 
Iranian attacks, including the 
latest one on Saturday, as "bla- 
tant"aggression that threatened 
citizens, residents, and regional 
security,a ministry statement

Biggest win of my career: Praggnanandhaa

Oslo, June 6 

R PRAGGNANANDHAA 

DESCRIBED his Norway Chess 
triumph as thebiggest achieve- 
mentofhis career,emphasising 
that defeating some of the 
world's strongest players — 
including the great Magnus 
Carlsen — made the title partic- 
ularlymemorable. 

He said the event's extraordi- 
nary strength, with one of the 
highest average ratings ever 
assembled in a tournament, 

added evengreaterweight tohis 
victory. Praggnanandhaa 
became the first Indian towin 
Norway Chess since the tourna- 
ment's inception in 2013, cap- 

ping off alandmark campaign 
by defeating world No. 1 and 
seven-time champion Carlsen 
twice —ararefeatagainstone of 
the game's greatest players. 

His triumph came in an 
exceptionally strong field, with 
all six players in the 'Open'sec- 
tion rated above 2700 and 
Carlsen leading the pack at 
2840,adding further lustre to 

the title. 
"I think this is like (the 

biggest win of my career)...also 
strongerin terms of likeaverage 
rating.I think,becauseyou have 
like some 2600s (rating) in Wijk 
Aan Zee (Tata Steel Chess tour- 
nament). But here it's just the 
top players,"said Praggnanand- 
haa after his final-round win 
over Vincent Keymer, which 
took him to 18 points and held 
off challenges from USA's Wes- 
ley So and France's Alireza 
Firouzja."So,yeah, winning this 
is more special and also like 

addingtoit,Magnuswasthere... 
also winning four (games) in a 
row. So, certainly this will come 
like top,"said Praggnanandhaa, 
whose previousbiggest triumph 
came at the 2025 Tata Steel 
Chess Tournament in Wijk Aan 
Zee,Netherlands. 

Even as Praggnanandhaa 
focused on his game against 
Keymer, his attention would 
have occasionally drifted to the 
other board, where So faced 
Alireza — a classical win for the 
American would have denied 
him the title.

RUSSIAN PRESIDENT VLADIMIR 
Putin has said that any attempt 
to undermine India's sover- 
eigntythrough"threats of sanc- 
tions" would "boomerang 
immediately"underPrime Min- 
ister Narendra Modi's leader- 
ship.Putin made these remarks 
at the annual St Petersburg 
International Economic Forum

"India always acts as a sov- 
ereign country,and under the 
leadership of Prime Minister 
Modi,any potential threats of 
sanctions would boomerang 
immediately,' Putin said. 

Putinsaid thathehasbeenin 
close talks with Prime Minister 
Modi for a long period, while 
recalling the time when the 
Indian leader was banned from 
entering the United States.

forget about it," Putin said. 
"Now that he is (the) prime 
minister, all the sanctions have
