SIR: More than 2.17 crore citizens mapped,
39 crore enumeration forms distributed

MORE THAN 2.17 crorecitizens
have been mapped and 3.9
crore enumeration forms dis-
tributed as part of the Special
Intensive Revision (SIR) of elec-
toral rolls which began a week
ago across Gujarat, officials said
on Tuesday. The enumeration
phase of the SIR began on No-
vember 4 and it will continue
till December 4. During the

month-long exercise, over
50,000 BLOs (booth-level of-
ficers) will cover nearly 5 crore
voters across the state and dis-
tribute copies of pre-filled enu-
meration forms, said a release
by the office of Gujarat Chief
Electoral Officer (CEO) Hareet
Shukla.

“At present, atotal of 50,963
booth-level officers are dili-
gently performing their duties
in all the districts across the
state,” accordingto the release.

According to the updated
electoral rolls, a total of 5.08
crore voters are registered in
the state. Of these, mapping of
more than 2.17 crore citizens
hasbeen completed, while 390
crore enumeration forms have
been distributed, informed the
CEO’s office. Under the gui-
dance of ECIand led by Gujarat
CEO Shukla, his team is in
touch with Election Officers,
Deputy DEOs and Voter Regis-
tration Officers across the state.

FOUR ARRESTED

Oncinjuredin police
shootoutin Navsari

Accused involved in transporting
weapons & planning crimes: Police

AT LEAST one person was in-
jured after being hit by a bul-
let, in a shootout between al-
leged gangsters and the State
Monitoring Cell (SMC) of
Gujarat Police in Navsari dis-
trict’s Bilimora town.

Two rounds each were fired by
the accused and police.

Deputy Inspector General
(DIG) Nirlipt Rai of the SMC on
Tuesday morning confirmed
the shootout, stating, "On No-
vember 11 morning, an inci-
dent of cross-firing occurred
between the accused persons
and the State Monitoring Cell
(SMC) team at Bilimora, Nav-
sari district."

During the exchange, one
accused person sustained in-
juries, and the SMC team ar-
rested four accused persons,
including Yashsingh Sunder-
singh of Haryana, Rishabh
Ashok Sharma of Madhya Pra-
desh, and Manish Kaluram

Kumawat and Madan Gopi-
ram Kumawat, both residents
of Rajasthan.

The SMC said they seized
three country-made pistols
and twenty-seven live rounds
from the possession of the ac-
cused.

The situation was subse-
quently brought under control
and the accused were taken
for treatment.

Officials said an FIR would
be filed in the case at the
SMC police station in Gandhi-
nagar.

The accused are likely to be
booked for attempt to murder
and under the Arms Act amid
other sections, sources said.
Further investigation is
underway.

According to a statement
by SMC SP Mayur Chavda, “In-
spector C H Panara had re-
ceived information that dan-
gerous persons from
neighbouring states had en-
tered Gujarat with illegal
weapons, and so the SMC

team reached the Mahadev
Temple in Gandevi, where
they spotted the four men.”

On spotting the police per-
sonnel, one of the four men al-
legedly fired two shots at the
SMC vehicle, after which PI C
H Panara fired two shots from
his government-issued pistol.
One of Inspector Panara’s bul-
lets allegedly hit Yashsingh
Sundersingh in the leg.

The statement said, “The
four men attempted to escape
but the SMC team successfully
managed to apprehend all of
them within the premises of
the parking lot itself.”

During questioning, they
learnt that Yashsingh and Ri-
shabh had allegedly trans-
ported weapons across state
lines from MP and had
reached Navsari by train.

THE UKAI dam has in 2025 generated 541.467 mil-
lion units of hydro power, the highest in the last five

years, according to an official.

Ukai Dam Deputy Executive Engineer, Mayank
Rathod, said, “The water stock with the Ukai Dam is
sufficient for the yearly requirements of irrigation,
drinking purposes for SMC and Hazira industries.
Thisyear, 541.467 million units of power were gener-
ated through hydro power generation, which is the

highest.”

An official at the Ukai dam said the start of the
monsoon season marked the beginning of water in-
flow from upper catchment areas in the dam, which
commenced on June 18, 2025. The water storage in
thedam -asrecorded on18 June 18,2025 -was 314.63

feet (3,111.44 MCM).

The dam authorities had begun reading and gen-
erating hydro power units from September 18 on-

wards.

Sources say during the monsoon season, the auth-
orities discharge water keeping in mind the dam’s
present level of water and the inflow of water from
upper catchment areas in Maharashtraand Madhya

Pradesh.
