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Civil hospital
doctorsremove
battery from
infant’s food pipe

DOCTORS AT the Ahmedabad
Civil Hospital recently re-
trieved a battery from the
oesophagus of a five-month-
old baby, the hospital author-
itiessaid on Friday. The doctors
found that chemical leaching
from the battery had also
caused ulcers in the upper part
ofthe child's food pipe.

The child had swallowed a
button cell while playing a few
days ago. His parents took him
to a private hospital after he
continued coughing for several
days. An X-ray showed that a
round foreign body was stuck
in his esophagus. The parents
thenrecalled that the child was
playing with asmall button cell,
and he was taken to the Ahme-
dabad Civil Hospital.

The ENT and paediatric sur-
gery departmentsimmediately
carried out an endoscopy
procedure.

Dr Rakesh Joshi, Medical
Superintendent and HOD of
paediatric surgery, said, “If the
cell had not been removed on
time, there was a possibility of
perforation in the esophagus
due to the battery chemical,
and the child's condition
would have become ex-
tremely critical. The child was
immediately brought to the
civil hospital from a private
hospital and the team of doc-
tors succeeded in averting this
risk through complex manage-
ment and surgical procedures.”

After a successful oper-
ation, the child was discharged
with necessary medicines to
heal the ulcers. After 15 days,
the follow-up endoscopy
showed that the esophageal
wall had healed completely,
doctors said.

BLO dies of ‘heart attack’, kin &
colleagues blame ‘SIR workload’

At least five BLOs in Gujarat have died of ‘heart attack’ in past few days

IN ANOTHER incident of a
Booth Level Officer (BLO) alleg-
edly suffering a fatal heart at-
tack in Gujarat, Dineshkumar
Raval (50), principal of the Gov-
ernment Primary Girls’ School
inSudasanavillage of Satlasana
taluka, Mehsana, died in the
early hours on Friday.

Raval’s family and col-
leagues alleged he died around
2:30 am while working on
the online uploading process
for the ongoing Special Inten-
sive Revision (SIR) of the
electoral roll.

Akhil Bhartiya Rashtriya
Shaikshik Mahasangh Gujarat
president Mitesh Bhatt
claimed, “Dineshbhai was
workinglate Thursday night —
the only time when the server
works and when most BLOs are
forced to work. He was upload-
ing entries around 2 am when
he complained of uneasiness
and chest pain.”

In the past few days, over
five BLOs in Gujarat have died

Dineshkumar Raval was 50

of “heart attack.”

Raval had been posted at
the Sudasana Government Pri-
mary Girls’ School since 2001
and had been serving as a BLO
for over15years. His colleagues
said he had completed nearly
77 per cent of verification work
for his booth, which has around
800 voters. The other two
booths in Sudasana have al-
most 90 per cent completion.

His family alleged he had
been “deprived of proper sleep
since the start of the SIR
exercise.”

Govindsinh Barad (48),

principal of the Government
Primary Boys’ School in the
samevillage, said, “Around 2:30
am, hefelt chest pain and woke
up the family.They called a
local friend andrushed him to
Vadnagar Civil Hospital, 32 km
away, but he was declared
dead.” Barad added, “Since he
knew almost everyone in the
village, there was no pressure of
verification. But the server
issueisamajor hindrance. The
server remains down during
the day, so uploading can only
be done at night. He had been
working at 1-2 am for the last
three to fourdays.” Ravalis sur-
vived by his wife, ason and two
daughters. His son and elder
daughter are pursuing post-
graduation; his youngest
daughter is in Class III. Suda-
sana booth numbers 1, 2 and 3
have 1,092, 1,042 and around
800 voters respectively.

Aam Aadmi Party’s
Mehsanadistrict president Jay-
devsinh Chavda, in a state-
ment, said Raval died due to
“stress” from BLO duties. “He
used to upload forms till late

night, wake up early, teach
children and then work as a
BLO. Due to all this stress, he
sadly passed away,” he said.

Chavda claimed that one
BLO has died by suicide, over
six have died of “heart attack”,
and more than 20 are at present
hospitalised. He urged the Elec-
tion Commission to extend the
SIR deadline and asked the Gu-
jarat government to deploy ad-
ditional staffto assist BLOs and
share the online workload.

On November 21, a govern-
ment primary school teacher
workingasaBLOin Kodinar —
the Assembly constituency of
Education Minister Pradyu-
man Vaja—died by suicide, cit-
ing “stress” from SIR duties.
Early on that day, Arvindkumar
Muljibhai Vadhel, of age, a gov-
ernment primary school
teacher at Chhara Kanya Pri-
mary School and a resident of
Devali village, allegedly died by
suicide on November 21 early
morning. He left an purported
suicide note addressed to his
wife that directly blamed the
SIR work, citing “exhaustion”.

On intercepting the ambu-
lance, the police found a stash
of 928 bottles of IMFL stashed
under the stretcher meant for
patients and covered with a
green hospital cloth. However,
the driver managed to escape
from the spot.

"Wage cut’ message
triggers strike at Surat
diamond company

HUNDREDS OF diamond
polishersemployed with Surat-
based Greenlab Diamond Com-
pany - that produces lab-
grown diamonds - struck work
for afew hours Friday following
a circulated message pur-
portedly saying they would face
awage cut. They returned to
work after intervention from
the management.

This is the same firm that
manufactured the lab-grown
diamonds that Prime Minister
Narendra Modi gifted to the
former first lady of the United
States, Jill Biden, during his Ja-
nuary 2025 visit.

Experts in the diamond in-
dustry said the Greenlab dia-
mond firm at Ichhapore, Surat
city, is among the bigger firms
in the lab-grown diamond in-
dustry. The company grows
diamonds, cuts and polishes
them, and sets them in jewel-
lery. In addition to domestic
sales, the company also exports
to foreign markets.

Sources among diamond
cutters said a message circu-
lated within the company that
the management firm had cut
regular per-carat wages. The
news spread like wildfire, as a
result of which, diamond
cutters reached the company
gate on Friday morning and
staged a demonstration de-
manding restoration of wages.
There are around 1,500 workers
and roughly per carat cutting
wage is around Rs. 200.

The company management
immediately rushed to the fac-
tory on Friday morning and
discussed the issue with the
management staff. Laterinthe
afternoon, the company man-
agersbroadcast voice messages

Polishers resumed
work afterthe
management

intervened &
assured allworkers
via voice message
that therewould
benowage cut

on the mobile phones of all the
diamond workers staging pro-
tests outside the company, stat-
ingthat there would be nowage
cut. The diamond artisans en-
tered the company and, after
talking to the management
staff, continued their work.

Talking to The Indian Ex-
press, Greenlab LLP director
Smit Patel said, “We are really
disappointed with the incident
which has happened for the
first time in our firm. I spoke
with the management and the
diamond cutters, and later, the
matter was resolved. A small
misunderstanding hasbeenre-
solved, and the diamond arti-
sans are now back to work.
There was a discussion among
management about the inven-
tory side and other aspects of
the company. Somebody seems
to have spread misinformation,
which resulted in the incident.”

Diamond Workers' Union
Gujarat vice president Bhavesh
Tank said, “After Diwali, a
growthisseeninthe demand of
the Lab Grown Diamond in-
dustry in the domestic and in-
ternational market. The com-
pany's owners should also
ensure that the diamond
workers, who have been facing
financial problems over the last
couple of years due to poor
market demand, are paid suffi-
cient salaries when the market
isin good condition.”

Studentsclash
atengineering
college: Police

TWO GROUPS of students at L
D College of Engineering
(LDCE) in Ahmedabad con-
fronted each other on their hos-
tel premises and the police
were informed about the
“scuffle” on Friday.

However, the studentslater
reached a “compromise” and
no complaint was filed, police
said.

Although two students
from Kashmir initially alleged
that a group of around 40
“masked assailants” attacked
them, police told The Indian
Express later on Friday that it
was a fight between two groups
of students and clarified that
there were Kashmiri students
in both groups.

Inspector S R Bawa of the
Gujarat University police sta-
tion said, “The clash was the
fallout of an argument over the
'removal' of some students
from a WhatsApp group.”

The college authorities
termed the incident, which
happened around 5 pm, as a
“tussle between youngsters
over an ego issue.”

The college principal N N
Bhuptani said, “It was a minor
scuffle between two groups of
boys over an ego issue. Prelim-
inary enquiries revealed that
the Kashmiri boy was not the
target, but his roommate, who
isfrom Gujarat, was. When one
groupdid not find him, theyal-
legedly targeted the Kashmiri
boy.” He has not suffered any
serious injuries. We have not
received any complaint,”
Bhuptani added.

The passageways and the
entrance of the hostel building
has CCTV installed while ten-
dering process is on for other
places, college authorities
said.
