Zee Q1 revenue falls on ad woes

ZEE ENTERTAINMENT IS “cau-
tiously optimistic” about its
advertising outlook in FY26
after the company reported a
149 year-on-year (y-o-y) drop
in June quarter (Q1) revenue to
%1,825 crore on Tuesday. Net
profit for the quarter rose 22%
y-0-ytoX144 crore,led bylower
costs and a one-off loss in the
year-ago period.

“We don’t change our guid-
ance mid-year. We will work
towards ourguidance of 8-10%
increaseinadvertising revenue
for FY26,” Punit Goenka, CEO,
Zee Entertainment,said during
apost-earnings call on Tuesday.
Goenka also noted that consol-
idation in the media industry
offered advantages rather than
disadvantages.

Eternal rallies on
Blinkit boost

ON THE BACK of the perfor-
mance of its quick commerce
arm, Blinkit, which for the first
time, outpaced the food deliv-
ery business Zomato in net
order value (NOV) in the April-
June quarter, shares of parent
Eternal, climbed to a record
high on Tuesday. Brokerages
largelyviewed the quarter pos-
itively, pointing to Blinkit’s
accelerating growth and
improving margins.

As reported, on an overall
basis, the company posted a
sharp 90% year-on-year drop
in net profit. Eternal shares on
Tuesday ended the day at
X299.85 on the BSE, up
10.56%, supported by strong
analyst commentary and
increasing investor confidence
in Blinkit.

Net profit fell to 25 crore
from X253 crore ayear earlier,
missing estimates. However,
consolidated revenue rose
70% year-on-yeartoRs 7,167
crore, driven by significant
growth in both Blinkit and the
food delivery segments. Blinkit
contributed 2,400 crore in
revenue, surpassing Zomato’s
Rs 2,261 crore, and now
accounts for nearly half of
Eternal’s $10 billion annu-
alised net order value (NOV)

PACKING A PUNCH
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across B2Cbusinesses.

The company added 243
new Blinkit stores during the
quarter, taking the total to
1,544, and has set a target of
2,000 stores by end-2025.
Blinkit’s NOV rose 127% year-
on-year to 39,203 crore,com-
pared to a more modest 13%
growth in Zomato’s food deliv-
ery NOVto X8,967 crore. Man-
agement said margins in quick
commerce have started to
improve,with some cities oper-
ating at over 2.5%, and reiter-
atedlong-termtargets of 5-6%.

Brokerage firm, Jefferies
upgraded the stock to ‘buy’and
raised its price target to 400
per share. “Progress in quick
commerce suggests that our
concerns on competition were
unfounded. The worst of the
competitive intensity seems to
bebehind us,’itsaid initsreport.

Initial benchmarks indicate
impressive performance.Aryab-
hata 1.0 scored 90.2% on JEE
MainApril 2025 papers,outper-
forming OpenAI’s GPT-40 and
GPT-4.1,which scored 43.55%
and 80.44% respectively.
