tions, when lakhs gather
across the city.

The message, sent to the
traffic police's helpline, men-
tioned the name of a group
called 'Lashkar-e-Jihadi'. A
case was registered at Worli
police station under the
provisions of the Bharatiya
Nyaya Sanhita.

‘Nude gang’ horror

Panic has gripped Daurala
village in Meerut district of
Uttar Pradesh after a fourth
incident allegedly linked to
the so-called ‘nude gang’
came to light on Saturday.

They arrive naked and
drag women to deserted
areas, spreading panic
among women. Considering
the seriousness of the
matter, the police have
started an investigation. No
suspect has been caught yet,
but officials are monitoring
the area using drones.

Locals claim that at least
four such incidents have oc-
curred in the past few days.

Drones are being used to
monitor the area.

As per sources, in the la-
test case, two men allegedly
attempted to drag a woman
into a field while she was
travelling alone to work in
Bharaala  village. The
woman screamed and man-
