TheAllahabadHighCourthasreit-
erated that a joint bank account
holder who has not signed a dis-
honouredchequecannotbepros-
ecuted under Section 138 of the
NegotiableInstruments(NI)Act.In
Madhu Singh vs State of UP, the
courtquashedproceedingsagainst
MadhuSingh, ruling that criminal
liability in cheque-bounce cases
appliesonly to thecheque’s signa-
tory. The cheques, worth ~8 lakh,
were issued from a joint account.
But only co-accused Rahul Thind
had signed them.MadhuSingh, a
jointaccountholder,hadnorole.

Rightsdependonmandate
Joint account holders get oper-
ational rights depending on the
mandate chosen at the time of
accountopening.Under“eitheror
survivor”, anyholder canoperate
the account independently. The
survivor can continue to access it
after the co-holder’s death.Under
‘former or survivor’, only the pri-
maryholderhasoperationalrights
duringtheirlifetime,whilethesur-
vivorgainsaccess later.
‘Anyone or survivor’, usually

used for accounts with multiple
holders, allows any one holder to
transact independently. The sur-
viving holders retain access after

one holder’s death. A ‘jointly’
mandaterequiresthesignaturesof
allholdersforeverytransaction.In
thiscase,allsignatoriesfaceliabil-
ityifthechequegetsdishonoured.

Access isnotownership
Therighttooperateajointaccount
is separate from owning the
money in it. “A joint account is an
administrative arrangementwith
the bank anddoes not determine
beneficial ownership or override
successionlaws,”saysSanjayRego,
principalassociate,IndiaLawLLP.
Legal ownership refers to the

names on the account. Beneficial
ownership determines who owns
themoney.Survivorshiprightson-
lydecidewhocanaccessor collect
thefundsafteraco-holder’sdeath.
Survivorship clauses donot over-
ride inheritance or succession
rightsafteraholder’sdeath.

Liabilitydependson
roleandconsent
A joint account holder’s liability
depends on the signature, man-
date and contractual terms. “In
cheque-bounce cases under Sec-
tion 138 of the NI Act, only
the cheque signatory can face
criminal liability, as reaffirmed in
AparnaAShah(2013),” saysRego.
Liability can become joint in

cases involving loans, overdrafts,

or borrowing against fixed
deposits, which require the con-
sent of all holders. “Joint account
holders may also be collectively
bound by liability clauses con-
tained in the account opening
agreement,” saysRego.
Liability for fraudulent online

transactions usually rests on the
holder whose credentials were
used,unlessanotherholderiscom-
plicit. Abankmay freezeor attach
theentireaccount foroneholder’s
duesthroughset-off,taxrecoveryor
courtorders,eveniftheotherholder
hasnoroleinthetransaction.
“Under the Prevention of

MoneyLaunderingAct (PMLA), a
holder who knowingly benefits
from unlawful transactions may
face liability regardless of cheque
signatures,” saysVipinUpadhyay,
partner, King Stubb & Kasiva,
AdvocatesandAttorneys.

MeetKYCandtaxobligations
All joint account holders must
complywithKnowYourCustomer
(KYC)requirements.“Eachholder
must update changes in personal
details, and comply with re-KYC
requirements, failing which the
account may face restrictions,”

saysUpadhyay.
Tax deducted at source (TDS)

from a joint account is usually
deductedagainst thefirstholder’s
permanent account number
(PAN).But tax liabilitydependson
whoownsorcontributedthefunds.
“Interest income must be

reported by the beneficial owner.
Clubbingprovisionsmayapply in
certain cases, such as transfers
betweenspouses,”saysUpadhyay.
Unreported income or unex-
plained high-value deposits in
joint accounts can attract income
taxscrutinyandnotices.

Use jointaccountsselectively
A joint account is useful when
holders need genuine shared
access to money. It can help in
managing household expenses,
childcare, or providing parental
support. It can also help pool
moneyforacommongoal.
“In matters involving bank

recovery proceedings or civil dis-
putes,a jointholdermayface legal
or financial implications. There-
fore, it is generally advisable to
avoid adding relatives as joint
holders in accounts used for the
primaryholder’sbusinessorcom-
mercial transactions,” says Sneha
Jaisingh,partnerandpracticelead,
disputes,Bharucha&Partners.
Read all account documents,

ask questions, and conduct basic
due diligence before agreeing to
become a joint holder. Check
whether the account is linked
to any loans, liabilities or
business transactions.
“Documenting the purpose of

the joint account and regularly
monitoring account activity
canhelp identifypotential risksat
anearlystage,”saysJaisingh.

The outperformance of the Nifty
India Consumption index —
downaround8percentcompared
with the Nifty 50’s nearly 10 per
centdeclinesofar incalendaryear
(CY) 2026 — may come under
pressure amid a gradual rise in
fuel prices, analysts say.
Petrol and diesel prices have

risenbyacumulative~3.9per litre
each over the past few days fol-
lowing thewar inWest Asia. Ana-
lysts believe the increase could
push inflation higher and force
companies topass on rising input
costs to consumers, hurting
demand across staples and dis-
cretionary categories.
Companieshavealreadybegun

raising prices. On May 13, Amul
andMotherDairy—India’s largest
dairy product retailers —
increased milk prices by ~2 per
litre. Modern Bread raised prices
by ~5 per pack on basic variants
last week. Britannia and Wibs
(Western India Baker’s Associ-
ation)arealsoexpectedtoincrease
prices, according to reports.
Even so, inflation has not

become amajor concern yet, said
Chokkalingam G, founder and
head of research at Equinomics
Research. “If the West Asia war
and the stalemate around the
Strait of Hormuz continue for
another quarter, inflation could
become a structural issue rather
thana transitoryproblem. In such
a scenario, companies may fully
pass on higher input costs to con-
sumers, which could trigger
demand destruction. Consump-
tion—bothstaplesanddiscretion-
ary — stocks will react
accordingly,” he said.

Consumption-driven com-
panies such as ITC, Maruti
Suzuki, Godrej Consumer Prod-
ucts, Mahindra & Mahindra,
InterGlobe Aviation, Indian
Hotels Company, Britannia
Industries, United Spirits, Asian
Paints, and Hindustan Unilever
have declined by as much as 23
per cent so far inCY2026, accord-
ing toAceEquity data.
Analysts at Motilal Oswal

Financial Services also see the
near-term outlook for the con-
sumersector turningcautiousasa
fresh inflation cycle threatens the
recoverymomentum seen earlier
in 2026. While companies have
initiatedmid- to high-single-digit
price hikes across select cat-
egories, these increasesmayoffset
cost pressures only if crude oil
prices remain around $85 per
barrel. Any sustained rise beyond
that level could force furtherprice
increases, potentially affecting
consumptionvolumes.
From an investment perspec-

tive, analysts say consumption-
relatedstocks remainstructurally
resilientbut facenear-termhead-
winds. Although the recent
correctionalready factors insome
margin pressure, the direction of
crude prices will remain critical.
“If inflationmoderates belowkey
thresholds, companies could
benefit from delayed price pass-
through, aiding margins. How-
ever, a prolonged high-inflation
environment may weigh on
both volume growth and profit-

ability,makingmargin trendsand
pricing discipline key monitor-
ables in the coming quarters,” an
analyst tracking the sector at
Motilal Oswal said.

Monsoonstress test
Another factor that could stoke
inflation and hurt consumption,
experts say, is the possibility of
deficient rainfall. According to
analysts at Nomura, India faces
twinclimaticshocksthisyear—an
exceptional rise in temperatures
driven by potentially “super” El
Niño conditions and the prospect
ofsubnormalrainfallat92percent
of the long-periodaverage.
Officials, they said, have

attached a 35 per cent probability
todeficientrainfall,definedaspre-
cipitation below 90 per cent of
normal. If El Niño conditions and
deficient rains lead to lower food
production and higher inflation,
Nomura said, spillovers into the
broader rural economy would be
unavoidable.
“We expect food and beverage

inflation to surge to around 6 per
cent year-on-year in 2026-27
(FY27),comparedwith0.6percent
in2025-26 (FY26),withvegetables,
pulses,andedibleoilsparticularly
vulnerable. Our baseline projec-
tion for headline inflation in FY27
is 5 per cent against 2.1 per cent in
FY26,”wroteSonalVarma,manag-
ing director and chief economist
(India and Asia ex-Japan)
at Nomura, in a recent note co-
authoredwithAurodeepNandi.
