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1.88 lakh kids infected in four months in state: Govt data

Expert cautions against hasty
reopening of schools

day after the Indian
Council of Medical Re-
earch (ICMR) Direc-
tor-General Balram Bhargava
suggested reopening primary

schools after ring immunisa-
tion, the state health depart-

ment’s data revealed that as
many as 1.88 lakh kids were in-
fected in the past four months
accounting for 10% of the total
Covidinfectionsreported from
March to June.

Out of these children, 1,212
died of Covid complications.
Paediatricians suggested that
though the nationwide ICMR

serosurvey found more than
half of the surveyed paediat-
ric population to have already
been exposed to the virus, par-
entsstill need to keep their chil-
dren’sguardup asthesefigures
only suggest infection among
those tested.

Besides, only 36 children
from three districts of the state
were part of the national sero-
survey. While18,91,775 people
gotinfected in the state in four
months between March 1 and
June 29,1,88,612 (9.97%) of
them were children.

Paediatrician Dr Shrikan-
ta J T, a member of the state
high-level expert committee

forthe prevention and manage-
ment of Covid third wave, said,
in the first wave 8% of those in-
fectedwere children which have
seenaproportionalincrease by
2% this wave as the number of
cases werealso high.

Asperthedepartment’sdata,
81,596 childrenwereinfectedin
the first wave till February 28,
this year, and 118 died. “Deaths
inpaediatric populationarelow.
From our hospital subgroup
analysis of why they died, we
found comorbidities like type 1
diabetes, obesity or neurologi-
cal conditions,” he said.

The ICMR national survey
found that out of 2,892 sur-

veyed in the 6-9 age-group,
seroprevalencewas57.2%and
among 5,799 surveyed in the
10-17 age-group, 61.6%.
“Eventhough theentire pae-
diatric population is unvacci-
nated, the mortality isless and
symptoms are milder. That
is why the ICMR is suggest-
ing opening primary schools
provided ring immunisation
is done (school staff and par-
ents are vaccinated),” he said.
However, epidemiologist Dr
Giridhar Babusaiditindicates
a higher risk of infection for
children in the next wave.
“The absolute numbers are
scary. We should be careful

in interpreting this data and
not jump the gun in opening
schools immediately. For the
parents of more than 1,200
children lost to Covid, it is
devastating. The sample size
for children in the national
serosurvey is not representa-
tive unless an exclusive survey
is done among children in the
state,” he said.

“This itself is a warning sig-
nal as losing even one child
to Covid is not an option. The
government should think
about saving even these lives
by creating biosecure bubbles
of vaccinated people around
them,” he added.

A 33-year-old woman died
after a portion of her house
wall collapsed on her at Ku-
marchincholi in Humnabad
taluk, Bidar district. Parvathi
Vaijnath’s husband and their
two children have suffered se-
riousinjuriesin the incident.

Two houses were damaged
in Bidar old city area when a
heap of mud from the fortwall
near Shahgunj arch caved in
on them. Several houses in
the district have suffered par-
tial damage due to prolonged
wetweather.

Kalaburagi city experi-
enced drizzle through the
day. The non-stop drizzling
affected normal life in the
city. Mantagi stream, which
drainsinto Amarjariver, isin
full spate in Aland taluk.

The dead bodies of Mani-
kamma and Pralhad Dodla,
who were swept away in the
overflowing Kagina river in
separate incidents are yet to
betraced despitesearch oper-
ationsforthe pastthree days.

Parts of Yadgir, Raichur
and Koppal districts also wit-
nessed good showers in the
day.

Meanwhile, Krishna river
and its tributaries have been
receiving copious inflows
following the incessant rain
in their catchments in Khan-
apur talukand Konkan belt of
Mabharashtra.

As many as six of nine
bridge-cum-barrages in
Chikkodi and Nippani taluks,
Belagavi district, have gone
under water despite no dis-
charges from Maharashtra
dams.

With Malaprabha, Pan-
dariand Mahadayiriversand
streams flowing in full feroci-
ty, manyvillagesin Kanakum-
bi and Bhimgad forest areas
in Khanapur taluk have been
cutoff.

A couple and their daugh-
ter sustained grievous inju-
ries after a concrete wall of
their house fell on them at
Uchangidurga in Harapana-
halli taluk. The locals pulled
out Shekarnaik, his wife
Lakshmibaiand their daugh-
ter Tejaswini from the debris
and shifted them to the taluk
hospital.

Meanwhile, theintensity of
rain has come down consider-
ablyinthe coastaland Malnad
districts, with the exception of
Kodagu.

The hilly district continued
toseesharpshowersintermit-
tently. Madikeri, Napoklu,
Bhagamandala, Talacauvery
and Mukkodlu regions re-
ceived intermittent rains on
Wednesday. Harangi reser-
voir level touched 2,855.66
feet mark, just four feet short
of reaching its full reservoir
level.

The weather department
has predicted heavy showers
for four Malnad and three
coastal districts for the next
two days. A yellow alert has
been sounded for the afore-
mentioned districts on Thurs-
dayand Friday.

The governmentis hiding the
facts, he complained.

“If the government
claimed only three deaths
(due to oxygen shortage)
in Chamarajanagar, then
why did they not inform the
Union Ministry of Health
about the incident. The
Union Health Ministry has
informed the Parliament
that no Covid deaths were
reported dueto oxygenshort-
age acrossthe countryduring
the second wave,” he said.

The government has not
released compensation to
families of the victims, who
died due to oxygen shortage
in May, he alleged.
