Trump urges negotiators
to ‘move fast’ to end war

US President Donald Trump
noted that "time is of the es-
sence” or "massive bloodshed
will flow" as high-stakes ne-
gotiations between Israel and
Hamas are set to take place on
Monday in Egypt.

In a post on Truth Social,
Trump called on the negoti-
ators to "move fast” to end the
two-year-old war in Gaza and
stated that he continues to
monitor this centuries-old
"conflict", referring to the Is-
rael-Palestine conflict.

"There have been very posi-
tive discussions with Hamas,
and Countries from all over
the World (Arab, Muslim, and
everyone else) this weekend,
to release the Hostages, end
the War in Gaza but, more
importantly, finally have long
sought PEACE in the Middle
East. These talks have been
very successful, and proceed-
ing rapidly. The technical
teams will again meet on
Monday, in Egypt, to work
through and clarify the final
details. I am told that the first
phase should be completed
this week, and I am asking
everyone to MOVE FAST. I
will continue to monitor this
Centuries old "conflict." TIME
IS OF THE ESSENCE OR,
MASSIVE BLOODSHED
WILL FOLLOW -- SOME-
THING THAT NOBODY
WANTS TO SEE!"

Fresh crisis in France: Lecornu
resigns after just 27 days as PM

Second-term prime ministers of Macron:

French PM Sébastien Le-

cornu (39) resigned on
Monday, just 27 days into of-
fice, making him the shortest-
ever PM of France's Fifth
Republic that was established
in 1958. His abrupt resignation
is a new low for the political
instability engulfing France,
with grave questions raised on
President Emmanuel Mac-
ron's capability for governing,
particularly with mounting
calls for dissolution of the Na-
tional Assembly.

Lecornu, a trusted ally of
French President Macron (47)
and a one-term Minister for
the Armed Forces, was ap-
pointed on September 9, 2025
and was tasked with getting
France out of a deep political
deadlock, which has immobi-
lised governance since the
June 2024 snap elections, that
left no party with a decisive
majority.

Within hours of announc-
ing half of his ministerial team
on Sunday evening, sharp
criticism burst forth from op-
position parties and from in-
side his tenuous coalition. A
political storm was caused
when Bruno Le Maire, a one-
time finance minister, was
handed over the Ministry of
the Armed Forces portfolio.

Several members of the
conservative Les Républicains
(LR) party, which had been

expected to support the rul-
ing coalition, said they would
withdraw their support un-
less Le Maire was ousted. The
Elysée Palace said President
Macron accepted Lecornu’s
resignation on Monday morn-
ing. As such, ministers an-
nounced the day before are
then automatically out of a job
without yet holding office. A
fifth government crumbles
under Macron’s second presi-
dency since 2022.

During his resignation ad-
dress on Monday, Lecornu
said, “The conditions were no
longer met for me to serve as
PM,” blaming increasing politi-
cal impasse. “It would take
very little to succeed,” he said,
“but it requires setting aside
egos and personal ambition.”

He called for leaders to put
the interest of the nation
above the interest of the party.
Lecornu cited three reasons
for resigning: parties refusing
to evolve after rejecting Ar-
ticle 49.3, acting like they had
absolute majority, and in-
creasing intra-party rivalries
linked to the 2027 presidential
election. “We cannot govern
from extremes,” he warned.

Macron has the unfor-
tunate distinction of having
had four of France’s shortest
PMs work for him. Opposi-
tion leaders quickly seized the
opportunity to spew their
venom. Marine Le Pen leader
of the far-right National As-
sembly (RN) once again called
on Macron to dissolve the Na-

tional Assembly, “We are at
the end of the road, there is no
solution, and there won't be
one tomorrow,” she said, ad-
ding that, “the only wise deci-
sion in these circumstances is
to return to the polls. The
farce has gone on long
enough,” she said adding that
the president “is putting the
country in a terribly compli-
cated situation."

Jordan Bardella, President
of RN and Le Pen's blue-eyed
boy, also echoed his leader’s
fiercest call for dissolution,
while Mathilde Panot of the
left-wing La France Insou-
mise (LFI), demanded Presi-
dent Macron himself step
down.

Jean-Luc Mélenchon,
leader of the LFI, called for a
swift examination of the im-
peachment resolution against
Macron.

The current stalemate is a
consequence of the June 2024
dissolution of the National As-
sembly, a high-risk gamble
from Macron that did not pay
off. After repeated failed at-
tempts at stringing together a
steady coalition, France re-
mains politically stuck; a grave
prospect for a G7 nation al-
ready agonising

about its economy, with the
urgent need for a passed year-
end national budget, for
example. With three PMs
gone in a little over a year,
many are now left wondering:
Is Macron going to last his
own presidency?

‘History will never forget it was
SEALs who kllled bin Laden’

US President Donald Trump
has praised the US Navy
SEALs, saying that history will
never forget it was this special
American force that stormed
into al-Qaeda leader Osama
bin Laden's compound in Pak-
istan and "put a bullet in his
head". Trump also repeated
his claim that a year before al-
Qaeda terrorists attacked the
World Trade Centre twin
towers in September 2001, he
had warned about bin Laden.
"History will never forget
that it was the SEALs who
stormed the compound (of)
Osama bin Laden and put a
bullet in his head," Trump said
in a speech at Norfolk, Vir-
ginia, on Sunday during a
special celebration to mark the
US Navy's 250th birthday.
Trump said that he had
asked authorities to keep track

of bin Laden a year before the
9/11 attack, and went on to add
that the "fake news would
never let me get away with that
statement unless it was true".

"Please remember I wrote
about Osama bin Laden
exactly one year before he
blew up the World Trade
Centre. And I said, 'You got to
watch Osama bin Laden'," he
said. "But I said one year be-
fore. that I saw somebody
named Osama bin Laden and
I didn't like it. And you got to
take care of him."

"They didn't do it. A year
later, he blew up the World
Trade Centre," the US presi-
dent said. "So (I) got to take a

little credit, because nobody
else is going to give it to me.
You know the old story, they
don't give you credit. Just take
it yourself."

Trump said that it was the
US Navy that "dumped” bin
Laden's "wretched corpse off
the decks" of the aircraft car-
rier USS Carl Vinson "to sink
into the dark abyss".

In May 2011, US Navy Seals
carried out an operation that
killed bin Laden, who was hid-
ing in a house in Abbottabad,
Pakistan.

UNESCO to choose new
chlef who faces big task

rector of UNESCO.

Whoever wins will inherit a
world body reeling from the
Trump administration's recent
decision to pull the United
States out of UNESCO, por-
tending a big budget shortfall
at the agency best known for its

World Heritage Sites around
the globe.UNESCO's executive
board begins voting on Mon-
day to recommend either
Khaled el-Enany or Firmin
Edouard Matoko for the posi-
tion of director-general. The
decision by the board, which
represents 58 of the agency's
194 member states, is expected
to be finalised next month.
Outgoing UNESCO chief Au-
drey Azoulay notably led a
high-profile effort to rebuild
the ancient Iraqi city of Mosul
after it was devastated under
the Islamic State group.
