BIHAR'S LONGEST-SERVING
CHIEF Minister Nitish Kumar
was on Thursday sworn in for a
record 10thtermhereatagrand
ceremony, attended by Prime
Minister Narendra Modi,CMs of
several NDA-ruled states, and
senior alliance leaders.

Kumar was administered
the oath of office by Governor
Arif Mohammed Khan at the
Gandhi Maidan,where a mas-
sivemakeshift stagewas erected
for the ceremony,also attended
by Union Home Minister Amit
Shahand BJPnational president
Jagat Prakash Nadda, both of
whom had arrived in Patna on
Wednesday night.

Along with 74-year-old
Kumar, 26 ministers took the
oath of office: 14 from the
Bharatiya Janata Party, eight
from Janata Dal (United), two
from Lok Jan Shakti Party
(Ram Vilas), and one each
from Hindustani Awam Mor-
cha (HAM) and Rashtriya Lok
Morcha (RLM).

The ministers included
Samrat Choudhary and Vijay
Kumar Sinha,both deputy CMs
in the previous government,
who have been elected as the
BJP’s leader and deputy leader,
respectively,following the polls
that were swept by the NDA,
which got 202 seatsinthe 243-
member assembly.

Out of 26, five ministers in
the new Nitish cabinet are Dal-
its — one each from BJP, LJPRY,
and HAM, and two from JD(U).
Eight ministers belong to the
upper castes, including four
Rajputs.Three Yadavs have also
beenaccommodated inthe new
cabinet,which isamix of senior
coalition leaders and new
entrants,with thefocuson caste
and regional balance.The port-
folios to the ministers were not
immediatelyallocated.

ED files chargesheet against
Vadra in UK-linked PMLA case

THE ENFORCEMENT DIREC-
TORATE on Thursday filed a
chargesheet against business-
man Robert Vadra, husband of
Congress MP Priyanka Gandhi
Vadra, in a money laundering
case linked to fugitive UK-
based arms consultant Sanjay
Bhandari, officials said.

The supplementary prose-
cution complaint has been
filed before a special Preven-
tion of Money Laundering Act
(PMLA) court here, they said.

The case has been listed for
cognisance proceedings on
December 6, the officials said.

This is the second money

The case linked to
fugitive UK-based
arms consultant
Sanjay Bhandari

laundering chargesheetagainst
Vadra. In July, he was
chargesheeted by the ED in a
money laundering case linked
toallegedirregularitiesinaland
deal in Haryana’s Shikohpur.
Vadra has been questioned
by the ED in the Bhandari-
linked case in the past. There
was no immediate response
from Vadra or his legal team.

The ED filed a criminal case
against Bhandari and others
under the PMLA in February
2017, taking cognisance of an
Income Tax department
chargesheet filed against him
under the anti-black money
lawof 2015.

In the earlier chargesheet
filed in this case in 2023, the
ED alleged that Bhandari
“acquired” the 12, Bryanston
Square house located in Lon-
don in 2009 and got it reno-
vated “as per the directions of
Vadra and the funds for reno-
vation were provided by him”.

THE CONTEXT OF a transfor-
mative design influences the
change.Ifincrementalimprove-
ment or rearranging with the
existing system—calling it
“reform”—doesn’t yield the
desired result. Thisisonereason
manyreforminitiatives havenot
yielded outcomes on the
ground, despite the govern-
ment’s good intent at the top.
The reform effort of the
newlyformed High-Level Com-
mittee on Regulatory Reforms
can hopefully establish a
broader context to thought-
fullyredesign systemsand cre-
ateaninstitutional mechanism
that prevents regulatory cho-
lesterol from building up.
There is a further context to
this unclogging. The main
objectiveistounleash theentre-
preneurial imagination and
energy of the nation. Whether
Infosys or HDFC Bank or Nykaa’s
democratisation of the right of
women to look beautiful came

_first — or whether the regula-

tions that enabled them came
first — the unseen and unfore-
seen responses emerge from
regulatory change.

Itisa crying need,an emer-
gency, for India to exhort and
wake up the legatees of its glo-
rious mercantile past.As Swami
Vivekananda said — “Arise and
awake and sleep not until the
task is done!”. We need all of
them to face the forces prevent-
ing our rise, rather than want-
ing to colonise us. Therefore,a
more decisive approach to
deregulationis essential; thatis
our entreat. The resolve of the
deregulators must ensure that
theworld’s number 3 economy
also becomes at least number
15 in terms of Ease of Doing

Business (EODB).

There are four systemic
sources of this regulatory cho-
lesterol.First,departmental silos
— physical or digital. Second,
high administrative discretion
instead of data-driven decisions.
Third, redundant data filings
acrossdepartments.Fourth,reg-
ulatoryunpredictabilityand the
resultinginformationasymme-
try. And yes, there is a fifth:
the entrenched propensity for
corruption.The governmenthas
acknowledged three levers for
removing regulatory choles-
terol. First, “decriminalisation”
under Jan Viswas. Second,
“deregulate”. And most impor-
tantly, “digitalisation”. This
write-up focuses on the third
leverasatransformativeaction.

Departments remain
inward-looking, clinging to tra-
ditional processes. This trans-
lates into monolithic depart-
mental portals, or at best, a
“Single Window” at the govern-
ment level. Both the Centre and
the Statescontinuetorelyon this
obsolete, unpopular, and inef-
fectiveideaof a“SingleWindow”.
Why ineffective? Because it’s
against thereality of governance
bysilos,driven by multiwindow.
To give the simplest example:
thephysical challanstill existsin
the imagination of departmen-
tal digital portals.

Digital must embody Digi-

tal First thinking.As the Prime
Minister has said, Viksit Bharat
requires “reform, perform and
transform”. Transformation
means new adoptions of
breakthrough ideas that knit
our prospects.

We should build on the gov-
ernment’s success. Experience
of digital GST gave some hope,
by delivering OpenAPI-driven
digital infrastructure (GSTN)
and a constellation of third-
party APPs forming the GSP
ecosystem that brings in inno-
vation,value-added servicesand
straight pass-through process-
ing,right from GSP’s platform or
ERPofabusiness.However,GST
remains disconnected from its
peers — DGFT, RBI, ICEGATE,
and AD Banks, leaving trade
processes fragmented.

The above “connected sys-
tems” approach will permit
building a “National Regula-
tory Compliance Grid (NRCG)”,
a super set of multiple indus-
tryvertical grids, connected to

nance layers of central, state
and local bodies.

The government addressed
two building blocks to remove
silo: the PAN.20 as a unique
entity ID and “Entity Locker”as
adocument-issued vault.There
is more needed, for example
building the next-generation
IndiaCode 2.0 — searchable,
interoperable, and subscrip-
tion-enabled. This has to be
legitimised by a Transparency
of Regulation ACT (TORA), giv-
ing citizens and businesses the
right toknowtheapplicable law
with ease.
