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India-UK trade deal
to be inked today

MAJOR FILLIP

INDIA AND THE UK will signa
free trade agreement (FTA) —
officially called Comprehensive
Economic and Trade Agree-
ment (CETA) - on Thursday to
giveamajor fillip to their bilat-
eral trade at a time when the
world reels under the trade
shocks emanating from the US.

The agreement will be
signed by commerceand indus-
try minister Piyush Goyal and
UK’s secretary of state for busi-
ness and trade Jonathan
Reynolds in the presence of
Prime Minister Narendra Modi
and UK premier Keir Starmer.

Both sides started negotia-
tions in January 2022 and on
May 6 announced the conclu-
sion of the pact.

The agreement will allow
99% of the Indian exports to
enter the UK duty free and
cover almost 100% of the
trade in value terms. For the
UK, India will reduce or elimi-
nate duties on 90% of the tar-
iff lines that account for 92%
of theimports.

The gains for both sides will
be across manufacturing, agri-
cultureandservices sectors. The
duties on cars will be brought
down to 10% from over 100%
by India in stages for a limited
number of vehicles. In return
India-made electric vehicles
and hybrids will get preferential
access to the UK market under
similar terms.

On beverages like whiskey
and gin, India will be bringing
down import duties to 75%
