To address air pollution, the 
Navi Mumbai Municipal Cor-
poration (NMMC) has decided 
to monitor air quality readings 
every two hours, and the civic 
body will respond accordingly 
based on the current air quality 
conditions. Cur-
rently, seven meas-
urement centers are 
operational 
throughout the 
NMMC area. 

Following an or-
der from the Bom-
bay High Court, 
NMMC Chief  Rajesh Narvekar 
convened a meeting with 
senior civic officials, where sev-
eral measures were directed to 
combat air pollution in the city. 
Additionally, the civic body has 
decided to adopt the air quality 
control plan prepared by the 
Brihanmumbai Municipal 
Corporation (BMC). 

The civic chief  has also 
formed special teams within 
the town planning and engi-
neering department to inspect 
construction sites. Further-

more, he has instructed that the 
details of  their daily actions 
must be regularly uploaded to 
the website for transparency 
and public awareness. 

In response to the deteriorat-
ing air quality in the Mumbai 
Metropolitan Region (MMR) in 
recent days, the HC issued 

stringent directives 
during a suo-motu 
public interest liti-
gation hearing, 
which prompted 
this meeting. As 
part of  these direc-
tives, the debris con-
trol squad will be ac-

tive round the clock to prevent 
illegal debris dumping and en-
sure proper management. 
They will also conduct inspec-
tions at construction sites to en-
sure that necessary measures 
are being taken. Vigilance will 
be maintained at both toll 
plazas in Vashi and Airoli. 

To raise public awareness, 
the civic body is planning a 
large-scale campaign. Atten-
dees at the meeting included 
additional commissioner Suja-
ta Dhole and other officials.
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Mumbai: A molestation case has been registered 
against a police constable posted at Antop Hill police 
station for allegedly stalking one of his female constables 
for several days.

First girder over Pune highway in 90 mins

The Mumbai Rail Vikas 
Corporation (MRVC) execut-
ed the launching of  the first 
open web girder over the 
Pune Expressway, marking 
a milestone in the construc-
tion of  the Panvel-Karjat 
suburban corridor. The op-
eration, which took place on 
Thursday, saw the comple-
tion of  the girder installa-
tion for the up line in just 90 
minutes. 

The bridge, comprising 
four 61.00 meter spans for 
both up and down railway 
lines, required meticulous 

planning. Traffic police 
granted a sanctioned block 
of  five hours, from 11am-
1pm and 2pm-5pm, during 
which road traffic in the 
Pune-Mumbai direction was 
diverted by the authorities. 

“The entire process was 
completed in just 90 min-
utes. Heavy vehicular traffic 
was temporarily permitted 
from 12.30pm-2pm, said,” 
Sunil Udasi chief  public re-
lations officer of  MRVC. 

“Miscellaneous works 
were carried out during the 
second part of  the block, be-
tween 2pm and 3.20pm, with 
the entire block cleared 100 

minutes before the targeted 
time of  5pm. The successful 
launch of  the girder, weigh-
ing 250 metric tonne, over 
the Pune-Mumbai Express-
way was achieved with ut-
most precision and adher-
ence to safety protocols,” he 
said. 

“The operation involved 
150 dedicated workers, 18 
hillman rollers strategically 
placed for pulling the girder, 
and the deployment of  a 
standby 250 tonne crane, hy-
drates, safety teams, and an 
ambulance with a doctor on-
site. A comprehensive 
traffic management plan, 

implemented by 40 
personnel from the traffic 
police, ensured smooth reg-
ulation during the block 
hours,” said the official of  
MRVC. 

"With the first girder in 
place, the project is set to 
move forward, aiming to 
complete the launching of  
the remaining three girders 
by March 2024. The success-
ful execution of  this critical 
phase underscores the com-
mitment of  MRVC towards 
timely and safe completion 
of  the Panvel-Karjat Subur-
ban Corridor by December 
2025,” he said.

The Mira Bhayandar Municipal 
Corporation (MBMC) is in com-
bat mode to curb air pollution 
which has reached alarming 
levels in the twin-city. The air 
quality index (AQI) has plunged 
to 130 which is considered un-
healthy for sensitive groups. 
Last year the AQI was 70. The 
higher the AQI value, the 
greater the level of  air pollution 
and the greater the health con-
cern. In a high-level meeting 
chaired by municipal commis-
sioner Sanjay Katkar, fresh 
guidelines were issued on 
Wednesday. 

The action followed in re-
sponse to directives issued to 
the Central and state pollution 
control boards and all munici-
pal corporations across the 
state by the Mumbai High Court 
which has taken suo-moto cog-
nizance of  the deteriorating 
AQI while hearing a Public In-
terest Litigation (PIL) on the 
same issue. The guidelines is-
sued by MBMC’s town planning 
department include measures 
such as erecting high metal 

sheets around construction 
projects and ready-mix plants 
(RMC), enclosing buildings 
with a green net or tarpaulin 
and continuous use of  water 
sprinkler systems to minimise 
their impact on air quality. 

This is apart from directing 
construction sites to ensure that 
material is ferried in covered 
vehicles (having valid pollution 
under control certificates), 
mandatory installation of  sen-
sor-based air quality devices 
and close circuit television 
(CCTV) cameras to keep a tab 
on dust pollution and monitor 

the movement of  vehicles 
which should be armed with 
GPS trackers, enclosed area for 
carrying out grinding, cutting, 
drilling, sawing and trimming 
work supported by a proper wa-
ter fogging system, provision of  
vehicle tyre-washing facilities 
at all exit points. 

“Special squads have been 
deputed to monitor the con-
struction activities, those found 
to be breaching the rules will 
face stop work notices and other 
legal actions,” said civic chief  
Sanjay Katkar. 

The rules also make it clear 

that construction material and 
debris are not to be dumped on 
public roads, footpaths and 
open areas.  

Apart from mechanical 
sweeping machines to clean re-
inforced cement concrete (RCC) 
roads, the civic administration 
has also pressed into service 
two truck-mounted and five 
trolley-mounted mist spray can-
nons at hotspots especially 
those having heavy traffic 
movement, where every time a 
vehicle passes-by, dust clouds 
billow causing heavy air pollu-
tion.

Mira-Bhayandar 
first in Maharashtra 

to go paperless

In a rare achievement, the 
Mira Bhayandar Municipal 
Corporation (MBMC) has be-
come the first civic body in 
the state to go paperless in all 
its departments by success-
fully switching from the age-
old manual operations to an 
electronic office system. To 
conduct its office procedures 
electronically in a simplified, 
responsive, effective, and 
transparent manner, the mu-
nicipal commissioner Sanjay 
Katkar took the lead in 
launching the e-office plat-
form developed by the min-
istry of  electronics and infor-
mation technology controlled 
national informatics centre 
(NIC) immediately after his 
appointment. Just 15 days af-
ter registering for the imple-
mentation of  the e-office sys-
tem on August 15, the civic ad-
ministration incorporated 
the electronic system in the 
garden department. 

After the success of  the pi-
lot project, the civic adminis-
tration fast-tracked the tran-
sition process by mapping 
and mobilising files on the e-
office platform of  all depart-
ments and made the e-gover-
nance process operational on 
October 16. 

“This will not only increase 
the efficiency in handling 
files but will also fix responsi-
bility and transparency in the 
day-to-day functioning,” said 
Katkar. 

Regular training and orien-
tation sessions on the e-office 
system were conducted for 
Class I to III officials by the 
NIC team which imparted 
theory and practical knowl-
edge on topics including, file 
tracking system, conversion 
of  physical files to e-files, cre-
ating drafts on the e-office 
platform which will practical-
ly cut down the use of  paper. 

“The e-office system will 
now ensure quick disposal of  
approvals and sanctions due 

to electronic movement of  
files which can be tracked in a 
simplified manner leading to 
enhanced productivity,” said 
systems in-charge Raj 
Gharat. 

As a token of  appreciation, 
the NIC awarded a certificate 
to the MBMC for smoothly 
switching from manual to e-
office system in all its depart-
ments. 

However, training and mo-
tivating the clerical staffers 
(who are the first point of  con-
tact for applicants) in switch-
ing from a physical to an elec-
tronic process is a 
challenging task for the civic 
administration.

Man, woman hang self
in two different areas

A 27-year-old man committed suicide by
hanging to the ceiling at his place in Aero-
drome police station area on Wednesday
night. The reason behind his extreme de-
cision could not be established as he did
not leave any note. The police recorded
the statements of  the family members
and are investigating the case.
According to the police, the deceased

has been identified as Ravindra Solanki, a
resident of  Vijayshri Nagar. He worked in
a readymade clothes shop. He had mar-
ried three years ago and is survived by his
wife and a child. The family member
found him hanging to the ceiling and took
him to the hospital but he could not be
saved. The police started an investigation
and conducted the post-mortem of  the
deceased.

In another incident, a 23 year-old
woman hanged herself  at her place in
Bhawarkuan police station jurisdiction
on Wednesday. The reason behind her ex-
treme step is unknown as no suicide note
was recovered from her place. 
According to the police, the deceased

The
police started an investigation in the case
and handed over the body to the family
members after conducting the post-
mortem of  the deceased.

It is believed that
more such incidents would
be revealed by the accused.

Man gets 20
years jail for
raping minor 
Indore: The court on Thurs-
day sentenced a 40-year-old
convict to 20 years of  im-
prisonment for raping a mi-
nor girl. 
District prosecution offi-

cer Sanjeev Shrivastava
said that the court of  fifth
additional session judge
and special judge (POCSO)
Rashmi Walter sent convict
Jag Pal to 20 years impris-
onment.  The case was pros-
ecuted by SPP Preeti
Agrawal. The court recom-
mended that the victim be
given an amount of  Rs 3
lakh under the Victim Com-
pensation Scheme.
According to the DPO

Shrivastava, the mother of
the complainant victim
came to the police station
and reported that she
worked in a cotton factory
on Sanver Road, and had a
6-year-old son and a 5-year-
old girl. 
At around nine in the

morning, she had gone to
work in the factory along
with both her children. At
around 10 am her daughter
went missing, so she asked
her son to find her. Her son
came running to her and
informed her that the vic-
tim was inside a room with
the accused Jagpal. When
the victim came out of  the
room she said that the ac-
cused had raped her.  

Indore: A team of  women
police helped an elderly
woman, who had lost her
way, to meet her family on
Thursday. According to the
police, an elderly woman
came to the police station
and said that someone
would kill my son and
someone had stolen her
money. The woman was suf-
fering from memory loss
and was unable to provide
her house address.
The women police station

in-charge Priti Tiwari coun-
selled the woman but she
could not understand Hin-
di. As she wore a Bengali sa-
ree, the police inferred that
she was from a Bengali fam-
ily. Police contacted a Ben-
gali language expert and
tried to talk to the woman
on which they came to

know that she hailed from
Bengali Colony in the city
and her son is an auto-driv-
er. The police contacted the
woman’s son and called him
to the police station.
