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Time for some soul searching

THE CANNES LIONS Interna-
tional Festival of Creativity 2026
has ended, and this could possi-
bly be the worst outing for India
in recent years. On the fifth day
of the event, the Indian contin-
gent drew a blank; the third day
in a row.At the end of the event,
India’s medal tally stood at five
— two Silver and three Bronze
medals.“Iwould callitanear-col-
lapse of the scaffolding India
built over three years,” says
Sandeep Goyal, MD,Rediffusion.
India made a decent start on
June 22 with a total of four met-
als. It has been downhill since
then. Things look dismal espe-
cially when compared with last
year. India won 32 metals with
one Grand Prix, nine Gold, nine
Silverand 13 Bronze metals.
India’s worst run in recent
years at the global forumwasin

ExpertssayIndia’s 2026 per-
formance is not necessarily a
reflection of India’s creative
potential.“It’'samoment tokeep
learning, keep experimenting,
and to keep creating work that
cancompete on theworldstage,’
says Sini Magon, global partner
& COO, Grapes Worlwide.

Some point to the fact that
India had fewer entries this year
— thanks to budget cuts — and
competition was cut-throat.

Entries from India fell 31%
thisyearto 676 comparedtolast
year; the shortliss also fell
sharply to just 24 in 30 cate-
gories compared to 85 shortlists
across 22 categorieslast year.

Goyal says the ‘engine room’
categories that powered 2025 —
Outdoor, PR, Media, Entertain-
ment — were missing in 2026
andthejuryleaned‘human’com-
pared to 2025’s Al-tech focus.

Prabhakar Mundkur, direc-
tor,advertising & media, Percept,
lays the blame squarely at the
door of creative.While the lower
number of entries had some
effect, it is unlikely to be the pri-
mary reason for India’s perfor-
mance, he says.

“The quality of thework,and
the increasing competitiveness
of thefestivalare more plausible
explanations,’he says.
