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Chennai Rly division expands
solar, saves Rs. 1.43 cr

Chennai, May 12:
The Chennai Division of
Southern Railway has ramped
up its green energy push by
commissioning new solar power
plants totaling 140 kWp during
the financial year 2025-26. These
installations at St. Thomas Mount
Railway Station, Zonal Electric
Traction Training Centre (ZETTC)
in Avadi, ZETTC Men’s Hostel,
and Guindy Railway Station are set
to generate 2,04,400 units of clean
energy annually, yielding savings of
Rs 19.21 lakh per year.

This expansion elevates the
division’s total installed solar
capacity to 2494.5 kWp. In
FY 2025-26 alone, it produced
23,15,954 units of solar energy,
translating to substantial savings
of Rs 1.43 crore.

Solar infrastructure now spans
stations, office buildings, sheds,
running rooms, platform shelters,
and training centers across key
locations like Chennai Central
New Concourse Hall, Moore
Market Complex, Tambaram,
Chengalpattu, Melmaruvathur,
Kanchipuram, Katpadi, Tiruvottiyur,
Arakkonam, Royapuram, Jolarpettai,
Gummidipundi, Tiruvallur, Tiruttani,
St. Thomas Mount, Avadi, Guindy,
and Basin Bridge, among others.

Complementing these are hybrid
renewable systems-500W windmills
paired with 1000W solar units-at
the Divisional Railway Manager’s
Office in Chennai, Moore Market
Complex, and Light House Station.

Looking ahead, Chennai Division
has set a target of commissioning
2600 kWp solar capacity during
2026-27, underscoring its dedication

to sustainable development,
carbon emission reduction, energy
conservation, and minimizing
dependence on conventional

power sources. This initiative is a
significant step towards advancing
Indian Railways’ green energy
mission.

Krishnagiri tourism panel explores
new attractions, cultural events

Krishnagiri, May 12:

A meeting of the District Tourism
Development Committee was held
at the Krishnagiri Collectorate
under the chairmanship of District
Collector Dinesh Kumar.

During the meeting, officials
discussed various measures to
improve tourism development
activities in the district and identify
new tourist destinations.

Discussions were held on
managing the boat house operating
at Avathanapatti through the District
Tourism Development Committee
to create employment opportunities
for local residents. Plans were also
reviewed for organising the annual
Mango Festival in a grand manner
with financial assistance from the
Tourism Department for setting
up exhibition halls and related
facilities.

Officials further discussed
arranging awareness tours every

year for differently-abled students
through the Tourism Department
and extending similar one-day
or two-day tours, with financial
support from the Collector, to
students studying in orphanages.

The meeting also considered
seeking permission and financial
assistance to organise summer
cultural festivals in Krishnagiri
through the South Zone Cultural
Centre functioning in Thanjavur,
featuring artists from different
states.

Improving basic infrastructure
facilities around the Krishnagiri
Reservoir Project area, obtaining
Tourism Department funding,
and requesting a detailed project
report from the Water Resources
Department were also discussed.

Other proposals included setting

illuminated watch towers.

District Tourism Officer
Karthik, Hindu Religious and
Charitable Endowments Department
Assistant Commissioner Ramuvel,
Deputy Superintendent of Police
Ramachandran, and officials from
various departments participated in
the meeting.

VS Hospitals successfully treats rare brain-ear
tumour with precision radiation therapy

Chennai, May 12:

Doctors at VS Hospitals have
successfully treated a rare brain-
ear tumour in a 57-year-old
businessman using advanced
stereotactic radiation therapy, a
highly precise and non-invasive
cancer treatment available only at a
limited number of centres in India.

The patient was diagnosed with
vestibular schwannoma, a slow-
growing tumour that develops on
the nerve connecting the inner
ear to the brain. The condition
is caused by the overgrowth of
schwann cells on the vestibular
nerve, which is responsible for
transmitting balance signals to the
brain. Symptoms commonly include
hearing loss in one ear, dizziness,
balance problems, tinnitus, facial
numbness and vertigo.

According to doctors, the patient
initially experienced constant
fatigue, unusual dullness and loss
of interest in routine activities,
which later progressed to sudden
blackout episodes.

The medical team treated the
tumour using stereotactic radiation
therapy with the advanced Varian
TruBeam Linear Accelerator
system. The treatment involved

five outpatient sessions conducted
on alternate days. The technology
enabled doctors to deliver highly
focused radiation beams with sub-
millimetre precision, targeting the
tumour while protecting nearby
healthy tissues and critical structures
such as the brainstem.

Doctors said the painless
procedure did not require surgery
or hospital admission. A follow-up
MRI scan conducted three months
after treatment showed that the
tumour had remained stable with a
slight reduction in size, indicating
successful tumour control.

The multidisciplinary treatment
team was led by radiation oncologist
Dr. Karthik Subramaniam along with
medical oncologists, radiologists,
medical physicists and radiation
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therapy technologists.

Speaking about the case, Dr.
Karthik said the patient experienced
complete relief from blackout
episodes after the treatment and
gradually regained energy levels
and overall well-being. He was
able to resume his normal personal
and professional life within a short
period.

He added that the procedure
represents a major advancement in
oncology care, as both the tumour
and its symptoms were effectively
controlled through a single treatment
approach with minimal treatment-
related complications. Doctors have
advised the patient to maintain
a healthy lifestyle and undergo
regular follow-up scans over the
coming years.

‘Fuel appeals shield against
global energy turmoil’

Chennai, May 12:
Industry experts view recent
government calls to conserve fuel,
curb non-essential imports, and
boost local consumption as a savvy
strategy bolstering India’s energy
security and economic resilience
amid escalating geopolitical risks
in Middle East.

The Ukraine conflict already
jacked up global prices for crude
oil, gas, fertilisers, edible oils,
metals, shipping, and food. Now,
the Iran conflict and Strait of
Hormuz disruptions are amplifying
volatility, squeezing supplies and
inflating India’s import bill for
essentials bought in US dollars-
straining forex reserves, the rupee,
inflation, and government finances.

India relies heavily on imports
for crude oil, LNG, fertilisers,
electronics, and more to meet
rising demand from its growing
population. Economists stress that
citizen-led shifts - like cutting
petrol/diesel wuse, embracing
public transport, domestic tourism,
and Made-in-India goods - can
aggregate into macroeconomic wins:
conserving forex, taming inflation,
and nurturing self-reliance.

Long-term fixes include natural
farming, ethanol blending, solar
pumps, and renewables to slash
imported fuel and chemical
dependence. State-run fuel giants
IOCL, BPCL, and HPCL have
kept domestic prices steady despite
global chaos, thanks to smart

logistics, inventory management,
and supply-chain tweaks.

The Strait of Hormuz - chokepoint
for one-fifth of global oil - faces
ongoing threats, spiking shipping
costs, insurance premiums, and
refining margins. Yet India’s
refineries, pipelines, and depots
have ensured no major retail
disruptions, outpacing many nations
that resorted to rationing.

Experts note initial hopes for
quick de-escalation faded into
stalemate, hitting not just fuel but
fertilisers too. India’s infrastructure
stands as a resilience pillar,
prioritizing supply security, stability,
and sustainability while eyeing
broader economic fortitude.

BIS hosts sensitisation meet
for new licensees

Menon observed that
market leadership shifts
over time, with segments
that outperform during
one phase potentially
underperforming in
another. Multi Cap
investing, she said, helps
investors remain invested
across all segments
rather than attempting
to predict short-term
market rotations.She
also pointed out that
managing multiple funds
independently can become
complex for investors,
requiring constant
monitoring, rebalancing,
and performance tracking.
Multi Cap funds simplify
this process by embedding
diversification within the

product itself, reducing
the need for frequent
intervention and allowing
investors to focus on
staying invested over
the long term.The
article further stated that
reducing unnecessary
investment decisions
can help investors avoid
emotional reactions to
market volatility.

By offering broad
exposure within a
single structure, Multi
Cap funds encourage
consistency and long-
term discipline, which
are considered essential
for compounding wealth
over time.Concluding the
note, Menon said the
most effective financial
decisions are often based
on simplicity, patience,
and steady commitment

rather than complexity.
She added that the
principles behind Multi
Cap investing mirror
the quiet, balanced, and
forward-looking financial
discipline commonly seen
in households.
