1. We have reviewed the accompanying statement of unaudited financiai results of Capital Small
Finance Bank Limited (hereinafter referred to as "the Bank") for the quarter and half year ended
September 30, 2025 ("the Statement"), attached herewith, being submitted by the Bank pursuant to
the requirement of Regulations 33 and 52 read with 63(2) of the Securities Exchange Board of India
(Listing Obligations and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations 2015, as amended ("Listing
Regulations") except for the disclosures relating to Pillar 3 disclosures as at September 30, 2025,
“Leverage Ratio”, “Liquidity Coverage Ratio”, and “Net Stability Funding Ratio” which have been
disclosed on Bank’s website and in respect of which a link has been provided in Note 14 of the
Statement and have not been reviewed by us.

2. This Statement, which is the responsibility of the Bank's Management and approved by the Bank's
Board of Directors, has been prepared in accordance with recognition and measurement principles
laid down in Accounting Standard 25 "Interim Financial Reporting”, as prescribed under section 133
of the Companies Act, 2013 (“the Act’) read with relevant rules issued thereunder, the relevant
provisions of the Banking Regulation Act, 1949, the circulars, guidelines and directions issued by the
Reserve Bank.of India ("RBI") from time to time (“the RBI Guidelines”) and other accounting
principles generally accepted in India and in compliance with the Listing Regulations. Our
responsibility is to issue a conclusion on the Statement based on our review.

3. We conducted our review of the Statement in accordance with the Standard on Review
Engagements (SRE) 2410 "Review of Interim Financial Information Performed by the Independent
Auditor of the Entity", issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India. This standard
requires that we plan and perform the review to obtain moderate assurance as to whether the
Statement is free of material misstatement. A review is limited primarily to inquiries of Bank's
personnel and analytical procedures applied to financial data and thus provides less assurance than
an audit conducted in accordance with the Standards on Auditing specified under Section 143(10) of
the Act. We have not performed an audit and accordingly, we do not express an audit opinion.

4. Based on our review conducted as above, nothing has come to our attention that causes us to
believe that the accompanying Statement has not been prepared in accordance with the recognition
and measurement principles laid down in Accounting Standard 25 "Interim Financial reporting”,
prescribed under Section 133 of the Act as amended, read with relevant rules issued thereunder, the
RBI Guidelines and other accounting principles generally accepted in India has not disclosed the
information required to be disclosed in accordance with the Listing Regulations, including the manner
in which it is to be disclosed or that it contains any material misstatement or that it has not been
prepared in accordance with the relevant prudential norms issued by the Reserve Bank of India in
respect of Income recognition, asset classification, provisioning and other related matters.

The Bank has applied its significant accounting policies in the preparation of these financial resuits, consistent with those followed in the annual financlal statements for the
year ended March 31, 2025.

2. The accompanying statement showing maintenance of Security Cover including compliance with all the covenants
for listed Non-Convertible Debentures (“NCD's") issued by Capital Small Finance Bank Limited (the “Bank”) which
were outstanding as at 30t September 2025 (the “Statement”), is prepared by the Bank, for the purpose of
submission to IDBI Trusteeship Services Limited (the “Debenture Trustee’), pursuant to the requirements of
Regulation 56(1)(d) of the Securities And Exchange Board of India (Listing Obligations And Disclosure
Requirements) Regulations, 2015, as amended from time to time read with master circular issued by SEBI vide ref.
no. SEBI/HO/DDHS-PoD-1/P/CIR/2025/117 dated 13t August, 2025 (hereinafter together referred as the “SEBI
Regulation”) which we have initialed for identification purpose only.

Management’s Responsibilities for the Statement

3. The preparation of the Statement is the responsibility of the Management of the Bank including the preparation and
maintenance of all accounting and other relevant supporting records and documents. This responsibility includes
design, implementation and maintenance of internal control relevant to the preparation and presentation of the
Statement and applying an appropriate basis of preparation and making estimates that are reasonable in the
circumstances.

Pursuant to requirement of the SEBI Regulations, it is our responsibility to express a limited assurance in the
form of a conclusion based on our examination of relevant records maintained by the Bank as to whether
anything has come to our attention that causes us to believe that the details included in the Statement, regarding
maintenance of security cover as stated in the respective debenture trust deeds and compliance with all the
covenants, as mentioned, as per the debenture trust deeds in respect of NCDs of the Bank outstanding as at
30 September 2025, is in agreement, in ail material respects, with the unaudited financial information of the
Bank, underlying books of account and other relevant records and documents maintained by the Bank for the
half year ended 30" September 2025.

8. A limited assurance engagement includes performing procedures to obtain sufficient appropriate evidence on
the applicable criteria, mentioned in paragraph 5 and 7 above. The procedures performed vary in nature and
timing from, and are less extent than for, a reasonable assurance.
