THEWORLD HAS tolearnales-
son from India on how to start
and terminate a conflict at the
earliest possible opportunity,
Chief of Air Staff Air Chief Mar-
shal A P Singh said on Friday,
highlighting the clear goals set
by India while carrying out
Operation Sindoor.

Inanaddressatanevent,the
Air Chief Marshal said full free-
dom was given to the military
for the operation and that no
restrictions were imposed on it
by the political leadership.

Asserting that the primacy
of the air power was on display
during the May7-10 conflict
with Pakistan,hesaid the S-400
missile systemhas turned outto
be a game-changer as the
enemywasindisarrayinview of
the range and power of the
weapon.Air Chief Marshal Singh
said many of Pakistan’s military
baseswere damaged.

"Alot of theirinfrastructure,
radars,controland coordination
centres, their hangars, aircraft,
suffered a lot of damages,” he
said. The Indian Air Force Chief
alsotooka pot-shotatthosewho
sought proof of the efficacy of
the 2019 Balakot airstrikesashe
showed some graphic details of
damages suffered by Pakistan
during Operation Sindoor.
