Parliamentary panel reviewing
IBC to suggest changes

A parliamentary panel is taking a comprehensive look at the
Insolvency and Bankruptcy Code (IBC) to suggest the changes
and measures that need to be taken to make it more efficient,
asenior government official said.

“The committee is looking at IBC in totality, just as they did
with the competition law as well,” the senior official said. The
government is expected to table the IBC Amendment Bill in Par-
liament in the upcoming monsoon session.
