m Itisgreatnews for the Indiansolar indus- 
try. The US has been the largest export market 
for solar modules made in India and many 
Indian companies have been looking o enter 
that market. Withthe reduction of duty, 
India-made modules will now be competitive. 
For Premier Energies, our exports tothe US 
constitute lessthan 05 per cent of our order 
book. Wewill exploreexport opportunities in 
the USagain. We will have to reinitiate dia- 
loguewith our customersin the US and start 
workingon the cell pipeline. That process 
typicallytakes 3-6 months to understand pro- 
ject timelines, conclude commercial negoti- 
ations and sign orders. 

‘We had also identified alocation in the 
country and partnered with module manu- 
facturer Heliene for asolar cell manufactur- 
ing facility. The US has madeit very difficult 
for our customers there to import modules 
from China, and some other Southeast Asian 
countries.

Also, the first5 Gw of ingot 
and wafer manufacturing capacity is 
expectedto be commissioned by December 
2027, with theremaining 5 Gw to follow 
around 12 months later in Andhra Pradesh. 
The total planned investment for the project 
is35,900 crore.

Commercial vehicle major Ashok Ley- 
land has posted a5 per cent increase in 
consolidated net profit during the third 
quarterof FY26toI862 crore, compared 
103820 crore during the corresponding 
‘period last year. 

This was after considering a one- 
time charge of X331 crore towards the 
new Labour Codes. 

The revenue of the company, the 
Indian flagship of the Hinduja Group, 
‘was up 22 per cent during the period to 
12,702 crore compared to ¥10,375 crore 
during Q3FY25. 

Ona standalone basis, its net profit, 
revenue and eamings before interest, 
taxes, depreciation, and amortization 
(Ebitda) wereseen atall-time high third- 
quarter numbers. Its standalone net 

profit for Q3 was X796 crore, posting an 
increase of 4 per cent over the same 
period last year. 

Third-quarter revenues were seen at 
11,534 crore versus 39,479 crore in 
Q3FY?25, postinga growth of 22 per cent. 
The company reported an all-time high 
Q3 Ebitda of ¥1,535 crore (13.3 per cent) 
against 1,211 crore (12.8 per cent) in 
Q3FY25, with a growth of 27 per cent.
