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Ageing wind infrastructure could
unlock 25.4 GW capacity: Report

FUTURE FOCUS. The wind repowering sector holds a transformative potential worth ¥1.39-1.52 lakh crore

Repowering India’s ageing
wind power infrastructure
through a system-wide up-
grade — manufacturing in-
novation, infrastructure
overhaul and tailored finan-
cial architecture — can help
unlock 25.4 gigawatts (GW)
of enhanced capacity.

The Centre for Science
and Environment (CSE), ina
report, explored the urgent
need to repower and replace
old, low-capacity turbines
and unlock vast untapped
potential in wind-rich States
such as Tamil Nadu and Gu-
jarat. It highlighted struc-
tural barriers that hinder re-
powering, from fragmented
ownership to outdated evac-
uationsystemsand called for
a coordinated, policy-backed
response.

“India’s wind repowering
sector holds a transformat-
ive potential worth ¥1.39-
1.52 lakh crore, offering the
possibility of unlocking 25.4
GW of enhanced capacity
from ageing wind infrastruc-
ture,” the reportrevealed.

A feasibility study on re-
powering wind power plants
by [I'T-Bombay’s Grid Integ-
ration Lab, released in
March 2025, also raised sim-
ilarissues.

It pointed to complexities
in multi-owner wind farm
sites, continuation of exist-

UNUSED POTENTlAL. Despite being Iocaled insome Df the

world’s most wind-rich sites, India’s wind capacity is built on
outdated infrastructure, the report pointed out stecx

ing power purchase agree-
ments (PPAs), regulatory
hurdles and the need for sub-
stantial investment in power
evacuation infrastructure.

The report underscored
that without targeted policy
support, financial incentives
and regulatory reforms, de-
velopers are unlikely to inde-
pendently pursue repower-
ing initiatives.

OUTDATED INFRA
Despite being located in
some of the world’s most
wind-rich sites, India’s wind
capacity is built on outdated
infrastructure, the CSE re-
port pointed out.

Tamil Nadu alone oper-
ates more than 8,800 tur-
bines, totalling 6.25 GW,
many of which rely on obsol-
ete technology. Similarly,
Maharashtra, Karnataka and

Gujarat together host thou-
sands of sub-megawatt ma-
chines over two decades old.

These turbines, mostly
below 1.5 megawatt (MW)
with capacity utilisation
factors of 10-14 per cent, oc-
cupy high-potential class I
wind zones but fail to meet
current efficiency standards,
itrevealed.

The CSE noted that the
2023 National Repowering
and Life Extension Policy for
Wind Power Projects re-
quires a minimum 1.5-fold
increase in energy genera-
tion from repowered sites,
highlighting the pressing
need for systematic infra-
structure modernisation.

CRITICAL BARRIERS

Some challenges are upgrad-
ing category A sites with
next-generation  turbines,

aligning and strengthening
transmission infrastructure,
and mobilising targeted in-
vestments to drive wind re-
powering success.

India’s premier wind cor-
ridors, including Tamil
Nadu’s Muppandal and Gu-
jarat’s coastal regions, re-
quire turbines capable of
handling both high wind
speeds (around 10 meters/
second) and high turbulence
intensity (T10.16).

“However, the current
Revised List of Models and
Manufacturers (RLMM) is-
sued by the Ministry of New
and Renewable Energy
(MNRE) offers only six cer-
tified models rated for TI
0.16—allof which areunder
1MW capacityand have hub
heights below 100 metres,”
itadded.

These models are tech-
nically inadequate for effect-
ive repowering, which re-
quires 2-3 MW turbines
with higher hub heights.
Moreover, India’s current
turbine supply primarily
caters to sites with TI 0.12—
0.14, rendering the coun-
try’s best wind corridors ef-
fectivelyunserviceable.

UPGRADE ISSUES

Tamil Nadu’s wind evacu-
ation system exemplifies
critical infrastructure con-
straints. For instance, the
Muppandalregion still relies
on legacy 11 kV feeder sys-
tems designed in the 1990s

for 200-600kW turbines.

Modern 15-2 MW tur-
bines face grid compatibility
issues such as current over-
load risks, voltage instability
and increased transmission
losses.

Upgrading to 33 kV or
higher evacuation systems
demands  substantial re-
placement of switchgear,
transformers and support-
ing infrastructure.

Additionally, many wind-
dense zoneslack 400 kV sub-
stations, creating critical ca-
pacity bottlenecks.

Repowering  economics
differ fundamentally from
greenfield wind projects, in-
volving distinct costs suchas
dismantling, site prepara-
tion and evacuation up-
grades.

The current financial
policies fail to accommodate
these specific needs, offering
no support for dismantling
and site reclamation, no cap-
ital offset for grid infrastruc-
ture upgrades, and no differ-
entiated capital subsidies for
the repowering
requirements.

“Without targeted fiscal
incentives, ‘concessional
loans, performance-based
grants or specialised finan-
cial instruments designed
for small investor participa-
tion in repowering, project
viability remains comprom-
ised on both technical and
ownership fronts,” the CSE
report suggested.

NTPC flags risks
to coal plant
lifespan from
reduced load

NTPC Ltd has raised con-
cerns that operating coal-
fired power plants at a re-
duced load could signific-
antly shorten the lifespan of
its units.

The Central Electricity
Authority (CEA) has recom-
mended lowering the tech-
nical minimum — the lowest
level at which a thermal plant
can run reliably — to 40 per
cent of its installed capacity
to help accommodate rising
renewable energy genera-
tion. The GEA plans to im-
plement this from next year.
This shift is part of India’s
broader strategy to integrate
more solar and wind power
into the grid while maintain-
inground-the-clock supply.

However, NTPC’s Dir-
ector of Operations Ravindra
Kumar said that sustained
operation at such low levels
could accelerate wear and
tear, especially in boilers and
turbines designed for higher
loads. NTPC has opted to set
its own technical minimum
at 55 per cent, which Kumar
said offered a safer balance
between flexibility and asset
durability.

In response, CEA Chair-
man Ghanshyam Prasad said
that studies had demon-
strated the feasibility of op-
erating at 40 per cent,
provided certain upgrades
aremade.

India aims to expand its
non-fossil fuel capacity to
500 GW by 2030.

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One-third of
FY25REDbids
include storage

Energy storage systems
(ESS) have gained prom-
inence in renewable en-
ergy projects, with one-
third of the bids floated in
FY25, which ended in
March 2025,  being
coupled with storage.

CareEdge Ratings poin-
ted out that the power
sector is undergoinga sig-
nificant transformation,
with renewable energy
(RE) poised to drive fu-
ture capacity additions.

It believes that while
thermal capacity addi-
tions will remain critical
to support base load re-
quirements until RE with
storage solutions scales
up, the generation mix is
set to evolve rapidly.

Consequently, the
share  of  non-fossil
sources in total energy
generation is expected to
rise to over 35 per cent by
FY30, compared to 25 per
cent in FY28, with new ca-
pacity additions led by
solar, followed by wind.

Sabyasachi Majumdar,
Senior Director at Ca-
reEdge Ratings, said, “In-
dia’s power sector is atan
inflection point — RE and
storage will drive future
capacity growth, even as
the thermal segment
provides critical stability
to meet rising demand.”

With reforms strength-
ening discom finances,
coal supply ensuring fuel
security and storage costs
rapidly declining, the sec-
tor is positioned for sus-
tainable, reliable and
green growth in the com-
ing decade, he added.

Battery costs have also
seen a steep decline, fall-
ing from $800 per kilowatt
hour (kWh) in 2013 to
about $115 in 2024, sup-
ported by largescale
Chinese manufacturing
and rising global EV adop-
tion. This has resulted in
competitive tariff discov-
ery, with BESS tariffs
reaching a record low in
June 2025.

CareEdge projects that
REissettoaccelerate with
growing tariff competit-
iveness and strong policy
support.

To ensure grid stability,
adoption of storage solu-
tions such as battery en-
ergy storage systems and
pumped storage projects
is increasing, aided by vi-
ability gap funding and in-
vestments from CPSUs
and IPPs.
