Exporters seek interest

relief, faster GST refunds

New Delhi, November 4

INDIA'S EXPORTERS, IN a
recent meeting with Prime
Minister Narendra Modi,
have asked for support that
will help mitigate the adverse
fallout of extra tariffs that
their shipments to the US
face,when compared to main
competitors.

While Indian exports to the
US are subject to 50% extra
tariffs,competitors payaround
20%. The 30% extra that
Indian exporters have to payis
what is hurting shipments to
the US.

In the meeting with the
PM on Monday, the
exporters offered to bear
15% of the extra tariff and
requested the government to
take steps to blunt the
impact of the balance 15%.

They suggested that the
interest equalisation scheme
(IES) be reintroduced. This,
they said, would reduce the
cost of credit and make Indian
products more competitive.
There was also a demand for
automating the Goods and
Services Tax refund of inverted
duty structure in their sectors.

Apart fromissues of imme-
diate interest, exporters also
raised longer term issues like
more focus on skilling, reduc-
ing costs of raw material and
reducingincidence of inverted
duty structure.

Even the tariffsimposed under
Section 232 of National Secu-
rity law by the US on products
like steel,aluminium, pharma,
auto parts and copper must be
negotiated in the trade pact to
bring these duties down.

More liberal support was
requested for the Market
Access Initiative (MAI) that
funds activities like market
studies, participation in trade
fairs, statutory compliance,
and marketing projectsto help
exporters access new markets
and increase their share in
existing ones.

Sector specific support was
also asked for. Some export
promotion councils sought
support beyond interest sub-

sidy to reduce the credit bur-
den, including more time for
repayment of loans.

The sectors that were
called for a meeting included
apparel and garments,
leather, engineering, marine
products, handicrafts, and
gems and jewellery. These
sectorsare also large employ-
ers and hit the maximum by
the US tariff action.

The 56th GST Council
meeting had decided on
implementation of the revised
system of grant of 90% provi-
sional refunds arising out of
inverted duty structure on the
basis of data analysis and risk
evaluation donebythe system,
asinthe case of riskbased pro-
visional refunds on account of
zero-rated supplies.

Steel PLI 1.2 to focus
on advanced products

THE GOVERNMENT ON
Tuesday launched the third
round of production linked
incentive (PLI 1.2) scheme for
“specialty steel” to attract
new investments in these
emerging and advanced
steel products.

According to the ministry
of steel, the PLI 1.2 is aimed
at attracting fresh invest-
ments in categories such as
super alloys, cold rolled grain
oriented steel, stainless steel
long and flat products, tita-
nium alloys, and coated
steels, materials that are
essential for next-genera-
tion industrial and defence
applications.

Indian-registered compa-
nies involved in end-to-end
manufacturing of the speci-
fied products can submit
applications via online portal
within 30 days from the
launch.

The PLI 1.2 covers 22 sub-
categories across five major
segments,including strategic
steel grades, commercial
grades (Categories 1 and 2),
and coated/wire products.

The incentive rates would
be 4% to 15% onincremental
sales,varying by sub-category
and production year.

The incentive period will
be upto five years, starting
from the current financial
year, with disbursements
beginningin 2026-27.

At the launch of the
scheme, Union minister of
steel HD Kumaraswamy said
the third round will also open
up new avenues for micro
small and medium enter-

prises and existing producers
who have expanded or
upgraded their capacities fol-
lowing the earlier phases.

“PLI 1.2 is designed to
accelerate India’s journey
towards becoming a global
hub for high-grade steel pro-
duction,”  Kumaraswamy
said.

Approved by the Cabinetin
July 2021, the PLI scheme for
Specialty Steel was introduced
with a total outlay of
36,322 crore to encourage
production of high-value,
high-grade steels used in sec-
tors such as defence, aero-
space, energy, automobiles,
and infrastructure.

Since its inception, the
scheme has attracted invest-
ment commitments worth
343,874 crore, created
30,760 direct jobs, and is
expected toadd 14.3 million
tonnes of new specialty steel
capacity in India, the min-
istry said.

According to the govern-
ment data, as of September
2025, companies participat-
ing in the first two rounds
have already invested
%22,973 crore and generated
13,284 jobs.

INDIA'S IMPORT CURBS on
metallurgical coke, a key
steelmaking fuel, have
become a concern for many
producers, Jayant Acharya,
JSW Steel’s chief executive,
said on Tuesday.

The country’slargest steel-
maker in now sourcing coking
coal mainly from Australia,
the US and Mozambique,
Acharyaadded.

JSW Steel, however, did not
face shortages of met coke,
Acharyasaid.

“We are self-sufficient on
met-coke and not experienc-
ing any shortage at JSW Steel,”
he said.

Indian steel mills met only
about half of their metallurgi-
cal coke needs from domestic
suppliers in the first half of
2025, highlighting shortages
and amplifying calls to ease
import restrictions, Reuters
reported last month.
