THE Railway Board has given
the nod to take up the final
survey of the Bhadravathi-
Chikkajajuru railway line that
will connect Malnad to the
Kalyana Karnataka and And-
hra Pradesh. This was sanc-
tioned at the Central Railway
Board meeting held in Delhi
on Wednesdaw. The new route
was from Bhadravathi to
ChikEkajajuru via Channagiri
and the board also sanctioned
a 162-km long route from Al-
matti to Yadgir.

The Bhadravathi-Chikka-
jajuru railway route via Chan-
nagiri is 73 km and the govern-
ment released Rs 1, 825 crore
for the final survey.

With this new railway route,
the Malnad will be connected
to Chitradurga and Kalyvana
Karnataka, besides connecting
to Andhra Pradesh. Above all,
this new route will allow pas-
sengers to reach their destina-
tions in a very short time.
