Sugar Industry Outlook DB@

The gross sugar production for SS 2024-25 has been revised to 29.6 million tons. Sugar diversion towards ethanol is expected to be
around 3.4 million tons. Domestic sugar consumption is projected at 28 million tons.

The government has allowed the export of 1 million tons of sugar, considering the adequate stock levels in India.

Fair and Remunerative Price (FRP) of sugarcane for sugar season 2025-26 fixed at Rs. 355 per quintal linked to the basic recovery rate of
10.25%

The price of C-heavy derived ethanol has been increased by INR 1.69/Itr, from INR 56.28/Itr to INR 57.97/It
Other feed-stock based Ethanol prices remain unchanged.

As of May 31, 2025, approximately 572 crore liters of ethanol have been supplied against the total available 1048 crore liters for ESY 2024-
25. The supply breakdown stands at 43% from the sugar sector and 57% from the grain sector.

As of May 31, 2025, the ethanol blending percentage has reached 15.7%
