Income from
cryptocurrency transactions is taxed at a flat
rate of 30 per cent, along with a 1 per cent tax
deducted at source (TDS) on transactions

exceeding 350,000 annually.

Cryptocurrencies are classified as “Virtual
Digital Assets” under Section 2(47A) of the
Income Tax Act, covering most crypto assets,

except for gift cards or vouchers.

Since March 2023, crypto assets have
been brought under the Prevention of Money
Laundering Act, requiring exchanges and cryp-
to service providers to comply with anti-money
laundering standards, including know your cus-
tomer requirements. Enforcement is overseen

by the Financial Intelligence Unit-India.

Currently, there is no specific HSN code or
rate for digital assets. Instead, the HSN code
960899, which covers “other miscellaneous
articles”, is used, with a GST rate of 18 per cent,
highest in this category. GST liability applies
only to individuals or entities with sales or
turnover exceeding the limit 0f¥40 lakh during
the financial year or those who voluntarily

register for GST.
