THE UNION Health Ministry has
issued a notice to the former head
of the biochemistry department
at GB Pant Hospital in Delhi to ex-
plain her unauthorised absence
from duty for around three years
while drawing salary during this
period — the doctor’s social me-
dia profile describes her as a
“filmmaker” based in Canada.

Records reviewed by The
Indian Express show the notice
was issued to Dr Manju
Subberwal onJuly 28, asking why
action should not be initiated for
non-compliance with rules and
regulations related to govern-
ment officials availing leave.

It also asked why the unau-
thorised absence should not be
treated as a breakin service, and
why allowance and pay dis-
bursed during this period not be
recovered.

Sources said the Union Health
Ministry has also sought details
from the Foreigners Regional
Registration Office for informa-
tionon Subberwal’s visits to India
during the period under scrutiny.

According to sources, the ac-
tion against Subberwal is rooted
inacomplaint filed in May by an
employee of GIPMER, the med-
ical college associated with the
hospital. The complaint alleged
that Subberwal went to Canada
to pursue a filmmaking course
in 2022 and was drawing a full
salary.

It also alleged that she
“hatched a criminal conspiracy
with another doctor from her
department, who was signing all
official papers on her behalf as
head of the biochemistry depart-
ment in her absence, without
the approval of the competent
authority”. According to the
complaint, this caused “financial
fraud|/ loss” to the exchequer to-
talling about Rs 50 lakh.

Following the complaint,
sources said, hospital authorities
notified the Union Health
Ministry. “The issue came to light
in May when salaries were be-
ing disbursed to faculty heads.

AFTER THE Supreme Court or-
dered a Special investigation
Team (SIT) headed by its former
judge Justice ] Chelameswar to
lookinto the affairs of the Vantara
wildlife rescue and rehabilitation
centre in Gujarat’s Jamnagar, the
fact-finding panel visited the site
Thursday to probe the allegations
made by two Public Interest
Litigations (PILs), The Indian
Express has learnt.

The PILs were filed in the
wake of a controversy over the
shifting of an elephant,
Mahadevi, from a temple in
Kolhapur to Vantara in July.

A source privy to the devel-
opment confirmed that the
Supreme Court-appointed fact-
finding team visited the site
Thursday to begin its three-day
inquiry at Vantara — the wildlife
rescue and rehabilitation centre
of Reliance Foundation. The sur-
vey will be completed by
Saturday, the source said.

On August 28, the SC’s
Division Bench of Justices Pankaj
Mithal and P B Varale had or-
dered a SIT to be instituted on

Justice Chelameswar, the SIT also
has former Chief Justice of
Uttarakhand and Telangana
High Court Justice Raghavendra
Chauhan, former Mumbai Police
Commissioner Hemant Nagrale
and Additional Commissioner
Customs Anish Gupta.

The apex court had directed
the SIT to examine and submit a
reportonanumber of issues —in-
cluding the acquisition of animals
from India and abroad, particu-
larly elephants, and compliance
with the Wild Life (Protection)
Act, 1972, and rules for zoos. The
court had directed the SIT to sub-
mit its report by September 12.
The SIT will also look into the
International Convention on
Trade of Endangered Species of
Flora and Fauna (CITES) and
compliance with import/ export
laws and other statutory require-
ments concerning imports/ ex-
ports of live animals; and, com-
pliance with standards of animal
husbandry, veterinary care, stan-
dards of animal welfare, mortal-
ities and causes.

Besides, the SIT will also ex-
amine complaints covering a
range of other issues -- climatic
conditions and allegations con-

trial zone; creation of a vanity or
private collection, breeding, con-
servation programmes and use
of biodiversity resources; misu-
tilisation of water and carbon
credits; allegations of breach of
different provisions of law, trade
in animals or animal articles,
wildlife smuggling etc., “as made
out in the articles/ stories/ com-
plaints referred to in the peti-
tions as well as generally”.

The Bench had “clarified that
the above exercise undertaken by
the SIT has been permitted only
to assist the court as a fact-find-
ing inquiry so as to ascertain the
true factual position and toenable
the court to pass any further or-
der, as may be deemed fit on the
basis of the material furnished
and contained in the report”.

The Benchsaid it “neither ex-
presses any opinion on the alle-
gations made in the petitions nor
this order be construed to have
cast any doubt on the function-
ing of any of the statutory au-
thorities or the private respon-
dent - Vantara.”

It pointed out that the two
petitions “are based exclusively
on news and stories appearing
in the newspapers, social media

and diverse complaints by non-
governmental organisations and
wildlife organisations” and
“make accusations of wide am-
plitude viz, unlawful acquisition
of animals from India and
abroad, mistreatment of the an-
imals in captivity, financial irreg-
ularities, money laundering, etc”.

The court had said that “upon
the reading of the pleadings, we
find that what has been presented
through these petitions are only
allegations with no material of
probative worth. There appears to
be no supporting material”.

After the SC ordered the in-
quiry, Vantara had said that it
will extend full cooperation to
the Special Investigation Team.

“We acknowledge the order
of the Hon’ble Supreme Court
with utmost regard. Vantara re-
mains committed to trans-
parency, compassion and full
compliance with the law. Our
mission and focus continues to
be the rescue, rehabilitation and
care of animals. We will extend
full cooperation to the Special
Investigation Team and continue
our work sincerely, always plac-
ing the welfare of animals at the
heart of all our efforts,” it said in
astatement.

Singhar said the biggest
problem with the BJP is that it
has never fully accepted the trib-
als as its own.

“For years, the RSS and its af-
filiated organisations have been
pursuing a strategy to assimilate
tribals into Hinduism by calling
them ‘Vanvasi Hindus’, thereby
weakening their political auton-
omy and power of resistance.
Their larger goal is also to end
reservations,” he said.

“My mission is to protect
tribal identity, establish pride,
and preserve culture. The BJP has
always avoided recognising
tribal identity; for them, tribals
are nothing more than a vote
bank,” Singhar said.

Singhar’s remarks elicited a
strong rebuke from Chief
Minister Mohan Yadav, who de-
manded an apology from the
Congress leader and his party.

“It is unfortunate that the
Congress always works against
Hindus and Hindutva... They
should be ashamed. If they raise
questions on Hindutva, the pub-
lic will not forgive. Congress
leaders should apologise,” Yadav
said in a video statement.

Facing backlash, Singhar ac-
cused the BJP and its ideological
mentor, the RSS, of attempting
tosubsume tribal identity under
Hinduism.

“The original inhabitants of
this country are tribals... Why do
the BJP or RSS want to stop us
from worshipping nature? We
are not disrespecting any reli-
gion. |, too, respect the Hindu re-
ligion. But when it comes to trib-
als, the BJP wants to implement
itsagenda,” he said.
