Brahmaputra tunnel to 
cut travel time to 20 min

DREAM PROJECT| Assam CM Sarma says the concept was

Assam Chief Minister Him-
anta Biswa Sarma on Sunday 
described the proposed twin-
tube underwater road-rail 
tunnel between Gohpur and 
Numaligarh as a game-chang-
ing project that will transform 
connectivity in the Northeast 
while strengthening national 
security. 

The ambitious project, 
cleared by the Cabinet Com-
mittee on Economic Affairs, 
will be India’s first underwater 
road-cum-rail tunnel beneath 
the Brahmaputra and only the 
second such dual-use tunnel 
in the world after the Ger-
many–Denmark link. 

Addressing a press confer-
ence at Lok Sewa Bhawan, 
Sarma said the tunnel will 
shrink the present 240-km 
road distance between 
Gohpur and Numaligarh to 
just 34 km. Travel time, which 
currently takes nearly six 
hours, will be reduced to 
about 20 minutes. 

“This will not only save time 
but change the way people 
and goods move across central 

and eastern Assam,” he said. 
The project, estimated at Rs 

18,662 crore, is expected to 
generate around 80 lakh 
human-days of employment 
during construction. Built 
nearly 57 metres below the 
Brahmaputra riverbed, the 
tunnel will have separate 
tubes for road and rail traffic, 
along with a dedicated escape 
passage. Cross-passages will 
be constructed every 500 
metres to ensure safety in case 
of emergencies. 

Sarma said the tunnel will 
improve links between 
Assam, Nagaland and Arun-
achal Pradesh, cutting travel 
distances and strengthening 
logistics. Flyovers and ap-
proach roads will be devel-
oped at both ends. While a 
flyover will connect the 
Gohpur side, multiple bridges 
are planned at Numaligarh, 
keeping in mind the sandy 
riverbed. 

He said the project has four 
key stakeholders — the Indian 
Army, the Assam government, 
the Ministry of Road Trans-
port and Highways through 
NHIDCL, and Indian Railways. 
The Ministry of Defence will 

bear around 20 per cent of the 
cost, given its strategic impor-
tance. 

Calling it more than a devel-
opment project, Sarma said 
the tunnel will serve as a stra-
tegic lifeline. In situations 
where bridges or highways 
are disrupted, especially given 
the region’s narrow link to 
mainland India, the tunnel 
will ensure uninterrupted 
connectivity. 

He added that the concept 

was shaped with inputs from 
former Chief of Defence Staff 
Bipin Rawat and National Se-
curity Adviser Ajit Doval. 

Land acquisition will begin 
shortly, and the state aims to 
complete the project within 
five years. Once operational, 
the tunnel will become the 
fourth major Brahmaputra 
crossing with both road and 
rail facilities, marking a new 
chapter in the Northeast’s in-
frastructure story.

Extremism to be

Bihar deputy chief minister 
Samrat Choudhary on Sunday 
indicated that a massive oper-
ation would be launched 
against terrorism and claimed 
that left wing extremism will 
be completely eradicated in 
the next couple of weeks.

The SP’s convoy was deton-
ated with landmines while re-
turning to Munger district 
headquarters after a joint po-
lice operation carried out by 
Munger and Jamui police in 
Bhimbandh region.  

The 1997-batch IPS of-
ficer’s killing was the big-
gest ever blow to the state 
police force. 

RJD asks Nitish govt 
to issue white paper

Even as Bihar’s new NDA gov-
ernment has launched major 
recruitment drives to fulfill its 
poll promise of creating one 
crore  employment opportun-
ities in next five years, RJD on 
Sunday asked the government 
to issue a white paper on its 
claims of providing jobs and 
employment. RJD demanded 
the issuance of white paper 
after Nitish Kumar claimed 
that the number of govern-

ment employees had in-
creased more than threefold in 
the last 20 years. 

“The number of govern-
ment employees in Bihar has 
increased to around 950,000 
when 20 years ago, the 
number was only 350,000. As a 
result, the government's 
budget for salaries alone has 
increased by more than 13 
times in the last 20 years,” ac-
cording to the state budget  for 
2026–27, presented in the as-
sembly recently. 

The NDA government also 
claimed that more than 
200,000 employees, including 
teachers and constables were 
appointed during the last two 
years. It asserted that the state 
budget for the 2005–06 finan-
cial year included a mere Rs 
5,152 crore for salaries. In the 
2025–26 financial year, the al-

location for salary allocation 
increased to Rs 51,690 crore, 
and in 2026–27, it reached Rs 
70,220 crore. This is the largest 
budget allocation for salaries 
in the state to date.  

Similarly, the pension allo-
cation has also seen a steady 
increase. In the current 
budget, it has reached Rs 
35,170 crore, half the salary al-
location. In the 2005–06 finan-
cial year, the pension 
allocation was only Rs 2,456 
crore, the government 
claimed. 

Countering government`s 
claims,  senior RJD leader and 
party spokesperson Chittaran-
jan Gagan asserted that all 
sanctioned posts were filled 
regularly when his party was 
in power in the state. 

“Regular recruitment was 
done in all departments, in-
cluding education, police, and 
professorships. Primary 
schools were opened, later up-
graded to secondary schools. 
As many as 1,90,000 Shiksha 
Mitras were appointed,” he 
claimed.

Meanwhile, Minister for MSEM, SERP and 
NRI empowerment and relations, Kondapalli 
Srinivas, has also come out in support of Vali. 

“Every hardworking individual deserves dig-
nity and respect while earning their livelihood. 
Our Telugu society has always been rooted in 
harmony, empathy, and togetherness, and it is 
our shared responsibility to protect these 
values,” he posted on X while appreciating Lo-
kesh for his decision to personally meet Vali. He 
said this reflects the importance of standing 
with people during difficult moments.
