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<8) The Group has concluded that its subsidiaries operating in Malawi falls under hyperin£lationary economy and accordingly Ind AS 29 “Financial Reporting in
Hyperinflationary Economies” has been applied w.e.f. beginning of the current year (i.e. April 1, 2024) and as a result of this, the Property, plant and equipment (PPE)
has increased by Rs. 5,753 lakhs, goodwill of Rs 2,645 lakhs has been impaired due to such increase in PPE, the retained earnings has increased by Rs. 1,383 lakhs and
deferred tax liability of Rs. 1,725 lakhs has been recognised on the aforesaid increase in PPE.
