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AFTERASIM MUNIR’S ANTI-INDIA RHETORICIN US
Nuclear sabre-rattling: India
hits back at Pak Army chief

RESPONDING TO PAKISTAN
Army Chief Field Marshal Asim
Munir’s latest diatribe against
India, New Delhi on Monday
said India has already made it
clear that it will not give in to
nuclear blackmail and under-
lined that it would “take all
steps necessary to safeguard
our national security”.

According to a PTI report,
Munir reportedly made the
nuclear threat during an
address to the Pakistani dias-
porain Florida’s Tampa on Sat-
urday.“Weareanuclearnation.
If we think we are going down,
we'll take half the world down
with us,” media reports quoted
him as saying. There is no text
of the speech oravideo to con-
firm these comments.

“Our attention has been
drawn to remarks reportedly
made by the Pakistani Chief of
Army Staff while on a visit to
the United States. Nuclear
sabre-rattling is Pakistan’s
stock-in-trade.

The international commu-
nity can draw its own conclu-
sions on the irresponsibility
inherent in such remarks,
which also reinforce the well-
held doubtsabout the integrity
of nuclear command and con-
trol in a state where the mili-
tary is hand-in-glove with ter-

rorist groups,”’ MEA
spokesperson Randhir Jaiswal
saidin a statement.

“It is also regrettable that
these remarks should have
been made from the soil of a
friendly third country. India
hasalreadymadeit clearthatit
will not give in tonuclearblack-
mail. We will continue to take

Munir is on an official visit
to the US and has engaged in
high-level interactions with
senior political and military
leadership,as well as members
of the Pakistani diaspora, the
Pakistani Army said in a state-
ment. Munir said his second
visit to the US in just one-and-
a-half months marks a new
dimension in Pakistan-USrela-
tions. He said the aim of these
visitswas to take Pakistan's ties
with the US on a constructive,
sustainable and positive path.
In Tampa, Munir also
warned that Islamabad would
destroy Indian infrastructureif
water flow to Pakistan was hit.
He said that Islamabad would
defend its water rights “at all
costs” if India proceeds with
dam construction on the Indus
river. “We will wait for India to

build a dam,and when they do
so, we will destroy it,” Munir
said, according to a report in
The Dawn on Monday.

He also said that Kashmir
was Pakistan's “jugular vein”,
adding that it was not India's
internal matter but an unre-
solved international issue, Pak-
istan-based media outlet ARY
News reported. Munir’s
remarksareareiteration of his
anti-India rhetoric. Weeks
before the Pahalgamattack,he
had said that Pakistan would
not forget the issue of Kashmir,
asserting thatitwas“ourjugu-
larvein”.

His commentswere trashed
by India then.“How can any-
thing foreign be in a jugular
vein? This is a Union Territory
of India. Its only relationship
with Pakistanisthevacation of
illegally occupied territories by
that country,” the MEA had

said.

On Saturday, Munir also
said that US President Donald
Trump's strategic leadership
had stopped the war between
India and Pakistan in May,and
prevented many other wars
around the world. India has
denied Trump's role in broker-
ing the ceasefire, and main-
tained that the two sides halted
theirmilitaryactions following
direct talks between their
DGMOs (director general of
military operations).

On his latest comments,
sources in Delhi said this was
nuclear blackmail and Islam-
abad has been using the
nuclear bogey for several
decades. “For this, it is widely
considered tobe an irresponsi-
ble nuclear-armed state,with a
non-trivial risk of nuclear
materials or expertise reaching
non-state actors. The interna-
tional community does not
trust nuclear weapons in the
hands of an institution like the
Pakistani military which is
accountable tono one,’sources
said.

The sources said Islamabad
has a history of rhetorical
nuclear brinkmanship while
simultaneously claiming the
mantle of a “responsible”
nuclear actor. Terming it as a
source of regional instability,
the sources said the central dri-
ver of nuclear instability in
South Asiaisidentified asamil-
itary establishment effectively
“holding the nuclear button”.

Earlier, sources in Delhi
had said that “such state-
mentsindicate the possibility
of further terrorist attacks,
with Pakistan’s missile and
nuclear capabilities used as
political cover”.
