UNCERTAINTY OVER THE for-
mation of an interim govern-
mentin Nepal following the fall
of the KP Sharma Oli govern-
ment deepened Thursday with
GenZ protest groups divided on
who should hold the temporary
reins of power, and President
Ram Chandra Poudel insisting
thatany solution to the current
stalemate mustbe found under
the existing Constitution.

The President’s stance com-
plicates efforts by Nepal Army
chief General Ashok Raj Sigdel
to ensure an interim dispensa-
tion takes charge soonest.Aday
earlier, General Sigdel had
asked former Chief Justice
Sushila Karki to step in as the
interim Chief Executive, an
offer that she accepted after
much persuasion and a formal
statement from some of the

Gen Z groups.

Nepal’s current Constitu-
tion does not allow any former
Chief Justice or Supreme Court
judge to become President or
Prime Minister or hold any
otherpolitical or constitutional
post upon retirement. Karki
retired in June 2017.

President Poudel said a way
out of the stalemate was possi-
bleunderthe existing Constitu-
tion, and must be pursued fur-
ther. His assertion is being seen
asamove to protect theexisting
political system and the Consti-
tutioninahighlypolarised envi-
ronment. At least four major
parties — the CPN (Maoist Cen-
tre),Nepali Congress, CPN (UML)
and Madesh-centric groupings
—have endorsed his call.

Poudel’s statement flies in
the face of General Sigdel’s
efforts to bring multiple Gen Z
groups and other leaders to the
table tofacilitate the formation

of a government not led by a
leader of any existing political
party.

If the President’s move suc-
ceeds, the issue will return to
Parliamentwhere the coalition
of the Nepali Congressand the
CPN (UML) - the ruling
alliance until Oli stepped down
as Prime Minister two days ago
following violent protests in
whichleaderswere singled out
and assaulted — enjoy a major-
ity.Thisincreases the chance of
the return of Oli or his nomi-
nee since he has not yet
resigned as leader of the par-
liamentary party.

The move to save the Con-
stitution and Parliament
comes amid confusion and
division within the Gen Z
grouping —itdoes nothaveany
formal structure or chain of
command, and multiple
groups are pushing forward
different prescriptions.

Himtakingthenewballisnotan
indication of India's desperate
juggle act to fit in an extra spin-
ner, but because he is genuinely
proficient at that. Only injuries
had denied him a more perma-
nentnew-ball role.Shivam Dube
might not rankle with pace or
befuddle with variations, but he
showed he can be resourceful, is
steadilyimprovingand could be
the reliable third act. Rarely
trusted as a bowler, he has not
bowledin 11 ofthe 36 gameshe
has played, and bowled the full
quota only twice, he has quick-
ened up,has become more disci-
plinedandisclevererin using dif-
ferentangles.

Reels dominate India’s video
consumption, TV falls behind

ANEW STUDY BY research firm
Ipsos shows that short-form
video has overtaken television
as India’s top choice for video
consumption,with Meta’s Reels
emerging as the frontrunner.
Commissioned by Meta, the
studyfound that 97% of Indian
consumers watch short-form
video on some platform at least
onceaday,compared with 83%
for television. Reels leads the
categorywith 95% daily usage,
cutting across age groups and

socio-economic classes.

The research also highlights
Reels’role in shaping cultural
trends. Content discovery in
fashion, beauty,and entertain-
ment is significantly higher
than on rival platforms, while

creator engagement rates are
3309 stronger, the report notes.
Foradvertisers,Reelsads deliver
2xstrongerrecalland 4xhigher
message association than long-
formads.About 80% of Indians
saytheydiscovernewbrandson
Meta’s platforms.
