CHINA'S TIGHTENED GRIP

Other
automakers too are cutting
down on certain non-essential
equipment in theirvehicles to
reduce the usage of rare earth
materials as uncertainty over
China’s green light to export
the key materials looms.

In a missive to new cus-
tomers, Royal Enfield said that
it had “temporarily installed”a
neutral indication system in
the motorbike due to the
“ongoing global shortage of
rare-earth materials,which are
keyto manufacturing the mag-
nets in gear position sensors”.

“We are working to mitigate
thesesupplychainissuesand,as
soonasthe Gear Position Sensor
is available,we will retro-fit it in
your motorcycle at no addi-
tional cost,”the company said.

Asourceaware of the devel-
opment said that it was
unclear when the company
would be able to source the
sensor,butwas looking at geo-
graphies beyond China.

certifications being insisted
upon in most cases by the Chi-
nese side.

Growing needs

Consumption of perma-
nent magnets has grown sig-
nificantlyin India over thelast
five financial years — fromjust
12,400 tonne in FY21 to
28,700 tonne in FY24, before

Rare earth elements mag-
nets tend to retain their prop-
ertiesalmost permanently,and
they are far lighter than tradi-
tional magnets made out of
iron. While the availability of
rare earth metalsis notlimited
to China, it is in the efficient
processing of these critical ele-
mentswhere Beijing hasa sub-
stantial lead, which was once
enjoyed by the US and Japan.

In response to the US
administration’s reciprocal
tariff heat, China restricted
exports of seven heavy rare
earthmetalsincluding samar-
ium, gadolinium, terbium, dys-
prosium, lutetium, scandium,
and yttrium, as well as rare
earth magnets. Earlier, it had
also banned exports to the US
of gallium, germanium, anti-
mony,and other key high-tech
materials with potential mili-
taryapplications.

“The SC Collegium in its meet-
ing held on August 25 has rec-
ommended elevation of the fol-
lowing chiefjustices of thehigh
courts,asjudgesinthe Supreme
Court: (i) Justice Alok Aradhe,
Chief Justice, HC of Bombay
