1. A statement pursuant to the provisions of Section 102(1) of the Act, relating to the Special Business to be 
transacted at the AGM, is annexed hereto. Further, additional information as required under SEBI (Listing 
Obligations and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2015 (“Listing Regulations”) and Circulars issued 
thereunder are also annexed.

2. Details of Director retiring by rotation/ seeking re-appointment at this Meeting are annexed to the Notice.

3. A member entitled to attend and vote at the meeting is entitled to appoint another person as a proxy to 
attend and vote at the meeting on his/ her behalf and such proxy need not be a member of the company. 
The proxy form duly completed and signed should be lodged with the Company at its Registered Office at 
least 48 hours before the time of the meeting.

4. In terms of Section 105 of the Companies Act, 2013 read with Rule 19 of the Companies (Management and 
Administration) Rules, 2014 a person can act as proxy on behalf of members not exceeding fifty and holding 
in the aggregate not more than ten percent of the total share capital of the company carrying voting rights. 
A member holding more than ten percent of the total share capital of the company carrying voting rights 
may appoint a single person as proxy and such person shall not act as a proxy for any other shareholder.

5. Corporate Members intending to send their authorized representatives to attend the AGM are requested to 
send a certified true copy of the Board Resolution/ Authorisation Letter to the Company, authorizing them to 
attend and vote on their behalf at the AGM pursuant to Section 113 of the Companies Act, 2013.

6. Members, proxies and the Authorised Representative should bring the attendance slips duly filled in for 
attending the meeting.

7. The Proxies should carry their identity proof i.e. a Pan Card/ Aadhar card/ Passport/ Driving License.

8. The Board of Directors has recommended Final Dividend of Rs. 0.75 per equity share for the Financial Year 
ended March 31, 2024 which is proposed to be paid on or before October 27, 2024 to those Members 
whose names appears in the Register of Members of the Company as on the record date i.e., Friday, 
September 20, 2024 (close of business hours of record date) subject to the approval of the Shareholders at 
the AGM.

9. SEBI has made it mandatory for listed companies to make all payments to investors including dividend to 
Members, by using any RBI approved electronic mode of payment viz. Electronic Clearing Service/ Direct 
Credit/ Real Time Gross Settlement/ National Electronic Fund Transfer etc. Members may please note that 
their bank details as furnished by the respective Depositories to the Company will be considered for 
remittance of dividend as per the applicable regulations of the Depositories and the Company will not be 
able to accede to any direct request from such Members for change/ addition/ deletion in such bank 
details. Accordingly, Members are requested to add/ update their bank account details with their Depository 
Participants (DPs) by September 20, 2024

10. Pursuant to Finance Act 2020, dividend income will be taxable in the hands of shareholders w.e.f. April 1, 
2020 and the Company is required to deduct tax at source from dividend paid to shareholders at the 
prescribed rates. For the prescribed rates for various categories, the shareholders are requested to refer to 
the Finance Act, 2020 and amendments thereof. The shareholders are requested to update their PAN with 
their DPs. 
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 A Resident individual shareholder with PAN and who is not liable to pay income tax can submit a yearly 
declaration in Form No. 15G/15H, to avail the benefit of non-deduction of tax at source by email to 
bssahd@bigshareonline.com by September 20, 2024. Shareholders are requested to note that in case their 
PAN is not registered, the tax will be deducted at a higher rate of 20%.

& Disclosure Requirements) Regulations 2015 (as amended), and the Circulars issued by the Ministry of 
Corporate Affairs (as may be notified from time to time) the Company is providing facility of remote e-Voting 
to its Members in respect of the business to be transacted at the AGM. For this purpose, The Company has 
engaged Bigshare Services Pvt. Ltd (“BIGSHARE“) for facilitating Remote e-Voting to enable the Members to 
cast their votes electronically in respect of all the resolution as set out in the AGM Notice.

13. Instructions for e-voting are as follows :

 i. The remote e-Voting period will begin on Wednesday, September 25, 2024 at 9.00 a.m. IST and will end 
on Friday, September 27, 2024 at 5.00 p.m. IST. During this period, the shareholders of the Company as 
on the cut-off date i.e. September 20, 2024 may cast their vote electronically. The e-Voting module shall 
be disabled by Bigshare for voting thereafter.

 ii. Shareholders who have already voted prior to the AGM date would not be entitled to vote at the AGM 
venue.

 
 iii. Pursuant to SEBI Circular No. SEBI/HO/CFD/PoD2/CIR/P/2023/120 dated July 11, 2023 (“SEBI Circular dated 

July 11, 2023”), under Regulation 44 of Securities and Exchange Board of India (Listing Obligations and 
Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2015, listed entities are required to provide remote e-voting facility 
to its shareholders, in respect of all shareholders’ resolutions. However, it has been observed that the 
participation by the public non-institutional shareholders/retail shareholders is at a negligible level.

  Currently, there are multiple e-voting service providers (ESPs) providing e-voting facility to listed entities in 
India. This necessitates registration on various ESPs and maintenance of multiple user IDs and passwords 
by the shareholders.
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 In order to increase the efficiency of the voting process, pursuant to a public consultation, it has been 
decided to enable e-voting to all the demat account holders, by way of a single login credential, through 
their demat accounts/ websites of Depositories/ Depository Participants. Demat account holders would be 
able to cast their vote without having to register again with the ESPs, thereby, not only facilitating seamless 
authentication but also enhancing ease and convenience of participating in e-voting process.

iv. In terms of SEBI Circular dated July 11, 2023 on e-Voting facility provided by Listed Companies, Individual 
shareholders holding securities in demat mode are allowed to vote through their demat account 
maintained with Depositories and Depository Participants. Shareholders are advised to update their mobile 
number and email Id in their demat accounts in order to access e-Voting facility.
