B’desh Air Force training jet
crashes into school, 19 dead

A Bangladesh Air Force train-
ing aircraft crashed into a
school building in Dhaka
shortly after takeoff on Mon-
day, killing at least 19 people,
mostly children, and injuring
164, in one of the deadliest avi-
ation accidents in the country's
recent history.

The F-7 BGI aircraft, a train-
ing fighter jet manufactured in
China, crashed into the two-
storey building of Milestone
School and College at Diabari
in Dhaka's Uttara area.

The pilot, Flight Lieutenant
Mohammad Towkir Islam, was
killed in the crash.

"Atleast 19 people, including
the pilot, were killed and 164
injured” in the crash, said a
statement issued by the Inter-
Services Public Relations Di-
rectorate (ISPR), the media
wing of the military.

The pilot attempted to steer
the aircraft away from densely
populated areas. However, de-
spite his efforts, the aircraft

tragically crashed into the two-
storey building of the school, it
added.

"All injured individuals are
being promptly transported to
the Combined Military Hospi-
tal (CMH) and nearby hospitals
for necessary treatment, with
assistance from Air Force heli-
copters and ambulances,” it
said.

The aircraft crashed duetoa
mechanical fault (the details of
which will be informed after
investigation) after taking off
from the Bangladesh Air Force
Base AK Khandaker in Kurmi-
tola at 01:06 pm as part of a
regular training, the statement
said.

It said that the chief of army
staff and senior military of-

ficers rushed to the crash site
where rescuers, including fire-
fighters, army troops, police
and elite Rapid Action Battal-
ion (RAB), continued their res-
cue operations.

A high-level investigation
committee has been formed
by the Bangladesh Air Force to
determine the cause of the ac-
cident, the statement added.

Russia launches major

Russia unleashed one ofits lar-
gest aerial assaults on Ukraine
in recent months, only hours
before the UK and Germany
are to chair a meeting to dis-
cuss US President Donald
Trump's plans for NATO allies
to provide Ukraine with
weapons.

Healey said US De-
fence Secretary Pete Hegseth
and NATO leader Mark Rutte,
as well as NATO's Supreme Al-
lied Commander Europe, Gen
Alexus Grynkewich, will at-

Moscow has intensified its
long-range attacks on Ukrain-
ian cities, and analysts say the
barrages are likely to escalate
as Russian drone production
expands.

In an shift of tone toward
Russia, the US president last
week gave Moscow a 50-day
deadline to agree to a ceasefire
or face tougher sanctions.

At Monday's meeting, Brit-
ish defence chief John Healey
was expected to urge
Ukraine's Western partners to
launch a coincidental "50-day
drive" to get Kyiv the weapons
it needs to fight Russia's bigger
army and force Russian Presi-
dent Vladimir Putin to the ne-

gotiating table, the UK govern-
ment said in a statement.

Trump's arms plan, an-
nounced a week ago, involves
European nations sending
American weapons to Ukraine
via NATO - either from exist-
ing stockpiles or buying and
donating new ones. The US
president indicated  dis-
cussions were partly focused
on advanced Patriot air de-
fence systems and said a week
ago that deliveries would
begin "within days".

But last week various senior
officials suggested no transfers
had yet taken place.

Palestinian toll in
Gaza war tops 59k

DEIR AL-BALAH (GAZA STRIP)

Gaza's Health Ministry said on
Monday the Palestinian death
toll has surpassed 59,000 after
more than 21 months of war.

The ministry says 59,029
people have been killed since
the war started on October 7,
2023, while another 142,135
have been wounded.

The ministry doesn't distin-
guish between civilians and
combatants in its count but
says more than a half of the
dead are women and
children.

Meanwshile, at least 49 Pa-
lestinians have been killed in
Israeli attacks across Gaza,
medical sources say, as the Is-
raeli military has sent tanks
into areas of Deir el-Balah in
central Gaza for the first time
since Israel began its assault
on the besieged territory in
October 2023.

Israel on Monday launched
the ground offensive on
southern and eastern areas of
the city that is packed with
displaced Palestinians, a day
after its military issued a
forced displacement order for
residents in the areas, forcing
thousands of people to flee
west towards the Mediterra-
nean coast and south to Khan
Younis.

Among those reported
killed since dawn on Monday
were four aid seekers waiting
for food near a distribution

Iran, European nations
to hold N-talks this wk

TEHRAN

Iran said on Monday it
would hold renewed talks
this week with European
nations over the country's
nuclear programme, with
discussions to be hosted by
Turkey.

The talks, to be held in Is-
tanbul on Friday, will be
the first since a ceasefire
was reached after a 12-day
war waged by Israel against
Iran in June, which also
saw the United States strike
nuclear-related facilities in
the Islamic Republic. A
similar meeting had been

held in the Turkish city in
May.

The discussions will
bring Iranian officials to-
gether with officials from
Britain, France and Ger-
many - known as the E3 na-
tions - and will include the
European Union's foreign
policy chief, Kaja Kallas.

"The topic of the talks is
clear, lifting sanctions and
issues related to the peace-
ful nuclear programme of
Iran," Iranian Foreign Min-
istry spokesman Esmail
Baghaei said in his weekly
briefing. He said the meet-
ing will be held at the dep-
uty ministerial level.
