Officer (CCO) Ashok Pandit tell Surajeet Das Gupta and Sanket Koul the firm’s
strategy to expand in India in an interview in Gurugram. Edited excerpts:

Alot has happened since you
acquired Fortis. Now that many of the
earlier challenges seem addressed,
how does India compare within your
global network in terms of invest-
ments and expansion?

®  Nair: IHH operates in 10 countries
with 76,000 employees, making us a
large global healthcare group. Our most
impactful markets include Malaysia,
Singapore, and Turkey along with India,
where we acquired Fortis in 2018.

Indian health care has become one of
the most vibrant markets globally in
recent years. Today, India is a very high-
priority country for IHH. Fortis will be
our primary vehicle for growth.

While legacy issues before the
mandatory tender offer (MTO) com-
pletion imposed some restrictions,
Fortis continued to grow, disposing of
unprofitable hospitals and acquiring
new ones, particularly in Bengaluru,
Punjab, and the National Capital
Region (NCR). Now, with the MTO
completed, we are free to accelerate
growth further.

IHH has mentioned adding 2,000
beds in India by 2028. Will this
come through greenfield projects
or via expansion of existing
hospitals?

m  Pandit: Currently, we have
around 6,000 beds across

both Fortis and Gleneagles.

We aim to have up to 10,000

beds by 2030. However, our
approach to leadership will

go beyond bed count. It includes clini-
cal excellence, patient experience, and
revenue share. While bed expansion is
relevant in India due to unmet
demand, globally, we are also focusing
on ambulatory care.

What kind of investment do you feel
will be required to reach this target?

®  Pandit: I cannot give a number, but
the good thing is that Fortis today has a
very strong balance sheet. A large part
of their transactions — especially
brownfield and greenfield projects,
and internal capital expenditure
(capex) — is self-funded. So, if we come
to alarge merger and acquisition
(M&A) opportunity, then we will see
what more is needed.

What factors will determine whether
you choose brownfield expansion or
acquisitions?

®m  Nair: I would say our first pillar of
growth, notjust for India but almost
every country, is brownfield expansion
because it offers a more immediate
operating leverage.

We have 36 hospitals in India.
Almost all of them are operating at
around 70-80 per cent occupancy
levels, which in private health care
means that patients are missing out on
getting abed in our hospital. So, you
have to increase capacity.

The second strategy is cluster-
based expansion. Fortis is currently
present in Punjab, NCR, Mumbai, Ben-
galuru, and Kolkata. In each of these
clusters, if an opportunity arises for us
to take a hospital, better still, an oper-
ating hospital that we can improve, we
will take it.

But will you have a conscious policy to
goto Tier-2 and -3 cities?
m  Pandit: Our focus is on clusters. For
example, in the northern cluster, we
have Jalandhar, Amritsar, and Lud-
hiana, which are big Tier-2 cities. If
you look through Delhi-NCR, we have
Fortis in Manesar as well. So, I think,
where we think we have an advantage
of being in a cluster, that is where we
will go.
Nair: I think the key criteria in
any city, be it Tier-1or -2, is avail-
ability. There must be demand
for healthcare services. Then
you must find good personnel.
You must be able to hire doctors
and nurses, and that is exactly
what we are doing in some of the
cities where we are present.

India’s residential market cools;
office leasing hits quarterly high

India’s residential real estate market
showed signs of moderation in the first
quarter of calendar year 2026 (Q1CY26),
with sales declining 4 per cent year-on-
year (Y-0-Y), while office leasing during the
same period touched a quarterly high,
according to Knight Frank India.

Residential sales during the quarter
stood at 84,827 units, down from 88,361
units in the same period last year. While,
office leasing rose 6 per cent Y-0-Y t0 29.9
million square feet (msf).

Large-volume markets recorded Y-o-Y
decline in sales, even as underlying
demand drivers remained

intact, according to Knight
Frank. In Mumbai, sales fell glEJSRIPNEGI\I 5!1%253 LES

while the
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tional partner, ch'c.urman T029.9 MSF
and managing director,
Knight Frank India, said the
moderation partly reflects natural consoli-
dation after strong growth. However, he
added that rising prices alongside soften-
ing volumes signal mounting pressure on
affordability and absorption. A volatile geo-
political environment and sustained cor-
rection in equity markets have contributed
tosubdued residential demand, he noted.
Market activity remained skewed
toward higher-priced homes, while volumes
declined in segments below 1 crore. Units
priced above X1 crore grew 11 per cent Y-0-Y

in the January-March period, whereas the
sub-350 lakh and 50 lakh-X1 crore seg-
ments fell 23 per cent and 12 per cent,
respectively. Growth was led by the I1-2
crore segment, which rose 10 per cent Y-0-Y
and accounted for 29 per cent of total sales.

Prices continued to rise despite a mod-
eration in salesand supply in Q1CY26, with
all markets recording Y-0-Y increases. The
highest appreciation was seen in NCR, led
by Ghaziabad at 13 per cent and Greater
Noida at 11 per cent.

Separately, rising crude prices and
input cost pressures may further push con-
struction costs higher in the near term,
potentially affecting affordability and pro-
jectviability, according to an assessment by
Adarsh Ranka, partner and
national real estate leader,
member firm of EY Global.

Acrossthetopeightcities,
quarters-to-sell (QTS) edged
up to 6 quarters in Q1CY26
from 5.9 quartersin the same
period last year. Unsold
inventory alsorose 3 per cent
Y-0-Y t0 519,844 units. While
launches declined 2 per cent
Y-0-Y, they continued to outpace sales for
the 14th consecutive quarter.

Sales have been stagnant and margin-
ally up or down in the trailing six to eight
quarters. In Q2CY25, too, sales were down
Y-0-Y. “The reason our stance is turning
more cautious this time around has more
to do with a consistent tightening of sales,
launches and inventory culminating in a
worsening of QTS (market health),” Knight
Frank stated.

maximum capacity of 6,000 MTPA.

On March 20, the heavy industries min-
istry invited bids for setting up manufac-
turing facilities for 6,000 MTPA of magnets
under the scheme.

We expect to
record a revenue growth of 20
per cent this year, selling
approximately 1.75 million AC
units this year,” he added.

The company, which took
a price hike of 8 per cent in
January due to a revision in
energy efficiency ratings is
expected to initiate a fresh
round of price hike of 5 per
cent later this month as

demand starts to pick up
owing to the rise in commod-
ity prices.

Thiagarajan further said
that a third price hike cycle
will beinitiated once the waris
over, on account of the
depreciating rupee and rising
costs of plastic — an integral
component for the industry.
This, headded, willimpact fes-
tival season demand.

“The encouraging fact is
that the Indian AC market is
the fastest growing in the
world, expected to see a com-
pound annual growth rate
(CAGR) of 19 per cent from
2026 to 2035. The industry is
set to double from 15 million
units currently to over 30 mil-
lion units by 2030,” he added.
